Salt for Curing Meats
Unlike Poisonous Types,
Says State Health Head

“Special brands of salt sold and
used this fall to put up country
cured meats are not the same gs the
poisonous salt substitutes removed
from the market recently,” Dr, Bruce
Underwood, State Health Commis-
sioner, has stafed. The name of the
special salt used for meat curing is
similar to the name of one of the
polsonous salt substitutes. mention-
ed in dispatches recently.

Worried farmers are inquiring
whether or not their home cured
meat should be destroyed. “There is
no need for doing this,” Mrs. Sarah
Vance Dugan, director, Division of
Foods, Drugs and Hotels, State De-
partment of Health, says. The salt
sold for curing meat was sodium
chloride, a pure salt sold in 25, 50
and, 100-1b. bags and purchased by
farmers’ for the purpose of ‘meat
of | curing.
