Additionally, quantities of ofl |
emulsified in water (mixed with) de-,
plete dissolved oxygen. Certain por=
tons of oil mixed with heavy mate-
rials sink, destroying fish spawning,
beds and killing fish food. Oil con-
tacting aquatic plants and other
plants bordering waters cause them |
to die and decay. Ol either causes
direct injury to aguatic fowls and
animals or starvation from destruc-
tion of food.

Examples of these are: United
Fuel Gas Company at Warco and
Kentucky West Virginia{Gas Com-
pany at Dwale.

Tron sulfide and iron pyrites pres-
ent in coal are acted upon by dis-
solved oxygen in water to produce
Fe 504 (copperas), sulfurous acid
H2809), and sulfuric acid (H2S04).
Similarly the elemental sulfur: of
coal is oxidized to sulfuric acid. In
addition to acid destruction, min-
ing operations, especially coal Wash-
ing, causes quantities of dust and silt
to find its way into stream. This
depleted oxygen shuts out light and
does other damage such as covering
up fish eggs with silt, making it im-
possible for fish to spawn.
