HOW'S YOUR HEALTH?

Summer fs the season for Sunday
School picnics, family unions, lawn
fetes and week-end camping trips.
| Focd always plays an important
part in such outings since eating in
the open seems to stimulate appe-
tites ‘and give added zest to even
the most: commonplace mend. |

It 35 particularly important dur-
ing summer months to make sure
that the food served at such gather-
ings is properly refrigerated. Many
cases of food pbisoning are report- |,
ed annually because certain fogds—
salad _ dressing, cream filled Dies,
milk, fish, Jellled foods and meat,
for example_have not been given
the proper care. Chicken 'salad is
probably the most dangerous of all
focd served, Due ‘to the fact | the
chicken 1s usually cooked the day
before the salad 1 prepared and
net properly refrigerated.

Before packing the picnic basket,
it is always wise to make surc that
potato salad, baked besns or' sand-
wich fillings are put . into clean
closed*containers and- kept  cold
until they, are’ used. Insulated bags,
such as_ those used by food markets
when selling frozen ‘foods can be
used for such a purpose.

Unless some’special-care. is taken,
food polsoning ay result. aMny
of the cases reported to the Floyd
County Health Unit can be tsaced
to oocasions when food is prepared
in large quantities by persons not
experlenced as food handlers.

Food poisoning is caused by the
growth of germs in fd. These germs
multiply rapidly in certain foods at
Toom temperature.
