POULTRY SUGGESTIONS

January and early February is the

best time to start your chicks if you

want more profit from your laying
flocks. Below are some suggestions
that may be helpful to you: *

1, Frozen combs cause a decrease

in production and fertility. Prevent

frozen combs by keeping the house

dry and well ventilated. (Don&#3 close

the openings in the laying house.)

2, Keep grain as well as mash be-

fore th flock. Be sure the hens are

maintaining body weight. If after

grain is fed freely body weight is

being lost add pound of cornmeal

to 10 pounds of mash for week.

Check the brocder house. Make

any needed repairs, and if it is too

small enlarge it a few feet. By en-

larging the brooder house the sun-

porch may not be needed.
