extent; infact, the Mose Meade is
acncahy extinct. In the South
of Floyd and in northern Pike coun-
tv, where the Mose Meade apple
| was once consilered a farm neces-
| sity. it is no longer cultivated and
is fasy cisappearing. In Lis day it
was a great apple. When immature
it was very. green hut as maturity
neared, it suddenly turned a deep
yallow Very firn in flesh, it had
a0 aroma exceeding any other ap-
ple and would “keep in the hole”
!leng after the Tuletide season.

It had an interesting history. A
tenant farmer, named Brickley,
brouht it from North Garolina and
pianted‘it on the farm of his land-
lcrd, Mose Meade, at or near the
mouth uf the Souny Clark Branch
of Little Mud Creek. It was only a
scedling, but Brickley evidently had
suspected some superior quelities
derived from the mother tree, back
i North Carolina: for he had pack-
ed the young tree in moss and
brought it to Kentucky for plant-
ing. Tt is not known where he first
planted thé youny tree, but, staying
cne yeer only, he had dug it up
and carried it to replant on the
Mose Meade farm. Brickley stayed
a year or 5o on this farm, and the
voung tree thrived After the expir-
ation of his leave, he prepared to
move again but by now the tree was
too large to move easily or with
assurance of success in transplant-
ing. Mose Meade offered his vacat-
ing tenant one collar for it and the
offer was accepted.

For a few years the tree grew
and tinally it bore fruit. Finding in
its fruit the answer to the 'farm
need of a “keeper,” it was grafted
from Meade and sprouts for graft-
ing were given to others. For years
it was called the Brickley Tree, but
after Meade began to propagate It
people conferred upon it the name
of the Mose Meade Apple. He car-
ried several grafis to a farm on
Hurricane Creek, in Pike county,
and from there the tree spread out
over an extensive area in northern
Fie and southern Floyd.

A greal, tree but like the old
Anna Aprle, named for Anns, the
wife of Col. Harry Stratton, it is
headed for extinction.

Ernest Akers, the Toler Creek
horticulturist, whe is  himself &
Meade cescendant, is planning to
graft from the cld tree, and pre
serve it for those who have a nos-
talgia for days gone by and a
taste for fruit that was good when
grandfather was a boy.
