After September 1, 1853 the board

ruled, ell qualified teachers must

have at least four years of college
and a degree before they can obtain

a certificate to teach.

At present, elementary teachers

with two years of college training
may obtain teachers certificates.

Elementary teachers comprise about

three-fourths of all public-school
teachers, in Kentucky.

The new requirements were rec-

ommended to the board by the

Council on Public Higher Education,
which made a four year study of

the question with the help of hund-

reds of teachers in the profession.
Miss Louise Combs, acting director

of teachers training and certifi-

cation said the new requirements
will affect all persons seeking
teacher certificates after the dead-

line date of September 1953.
