Sometimes you have to use a
weedless lure. Bui they are at best
a necessary evil, to be used only
where it’s impractical to fish with
open hooks. It's a case of how often

cu must row over to disentangle
open hooks from weeds, or how
much of the retrieve is ineffective
because of weeds trailing on the
Ture.

However, often you can use small
cpen hooks for weeds. On lures
with only one hook, or one treble,
the usual large hook may be re-
placed by a small single. An 8 or
even smaller is much more effec-
tive in hooking even large bass than
most people think. and it can be
used where weeds are quite dense.

But watch out to see that chang-
ing to a lighter hook does not ruin
the action of the lure. A short cast
and watching the lure retrieved at
usual fishing speed, will settle this
question.

When it comes to plugs With
multiple hooks. small singles gen-
erally won't hook fish at all con-
sistently. But sometimes the trebles
may be replaced by others much
smaller without noticeable loss of
action. or loss of efficiency in hook-
ing fish.

using weedless lures for

o to it that the weed-

are barely strong enough

to ward weeds from the hook point,

and no stronger. A lure with stiff

weedglards is generally not only
weedless but fishless.

To understand why  weedless
hooks are relatively inefficient for
hooking bass. one should know that
2 bass nearly always takes a plug
quite delicately in hi slips only; al-
most never do vou feel that furious
initial tug given kv a pike. The
same is true of a walleye. In fact,
they take a lure more gingerly than
bass. But when a pike bites a lure
he usually bites hard and furiously.
Also, he ordinarily takes a lure far
more deeply in his mouth than al-
most any cther fish.

This being the case, it is easy
to see that weedless lures are far
more effective for pike than for
fish of most other snecies. Weedless
hooks seem generally to hook them
about as often as open ones.

Tncidentally, angling expert Ja-
son Lucas says some very produc-
tive lures are made in weedless
models only. With a single pinch be-
tween thumb and forefinger he
bends the weedguard down where it
doesn't interfare with hooking fish.

“It is a well-known fact that rail-
road rates on coal have increased
 repeatedly and substanuially In re-
cent years. In fact, a petition by
 the railroads for an additional in-
i crease of 15% in the general level
of their freight rates is now pend-
iing before the Interstate Com-
| merce Commission. It is noteworthy
that gven with the changed cost,
had the estimated amount of coal
to be moved remained the same in
the second study as in the first—
that is 8,300,000 tons—the annual
benefits thus estimated would have
exceeded the lotest estimated an-
nual cost. It would appear that the
valuation of the project was de-
{pendent entirely upon an estimate
jof the volume of coal expected to
move.
| “The adverse review study, made
by the Board of Engineers for Riv-
ers and Harbors was dated March
15, 1950, Snce that date there have
been great’ changes in the economy
and production cutlook of the coun-
try. The available steel capacity on
January 1, 1950- was 98,400,000 short.
tons. ‘was then estimated that
after 1954 if new sources of ore
! were developed, steel capacity would
reach 110,000,000 tons by 1960. That
was the outlook generally at the
time the review study was released.
In February, 1951 the Secretary of
the Interior testified, that the steel-
making capacity of the United
States was then 104000000 tons,
and instead of looking forward to
a steel capacity of 110,000,000 tons
by 1960, we laok forward to a ca-
pacity of 117,570,000 tons by the end
of 1952, and 130,000,000 tons by
1960, or much in excess of that fig-
ure in the event we get into an
all-out war. It is common knowl-
edge that to produce steel it is
necessary to produce pig iron, and
to produce both pig iron and steel it
is necessary to use  metallurgical
coking coal as one of the ingre-
dients of manufacture,
“Notwithstanding this need for
increased production- of coal of the
very type that is so plentiful in the
Big Sandy Valley, I find that in
that area mines are working only
half time. This means the workers
are engaged only half time, They
are producing only half their ca-
pacity and of course are suffering
with proportionately low incomes.
While this condition is going on in
Hast Kentucky, it is to be noted
that between April, 1950, just after
the time the review report was
completed, and April 1951, the avail-
able civilian labor force dropped
from 62,183,000 to 61,789,000 and at
the same time employment rose
from 58,668,000 to 60,044,000.

“In the period since the review
of the Big Sandy project has been
made, our production situation has
changed so that we recognize that
probably our most critical shortage
is manpower. Now then, it seems to
me that the Big Sandy Valley, with
a resource in its mines that is in
increased demsnd, can make &
greater contribution to our prepar-
edness program than merely
eating the mines half time. How-
unless the transportation
system is improved, increased de-
velopment from these mines does
not seem likely. The construction
of the Big Sandy navigation pro-
Ject would provide & major portion
of the necessary improved trans-
portation network,

“The 1950 report, pointing to
economic factors affecting the bene-
fit cost relationship, cited the ex-
pansion of use of natural gas and
fuel ‘ofl as a reason for decline in
demand for the Big Sandy Valley
coal. To indicate the change in
this trend, T need only call to your
attention the recent concern here
in Washington, particularly in the
Department of the Interior, with
the need to curtail expansion of
use of natural gas.

“It seems to me that very signifi-

came right on the heels of the re-
view made by the Board of Engi-
neers for Rivers and Harbors. Con-
ditions today are not those that
existed in 1940 when the report in
House Document 264 was made, nor
are the conditions the same as in
1946 and 1949 when the project was
considered by the Committees of
Congress. The conditions actually
are greatly changed since the last
study of the project was completed.
I believe that the changes have
been sufficlent to present a differ-
ent answer than that obtained in
March, 1850, ss an objective study
of the economics, if the Big Sandy
project were made at thls time.”
