election. Instead of one general
ballot, with all the parties and can-

didates listed on a white sheet, as

we have in our “final” election to-

day, the ballots were printed sep-
arately, One party had a red bal-

lot, another had a white or, maybe,
green. By this method  yoter could

be watched and if he had sold his

vote, would flourish or conspicously
display it so as to satisfy his

briber.

Kentucky was one of the last

states in the union to adopt the

secret, ballot, Under our 1849 Con-

stitution, the privileged few used, or

attempted to use, such an uncon-

scionable infiuence coercion

over the voter that when the Con-

stitutional Convention met in 1891

at Frankfort to write a new Con-

stitution for Kentucky a widespread
desire for use of some method of

secret, balloting had developed,
A. J. Auxier, of Pikeville, rep-

resented the counties

Hopkins, of Prestonsburg, represent
ed Floyd, Knott and Letcher

counties. Considerable debate was

held on the various aspects of the

sufferage system, On Nov. 20 1891

Auxier, tired out by the unending
debate on the question of whether

state offices, subordinate to the Gov-

ernor, should be appointed or elect-

ed, arose and addressed the delegate
who had the floo:

MR. AUXIER: “Will the delegate
from Woodford permit me to offer

this before he proceeds?”
MR, BLACKBURN: “Certainly”.
The amendment offered b the

delegate from Pike reads as follows:

“Resolved that we dispose with all

elections and provide that such

patriots not exceeding in number

ten as may be by appointment
assemble themselves together and

select such persons as they may

deem proper to hold all of th state

offices in this Commonwealth and

save the good people the time and

expense of holding elections”.

‘THE PRESIDENT: “The delegate
from Woodford will proceed.” This

caustic interlude was, of course, of

no consequence, except to

notice of Auxier&#39;’ disgust at

sléw proceedings. He and Hopkins
afterwards spoke as supporters of

the Australian baliot.
Auxier said, on Dec. 6: “It is

nov necessary to designate which is

the greater criminal, the buyers or

the sellers of votes.” On Dee. 12 he

said: “What we want to prevent in

the Eastern part of th state is this

abominable practice of the purchase
of votes. What we want to crush is

bribery. What we want to do is to

put an end to that practice of buying
a man and putting him between two

hoodlums, two strong men and lead-

ing him up to the, polls and there

telling him how to vote”

He went on to tell how sawmill

operators coerced or intimidated

their workers in Eastern Kentucky.
The day before election, the owner

called the men together and they

were instructed how to vote. If

his desires in the matter were not

expressed there hung, nevertheless,
over the head of such employee, the

threat of discharge if a vote went

to the wrong candidate.

The secret ballot was. adopted by
the Convention but up in January

they were still debating qualificat-
iors to vote. On January 8 Hopkins

spok as a champion of those who

were physically unable to vote, like

the blind,

Under this Constitution of 1891,

Kentucky has made progress to-

wards a better sufferage system,
we are a long way, but not a long

zime, from the open ballot of various

colors, like red, and white, or blue,
from barbecues over log fires and

from the hectic, high-tension ex-

citement around the polling booths

of our yesterday.
