Everybody, suppose, has a fav-

orite passage of Scripture. My fav-

orite, in many ways, is the account

[of Jesus at the well in Samaria,

where he reveals to a woman, not

a very good one, either, the strange,

new wonder of his message. In her

quaint phrase she asked Him where

God is. Her people had a separate

‘temple from the one at Jerusalem;

| a simple goul she was puzzled.

If God dwelt only at Samaria, then

the God at Jerusalem was false, and

vice versa. The woman, quite nat-

urally for that time, supposed that

God dwelt only in “this mountain,”

the locdtion of the temple of the

northern Jews.” In language as

‘simpl as any parent ever explain-
led a great idea to a child, Jesus

told this woman that God is every-

where, that divinity pervades the

whole creation, that wherever there

is
human being, close by is God.

Whether the simple woman actually

comprehended this revolutionary

doctrine it would be hard to say,

but the marvelous insight of the

impressive mun who spoke to her

made her know that he was un-

The passing of the neighborhood
chureh or schoolhouse or even store

is in many ways a sad event, for it

ends a period when the remotest

place seemed to have its own right

to be. Small places are expensive

places, to be sure; but we must not

forget,

towns and cities, that little Fideli-

ties and Podunks have often con-

buted their humble share to the

body politic, When the, communi-

ties really take to a common center

their accumulated hopes and aspir-

ations, then the consolidated school

or church is a gain, not a loss. But

too often th local leadership takes

over, and the leaders from remote

places have .0 take second place
in the new sei-up. One of the dif-

ficult problem of our times is this

putting to use the complicated ener-

gies and accomplishments that the

small place brought into the larger

whole. Merely standing back for

fear the old days will vanish is not

enough; destiny faces toward the

larger unit; it is our business to

see that most cf the virtues of the

small neighboriio have room to

flourish in th& larger one

State pride, regional pride, and all

similar things may be virtues or

vices. It is refreshing to meet a

Westerner, from some state that has

sprung &q since the times of the

early colonies or even the states in

the Mississippi. River valley. With-

out being offensive, these Western-

ers are proud of their country, are

walking delegates representing their

area. It is especially pleasing to

sandwich in a few of these new

people with some from farther cast

who never allow you to forget their

remarkable ancestry. Fortunately,

my part of Ker.tucky is pretty mum

on ancestors, other than recognizing
that they are necessary evils. Once

in a blue moon I meet a fellow who

has introduced a dozen ancestors

into a ten-minute chat at the bus

station or the chain store. Rarely
does this chain of great blood seem

to have wrought exceptional won-

ders in my owWa time. Emerson had

a word for it; “Blood is blood that

circulates.”

Before me lies a list of figures,
the 1950 census of the Jackson

Purchase counties, which have lost

an average of a thousand people per

county in the last ten years. How

easy it will be for the peopl down

where I used to be to talk glibly

about the greatness of the area

when it was m

ated, when every

a school, when there were country

churches by the dozen! And how

sensible it would be to remind my

relatives and ex-neigbors that there

still exist in ther own little moun-

tain as many chances for greatness
as existed in more populous days!

The area still has the same ma-

jestic boundaries, the same location

on the map.
