POULTRY

Now is the time to start housing
your pullets. It 1s elso time to pre-

.pare for maximum egg praduction

during the months of high egg
prices.

The first thing to do is to get|
your house ready. That means you
cispose of all your old heris. Never
mix hens and pullets because the
pullets will catch every disease germ
the hens had. After the hens are
gone, clean the house. Be sure to do
a thorough cleaning job. Clean ‘out
the litter, sweep down the cob-
webs, scrape the dried droppings
down to the Wood and sweep again.
Scrub first with water, then with
hot water and lye, then spray with
a good disinfectant. Be sure
surface is clean before you spray.
No disinfectant is any good over
caked dirt.

Check up on your equipment to
be sure it is in good shape, Be
sure you have enough feeders, wat-
erers, and nests. A shortage in any
of these can cut down on produc-
tion.

If you bought January or Febru-
ary chicks this year, your hens are
probably laying well by now. If yeu
have such hens, watch egg produc-

tion and feed consumption closely
