Although Betsy Layne's fire truck
is not yet completely equipped be-
cause of a lack of funds, it and
the voluntcer fire department serv-

Ending on September 30

During past 12 months from Oc-
{ober, 1950 through September 30,
this year, $465,090 went to rcsidents
of Floyd county in public assistance
payments, according to the Depart-
ment of Economic Security whose
Divison of Public Assistance ad-
ministers the grant-in-aid program.
Assistance under the federal-state
financed program includes three
types of aid: Old age assistance, aid
to dependent children, and aid to
the needy blind,

Vego E. Barhes, economic security
commissioner, said that of the total
peyments in Floyd county, $218461
went to the needy aged; $232,491 to
the upkeep of dependent children,
and $14,138 to the needy blind.

Average payment in Floyd county
for aged ‘assistance: during Septem-
ber, 1851, was $27.75 to the old people
who received monthly checks. Un-

der the dependent children's pro-
gram, an average of $40:32 went: last

people received an average of $20.37.

Barnes explained that beginning
in July of thissyear, following ac-
tion by the special session of the
Kentucky Legistature which appro-
priated an additional $2,000,000 for
the assistance program, the depart-
ment was enabled to increase, on &
statewide basis, payments in each
of the three categories: Old age as-
sistance from a state average of
$2058 to $30; aid to dependent chil-
dren from $37.17 to $42, and aid to
the needy blind from $22.11 to an
average of $32. Barnes reminded
that in July, 1948, monthly pay-
ments to the needy aged averaged
$17.56.

“Public assistance is & human
relations program designed to help
the needy of the state who are un-
able to provide for themselves,”
‘Barnes said. “It should not be con-
fused with old-age pensions. Tt is
not g pension but a cash assistance
program for old people wha without
it would be in want for the necessi-
ties of living.

“To receive assistance undcr any
of the three gmnt-in»md programs,
a person must: 1. Lack means of

support to meet, Gartent ving ex-
penses (including food, shelter,|
Clothing, nursing care and other
necessities). 2. Have resided in Ken-
tucky for one year preceding re-
celpt of aid, or have been born in
Kentucky. 3. Not be receiving more
than one category of assistance for
the same period of time.

Such support offers encouragcment.
Several outstanding psychologists
in America insist whatever 2 child
wants 1s what he needs. that it is
best for him. They scgeest that he
be pcrmitted to do and say what-
cver he likes, at home and else-
where. Of all the tom-fool notions
this one takes the cake!

Absolute frecdom, without e~
straint, will yet become the keynote
of this doctrine. In a few years, if
Sonny manifests a dislike for rezu-
lar subjects and wants to do finger-
painting all day long, teachcrs will
e advised to let him have his w
lest they suppress a budding genius
If forced into a mold he may rebel
inwardly and ultimately become a|
mental case as the result of early|
frustration i

Unquestionably, couptless young-
sters have been burdened by too
many don’ts—from nagging parents
or teachers—and anyons knows 2
negative approach is crippling But
such facts need not force parents
or teachers to adopt the opposite
extreme, rapidly becoming proval-|
ent in many places. Not only do
some leaders advocate permitting
children of early teen age to make|
their own decisions, but numhersl

of them recommend the same aiti-
ude and wholesale lack of dicip-
line for all ages of children, at home
and in school. The result of such
asinine idiocy includcs parents who
say, “We have to let ours do what-
ever the crowd does. If the gang
stays till four in the morning, We
have to let Sallie and Dick stay,
too.

One might as well say if the
crowd ross a bank Sallie and Dick
have to, too; for it is the very same
principle. Former conventions have
been discarded so rapidly few par-
ents realize that what was harmful
for youth twenty-five years ago is
equally dangerous today. Standards
of conduct may alter, but the only
infallible guide for them remains
the same.

Persons aware of this waste little
time wor i
those psychologists who
St. Paul was crazy and that the
Bible must be rewritten to fit the
times. Fortunately, enother school
of thought (xists among some mem-
bers of that profession. Dr. George
Crane and others uphold God's
Word and recommend church acti-
tivity for everyone, while urging 2
return to religion. This can nevcr
be achieved by sacrificing disclpline
anywhere.

We have vet to hear a_teacher
agree that children reed what they
want. Scores deplore the modern-
ism thrust upon them by a handful
of national leaders, many of whom
never had a child to rear. The ma-
jority long for a return to saner
Standards of bchavior, to  tried-
and-proven methods of teaching,|
because they see what continued
experimentation is doing in many
places.

Prof, Ishmael Triplett, of our
State Department, summed it up,
aptly end wisely, by advising teach-
ers to keep a small corner reserved
for fundamentals. If national trends
continue &t their present rate, soon
a little corner may be about all
that remainh in the land for the
Three R's. And some parents won-
der if a generation from now may
find no time at all left for
Readin’, Writin’ and 'Rithmetic!

Could the emphasis placed upon
nonessentials in the past decade
help explain why so many students
from prominent homes require pri-
vate tutors in order to pass college
work? Might it help to account for
the fact that scores of ' children
from our best familics need
medial reading throughout
school days, Additional activities
for personality development have
& legitimate place in the school
program but nevcr at the expense
of neglecting basic subjects. After
all, when most folks get ready to
earn a livlinood nowadays they find
it still takes a bit of the old-fash-
joned book larnin’ most of us had
in childhood.

Last year a traveling salcsman
told a principal in Floyd that school
discipline 1n Eastern Kentucky is
far superior to that found in the
Western part of the state. Could
it be because we have been slower
to succumb to the vogue that soon-
er or later invariably results in
more play and less work?

OT ALL of us are partnerg

in erime, but most of us
are partners with it.

You and 1 did not connive
with those who have recent-
ly been accused of violating
the public trust, nor did we
conspire with gamblers to
manipulate sports so that the
faith of the country has been
shaken in its young athletic
idols.

But we did go along and
permit without protest the
whole sordid mess to go into
the pot, to stew ‘and finally
to boil over.

All of us laid that rotten
egg. And we came first, be-
fore the egg.

A few voices are occa-
sionally raised against polit-
ical ~rottenness, gambling,
bootlegging, gmf and the
like. But for the most part
they are voices crying in a
wildernees. Some hear, and
wish them well. Some mere-
ly say, “Another reformer
on the loose.” Others even
inveigh against them.

This thing reaches down
to the community level.
Small-time gambling and
bootlegging are the embryos
from which great scandals
grow. Individual instances of
corruption in official life are
but isolated examples of
what eventually creates the
bigger stench.

The moral fibre of the
country is weakened. The
bone is still there, but new
sinew must develop. It can’t
be brought to its onetime
strength with this cute idea
that we must get ours while
the getting is good, that any-
thing is all right as long as
we are not caught at it.

The home, the church, the
schools—all have a part in
the big job ahead. New blood
with the old concepts and
ideals of honesty and funda-
mental rightness m u s t
emerge from these days of
trial ; else, this country’s will
be the shortest national his-
tory among all the great na-
tions of history.

Now, if you are one of
those who like a bit of
scoffing, you can sneer and
say, “We're against sin, too.”
But that will not acquit you
or any of us of being a part-
ner with crime. And you’ve
got to do some hair-splitting
to put yourself much ahead
of those who are partners in
it.

State TB Sanatoria
Filled To Capacity

- Frankfort, Ky., Nov. 1 (Spl)—The
five 100-bed new Tuberculosis Sana-
toria already are filled to capacity,
and arrangements are being made
to transfer new patients on waiting
lists to Hazelwood Sanatorium near
Louisville, Joe D. Miller, acting di-
rector of the Tuberculosis Sanatoria
Commission, seid todsy.

Miller pointed out that there ere
approximately 50 beds at Hazelwood
unoceupied at this time and that,
with the other hospitals already
filled, it will be necessary to trans-
fer additional patients to this insti-
tution.

First of the new tuberculosis hos-
pitals was opened in July, 1950.

Hazelwood has a bed capacity of
250—including approximately 40 beds
in the Elks Building, which is being
reopened for occupancy.
