| Medical Association
| Legislation Intended
For Patients’ Benefit

The Kentucky State Medical As-
sociation’s legislative program is be-
irg designed solely for the henefit
of the patients of Kentucky's'phy-
sicians, according to Dr. Hugh
Houston, Muiray, chairman of the
| association’s legislative committee.
| Dr. Houston said the program,
now being prepared for submission
| to the 1952 General Assembly, con-
sists primarily of legislation aimed
\at increasing the effectiveness of
| the medical profession ard for pro-
viding more physicians for the
Commonwealth's needs.

The Murray physician declared
also that KSMA “looks with favor’
on legislative proposals to be sub-
mitted by the State Health De-
partment. “The lcgislative commit-
tce and the governing body of
KSMA has examined the Health
Department’s proposals and are en-
tirely in accord with them,” he de-
clared.

Of general interest is a KSMA-
sporsored bill which would estab-
lish a commission, composed of phy-
sicians, consumer representatives
and laymen, empowered by the leg-
islature to “watch over” and advise
on the expenditures of tax monies
for health and medical carc. It is
designed to assure intelligent and
practical use of tax funds.

Another KSMA suggestion would
carmark certain tax funds for
health and medical care in Ken-
tucky. Such earmarking would, as
jthe good roads amendment to the
| Constitution, be put to a vote by
| the people,
| Aaditional physicians in Kentue-

| ky would come through an addi-
| tional research grant by thc State
ito the University of
| School of Mediicne. Such a grant
would insure the graduating of 120
doctors a year compared with the
present 90 to 100. The additional
new physicians and suregons each
'year would bring Kentucky up to
its required quota. in proportion Lo
the population. Experts believe that
there should be one doctor to each
750 people. A second alternative
wouid be for the State to subsidize
Gescrving medical students and al-
low them to seek their medical ed-
uication at other schools outside the
State

An indigent medical care plan is
under study. Although not rady as
ot for legislative action, the plan

lond whereby indigent care is ad-
ministered by the counties rather
than by the State. According to
KSMA such a plan allows for closer
supervision of the indigent as  a
group. Counties would be given
State aid based on need and ability
to pay.

Provide for the development,
establishment and enforcement o
minimum standards for the con-
struction, maintenance and opera-
tion of hospitals; and

2. Provide modern and cfficient
administrative procedures for the
proper control of the medical pro-
fession, including the elimination
of quackery and medical shows.

Two lines were staked.out for
dralnage improvement, and instruc-
tions given as how to do the job.
Last week, I visited Mr. Hicks'
farm and 52w the almost unbelicv-
able—a good stand and a good
growth of grasses and legumes, and
the ground dry enough to walk over
even after the recent rains. Mr.
Hicks said that With the help of his
neighbors and farm tractor the job
was completed in less than a day,
and that the value of the five acres
of land is more than doubled.

The green vegetative cover would
afford some good winter pasture, but
the farmer said he would wait until
spring, that livestock would damage
the new stand and cause less desir-
able pasture next spring.

were given, and 49,109 licenses is-
sued.
