FLOYD TO GET
$15,000 LESS

From Per Capita Fund
For Schools This Year
As Census Loses 410

Despite the fact that the Ken-
tucky school year started off Tues-
day with a record per capita rate—
$38.41, one cent above that of last
year—the Floyd county school dis-
trict will receive from that sourse
between $15000 and $16,000 less
than last year.

This loss results from a reported
loss of 410 pupils from the county
school census, it was pointed out.

But there remains the equaliza-
tion fund, which was upped a mil-
lion doliars, to take care of the per
capita deficiency, and so the loss
per pupil is not considered serious.

While the county was losing
pupils, the Prestonsburg independ-
ent district showed a gain of five
over last year's 836, and so the per
capita fund for the Prestonsburg
schools . will be $192.05 above last
year's $32,102.40.

The per capita apportionment
last year brought to the county
school system $579,398. This year's
loss of 410 pupils will bring that
figure down to $564481, Virgil O.
Turner, Floyd county’s new Super-
intendent of schools, said.

He
added that all the violence had
been caused by thugs hired by coal
operators.

In addition, Raney blamed the
“thugs” for dynamiting a railroad,
bridge and disrupting shipment of
coal from Clay county mines. He
also charged they were responsible
for the recent shooting and wound-
ingsof - three union organizers from
ambush,

Raney said he had given infor-
matlon concerning these two acts
of violence to the Federal Bureau
of Investigation. He said he was
afraid to divulge the information
earlier. He asked Circuit Judge Ray
Lewis, London, to start an investi-
gation of the two incidents. If ad-
ditional law-enforcement officers are
needed for such an investigation,
Raney said the UMW. would fi-
nance them.

Referring to the shooting of the
three organizers, Raney sai
every one you shoot down—we're
like flies—we'll send two to take hls
place. ¥ou can't Kill enough of us
to keep us from organizing.”

He said he had heard he would
Dbe shot at the rally Monday. Then
Raney  declared:

“If they shoot me down, every-
one ‘of you—union men—would be
turned on these gun thugs and
there wouldn't he a damned one
of them left.”

In answer to Raney's charges,
Mayor White said later, “The people
of Manchestes know my past and
present record. From what Rane;
says about me, it scems he doesn’t
know me very well.”

Multiflora Rose in Use

For Floyd County Fences!:

Times do change, indeed. Once
upon a time, not too long ago, our
fathers built “stake and rider”
fences. Those fences had, probably,
more wood or timber in them than
anw other kind of fence ever built.
But the ample oak timber necessary
to construct such a’ fence became
scarcer and farmers built paling
fences in Floyd county. Finding' this
was the most uneconomical fence
cver built they at last came to use
wire and locust posts.

That is fence history. A new
chapter is the use of roses for a
“living” fence. Yes, roses—the mul-
tiflora rose. Its use began some years

ago as an experiment in fencing,
perhaps as the American variant of

| the English hedge fence. Today its

use as fencing has spread to every
part of the United States where it
will grow.

The idea is so radical, especialiy
in this country, that its practicality
would be in quection here were
it not that such a staid and respec-
table sroup as the Soil Conserva-
tion district supervisors of this
county are interested. Several peo-
ple have started such fences—Al
Spradlin, Gale Music, J. B. Clarke,
J. C. Moore, Webster Aker:

So enthusiastic are they
that they will procure the plants/|
not cuttings, from the Fish & Game
Commission and supply them to you |
free. Of course the Fish & Game
Commission s interested becausé
the fences make excellent cover for
game.

evosion control by multifiora roses.

Highway plant-
ings give erosion control an
tiful covering for an otherwise ugly
spot.
