Two members of the three-man
Floyd County Purgation Board
estimated Tuesday they will clear
from the voting registration rolls of
the county from 3,500 to 5,000 names

of persons who are dead or who
have moved to other voting pre-
cincts, counties or states.

As an example of the condition
of the registration lists, they pointed
out that on Monday alone they re-

ceived returned notices which they
had addressed to voters who are

dead, and these 18 were on the

voting list of only one precinct,
Prestonsburg No. 1 Although No.
is the county’s largest, precinct, the
number of dead expected to be found
on the lists of other precincts is

proportionately high, members of
the Board believe,

Floyd county’s voting registration
rolls now contain the names of more

than 29,000 persons—more than half
the county&# total population.

county, Indeed it had not been many

years since the Totero Indians had

vacated their village site where the

old home naw stands. Samuel May,

like other founders of Kentucky,

would build a fine home where had

stood the wigwams of the aborigines.

The totems of the savages would

yield to the “dinner” bell of a great

estate.

Out of th soil rose the home. The

brick was “burned” on the farm

and the remains of the kilns can be

discovered even today after a‘lapse

of 135 years. We do not know the

names of the old artisans who made

the bricks under the supervision of

Samuel May. Perhap it is, as local

tradition in the May family ha it,

that slaves did the work at the kilns:

Only mute evidence of clay dust

remains and we do not know.

Lime was a necessary material

and mussel shells were. lying along

the banks of the Big Sandy in’ pro-

fusion, These were Picked up and

pulverized. Giant trees were felléd

and the whpsaws of the Yaborers

reduced the trunks to lumber, Whi

the house ha risen .to its, pr

two stories and was roofed the. in-

terior work was begun. A final evi-

dence of civilization here in the

wilderness af Floyd county was the

carving by a family craftsman of

the mantel over the gian fireplace.

It is a big house but has few

rooms. I all of its two-stories floors

it contains only six rooms and two

hallways. But Samuel May built for

space. The halls are large, some, of

the roomsjare 18 by 20 feet. The

great living yoom once rang with

the sound of the violin a belles and

beaux of pre-Civil War days gath-

ered at this center of social activity,

to dance the stately Virginia Reel.

Here were the six sons of the build-

er. Gracing the festivities were the

eight daughters. We can be sure

that at these functions in what was

the finest’ homé in northern Floyd

were the Spurlocks of Prestonsburg

thé Ausiers of Blockhouse Bottom

and the sons and daughters of the

laird of Graham&#3 Bottom.
Nine of’ the 14 children’ of Samuel

and Catherine May were born in the

home. As’ the years rolled on the

Jaird of the fine home and the great

estate of- bottoms -entered politics.

He was a representative to the Ken-

tucky Legislature, 1832-34, State Sen-

ator from 1835 to 1839. ‘During his

campaign for these offices it’ was

necessary to travel to the head of

the Kentucky river, for that part’ of

Letcher county was a part of the

original Floyd. Here he met an op-

ponent, Nathaniel Collins, after-

waras the first county judge of Let-

cher county, in debate. The site was

a rock cliff on the river bank,

‘The ‘of Samuel

May in these offices was marked by

his ability in debate. It has been

said of him that he was an inter-

esting conversationalist and a great

wit, As a token of esteem the Gov-

ernor of Kentucky presented him

with a cane combined with a sword

of excellent workmanship. The cane

came om down through several gen-

erations of Mays to disappear with

the present generation.

In 1842 Samuel, sold the taim to

his brother Thomas and moved to

Prestonsburg, building another home

near where the present residence of

J. W. Howard-now stands on First

avenue. This house was for years

known as the John Layne house.|

Samuel must have suffered:a great

financial loss to have been forced to,
sell the fine, old house at Cliff. It

may have bee this same suppose
ly financial loss that induced him

to join the °4 gold rush to Califor-

ue

Andrew Jackson May, a son 20”

years of age, and another 20-year-

‘old man named White accompanied

Samuel to the California diggings.

In and around the diggings at Pla-

cerville they sought their fortune.

They found some of the metal that

had lured thousands from. the East

but no vast fortune accrued to eith-

er of th trio.

‘The privations of the gold fields

brought illness to Samuel. Fe was

not a young man any longer and

the weight of 64 years on the fron-
|

tier was taking its toll. He lay down

to die in the winter of 1851 attend-

ed by. his son and White.

Here, afar from the necessities

and comforts of life in the East, he:

lingered. Most of all he wanted

coffee. He coul smell the aroma of

it, he would tell his son. And so

‘Andrew Jackson May rode for miles

around the diggings asking for

coffee, But this item of food was a

luxury, most ‘prospectors had fore-

gone months ago. However, Andrew&#3

persistent search brought him to a

camp larger than the others. Upon

asking if there was any of the de-

sired berries, he was told there was

but there was none for sale:

‘Tradition preserves the dialogue

between young May and the digger,

even today.

In securing an audit of the rec-

ords of the various Floyd county
public offices over the past 10 years

Judge Stumbo has an opportunity to

prove to the people whether he is

a man of integrity and honor who

puts duty above the dollar; who says
what he means and means what he

ys.

Judge Stumbo seems to be put in

the position of taking responsibility
for whatever comes of this action of

the fiscal court toward securing an

audit. He must know.that many
heads wagged as tongues expressed
doubt that in taking this‘action the

court really wants or will get a thor-

ough checking and report. Many
will have to be convinced that noth-

ing more than a cover-up or cam-

ouflage is intended or will result.

The Leagu had the choice of for-

getting the past and working from

the present onward or. including the

immediate past ingexpectin office-

holders to take no greater salary
than the Constitution allows them.

Having chosen. the latter course,

they are obligated to see that the

audit is genuine and that proper ac-

counting is made if they are to con-

tinue to exist as an organization.
How far can they count on the pub-
lic to back them? How do the tax-

payers feel about the matter?

Should we expect our officials to

comply with the Constitution and

laws of the state? Is a salary of

7,200 enough for county officials?

Undoubtedly there will be a good
deal of pressure on the League -to

drop the matter. Only the kind of

courage born of th feeling that they
truly represent the interests of the

People and the conviction that their

aims are honorable and righteous
will enable them to continue.

As one of those concerned with an

audit I endorse the action of the

court and urge that every precau-
tion be taken to see that it is done

in such a way as to merit the be-

lief and confidence of the people.
The records of the Floyd County
Board of Education have been aud-

ited annually by the State Depart-
ment of Education and the audit

published as required by law, but

there are always those who can

question an audit of t affairs of

an agency made by some branch of

the agency itself. An audit made by
certified public accountants of a li-

censed, reputable and disinterested
