What is the average income of
Floyd county families? How much is
available to them for spending, after
taxes? How do they spehd it?

Answers to these questions, much
sought after for commercial reasons,
are contained in a hew copyrighted
survey of buying power, covering the
entire United States, prepared by
Sales Management. !

The figures show that higher in-
comes and a better standard of liv-
ing prevail locally. Floyd county
families recorded net earnings in
1951, after deductfon for all
taxes, of 33,286,000, This was a gain
over the $30,902,000 net income of
the previous year.

Divided by the 11,800 families in
the county, it represented earnings
of $2.821 per family. This compares
favorably with the  previous year,
when e.’u'mnvs per family, locally,
were

“The figures, it is pointed out, are
arithmetical averages, obtained by
dividing total incame by total num-
ber of families.

The better earnings locally led to
bigger spending. Floyd county stores
registered a sales yolume in the year
of $21683,000. This sales total rep-
resented a gain over 1950, when the
vetail business amounted to $20-
414,000.

Despite the large volume of retail
business Tecorded in the year, a
considerable reservoir of potential
spending, in the form of savings and
investments, remained untapped lo- |
cally. This is indicated by the: fact
that only 65 cents of each spendable |
Gollar went into reail purchases. |

The ratio of how much s bei
spent in each city and county, as
compared with what might be spent, |
is considered in the sur
a “buying power quota.” This is a
weighted index which takes ir.to ac- |
count income, sales, population and |
other’ factors.

So the Dingus & Flanery Televi-
sion Service here gather from tele-

phone talks with both ‘WSAZ, the
source of television programs in this
section, and the Columbus, Ohie
station which is playing: hob with
local reception.

This is how a WSAZ-TV engineer
explained the situation to the Pres-
tonsburg televison service:

Recently when WSAZ switched to
Channel 3 amd became the xost
powerful television station in the
world its full power was beamed
straight toward this section. But the
Gilumbus station happens also to be
on Channel 3 and almost on a
straight line with Floyd county and
Huntington; 50 1t, too, got the power
of WSAZ, full-blast, and the resul-
tant interference was terrific.

Protests from the Columbus area
resulted in WSAZ turning its an-
tenna broadside to this section rath-
er than pointed toward it, in order
to reduce this interference. The re-
sult is, the Big Sandy is perhaps not
getting the benefit of as much power
s it had when WSAZ was at only
17000 watts on Channel 5.

Herrington Lake Safe
For Recreation Uses

Frankfort, Ky, Aug. 14 (Splo—
Reports that there is “serious pollu- |
tion” of Herrington Lake which
would endanger swimmers or fisher-
men using the lake are unfounded,|
Henry Ward, state commissioner of
conservation and chairman of the
Kentucky Water Pollution Control
Commission, said here today. |

“The amount of wastes going into
Herrington Lake does not make that |
lake unsafe for swimming,"” Ward‘
said, “Herrington Lake rates well
when standards for safe swimming
water established by the Chio Rive
Valley Water Sanitation Commi
sion are applied to it.”

Ward quoted Earl Wallane, dircc-

tor of the Department of Fish and| |

Wildlife Resources, as sayinz that
the department has had no report of
damage to fish life from wastes go-
ing into Herrington Lake.

“As a matter of fact” Ward ad-
ded, “Herrington Lake in recent
years has returned to its position as
one of the best fishing lakes in the
state.”

Louis Birkel, acting dircctor of
the Water Pollution Contyol Com-
mission, was quotcd by Ward s $ay-
ing Herrington Lake lis. safe for
swimming.

“The reports of pollution of Her-
rington Lake arose from inspections
by sanitarians of the State Depart-
ment of Health of some of the op-
erations’ around the lake” Ward
said. “They reported violations of a
number of sanitary regulations and
other rules applying to the opera-
tion of restaurants and similar es-
tablishments.”

“The regulation of sewer ouuus
into public streams such as H
ton Lake is under the juusdxcuon
of the Water Pollution Control Com-
mission,, and this commission will
act against specific violators when
the proper facts are presented,”
Ward said.

“We do not condone the discharge
of wastes into any stream, but we
must, in all fairness, call attention
to the fact that such dischasges' do
not always result in ‘pollution’ of a
large lake such ar Herrington as the
term ‘pollution’ is construed by the
average person, For this reason, I
believe it is right and proper to call
attention to the fact that Herring-
ton Lake is regarded as safe for re-
creational purposes.”
