TO THE TAX LEAGUE MEMBERSHIP:.

Two of your members, to-wit, Stacey Salisbury and Polk Saunders, recently
called at my office in Hindman and requested that I pay back $2,400.00 which
their figures showed that.Floyd county paid me during the time that I served
Floyd county. as Commonwealth’s Attorney.

This was certainly a surprise to me. Floyd county has paid the Common-
wealth’s Attorney for many years above and in addition to that compensation
allowed to him by the Commonwealth.

Section 98 of the Constitution: of Kentucky reads in part as follows:

“The of the C Ith’s Attorney shall be by

salary and such percentage of fines and forfeitures as may be fixed by

aw, and such salary shall be uniform in so far as the 'same shall be

paid out of the State Treasury, and not to exceed the sum of $500, per

annum; but any county may make additional compensation, to be

paid by said county.”

Section 69.010 of Kentucky Revised Statutes,-which was the statutory law
during the first 414 years that I was honored to be your Commonwealth’s “At-
torney, reads in part as follows:

“Each Commonwealth’s Attorney shall receive an annual salary
of $500, to be paid out of the State Treasury, in addition thereto and ™
in lieu of all taxed fees and perquisites he shall be allowed the sum of
$4,500 per annum out of the fines and forfeitures rendered in favor
of the Commonwealth in the several courts in his district to be paid
monthly out of the fines and forfeitures collected and paid into the
State Treasury ... In no case shall he' receive more than $5,000 out of*
the State Treasury for any one year, BUT THE FISCAL COURT OF
ANY COUNTY MAY ALLOW THE COMMONWEALTH’S ATTOR-
NEY FOR THAT COUNTY ADDITIONAL COMPENSATION AS IT
DEEMS PROPER, TO BE PAID AS OTHER CLAIMS AGAINST THE
COUNTY ARE PAID.”

When I took office as Commonwealth’s Attorney in Floyd county the Floyd
fiscal court had been paying the Commonwealth’s Attorney $1,500 per year un-
der the above law. #

During the first few months that I served in Floyd county as Common-

wealth’s Attorney the matter of paying me was discussed by me and members {

of the fiscal court. They were newly elected, as I was, or three of them had beeh
re-elected. They desired to do the right thing. They felt that I should be treated
as Commonwealth’s Attorneys had been treated in the past. I felt the same
about it. I was at your service in the investigation and prosecution of crime at
all times. This I would have done at my own expense if the court had not been
willing to help. * L=

I have never desired to be unfair, or selfish, or unfaithful in any trust given
to me by the people. I wanted to do justice to everyone when I was in Floyd
county. You of course realize that I was required to be out certain expenses+in
order to adequately carry on the duties of the office. It was necessary for me
to be away from home. It was necessary for me to help investigate crime, and
to visit the scene of all major crimes; we had a lot of that after the war. I.at-
tended the Circuit Court and the examining courts, and at times I was called
upon to attend other courts outside Floyd county in order to serve the citizens
of Floyd county. I worked hard and tried to do a good job.

When I was elected County Judge, here, Knott county had been paying
the Commonwealth’s Attorneys $600 per year. This was cut to $300 per year.
The war was on, and many people were away. There was not much crime, and
not much expenses to the attorney. Some members of our Knott fiscal court
wanted to cut out this payment entirely, but in view of the above cited law, and
the precedent set years previous by our court, and according to my sense of
fairness to the then Commonwealth’s Attorney and his willingness to come into
our county at any time and go into any part of the county and investigate a
crime, and for the good of better law enforcement to the people, I felt that we
should continue to at least pay him enough to take care of his expenses. There-
fore, the fiscal court of Knott county voted to pay him $300 per year for that
purpose.

During the year 1946, the first year I was Commonwealth’s Attorney, and
after I had served for several months, I went before the Flayd fiscal court,
and suggested to:them that $50.00 per month, or $600.00 per year, would
reasonably take care of my expenses during the time that I was required to work

for the people of Floyd county, and that if the members af the court were sat-
isfied to allow me that amount that T would he perfectly satisfied. You see that
Floyd county is nearly three times larger in populatiom than Knott county, and
ordinarily has three times as much work for the Common$vealth’s Attorney to
do..1 didn’t want any more. I wanted to be consistent with what I had stood
for as Knott County Judge. i .

If T had asked for more, I feel sure that it would have been agreeable
with your court. The members appeared to feel that 1 was cery fair about the
matter. They unanimously agreed to allow me $600 per y as .above ‘related;
and did pay me from time to time by vouchers and checks out of the county,
treasury for four years and eleven months in the sum total bf $2,950.00. A

I understand that the Floyd fiscal court is now paying 200.00 per year.
Of course, all sala have been raised by a Constitutional Amendment and
the Legislature; it i ctly legal. The cost of living is up. Ile is capable and in
my judgment will work hard and do a good job.

But the point is that the gentleman who served Jjust; before me received
$1,500.00. I received, at my own request, $600.00. The gentleman for the term
just after me is receiving $1,200 per year. Does. this appear unfair on my part,
or on the part of the members of the fiscal court who wowed that amount to
me? W

I am the only’ Commonwealth's Attorney out ol theilast four stich ‘that
Knott county has had that said Knott county did not pay anything.

You see, my compensation wasn't raised during my term, but was actually |
lowered. All‘officers have always been allowed necessary expenses to conduct
their offices. If it were otherwise, some could not have operated.

In the case of Commonwealth. et al, vs. Coleman Cotnty Attorney, 245 Ky.
673, our Court of Appeals said: “Of course a salary to him of five thousand dol=
lars per year, and his reasonable nécessary expenses can ndt be touched by any-
one.” This -was a case wherein the state and a county were lawing with each
other and the said County Attorney Coleman over which was entitled to the ex-

cess fees collected by the County ‘Attorney:

In the case of Manning v, Sims, 308 Ky. 587, the Court held Jthat the al=
lowance of réasonable -expenses incurred by public officers| in the discharge of
their official duties is neither a salary, compensation, nor an emolument of their .
office within the meaning of the (then) five thousand dollar limitation ag pro-
vided by Section 246.0f the Constitution. e

I feel that the fiscal court of your county was both legally ‘and mnally
justified in allowing and paying me as above set out. I feel{that I earne: every
dime they paid me. I hope that others will try as hard and.bg as true to “ne faith -
put in them in whatever responsibility that comes to them \whether 1 ey be a
public official or a member of some organization formed:to do good among men.

I have served as a public official for nearly 15 years. During that time I
have come in contact with many public officials. I have worked with two dif-
ferent groups of your county officess. I have always found miost officers ready -to
help anyone and eager to do a good job; and in what association I have had with
them, I always found them honest. You know, I think hon sty is the first qual-
ification of any official, and furthermore, I don’t want anyorie anywhere in any
position for any purpose, 'who is not honest, fair in"his judgment, and sincere
in purpose. A person in your organization, who doesn’t hav those -qualities will
do you and the people harm instead of good. I believe in upholding the riglit
wherever you find it, as well as destroying that which is wrong. %

Maybe sometimes it is just a little harder to do the Jjob-than it is to look
on and tell the other fellow how it should.be done. I feel sire that you can do
some worthwhile work in your county. There is always|room for improve-
ment. { i
Good citizenship always makes for good government. [ hope your work is
very successful and all for the benefit of the good people of your county.
