‘World War II when its value became

recognized in use for small elec-
‘tronics components. Already it has

been found in West Virginia coal.

The Chamber of Commerce hopes
it is present in Floyd county seams.

The substance was discovered in

1886 in Germany, and takes its

name from that country. It ranks
