Chief reason for the restrictions
was to prevent’ mixing of the public
with persons who might be carriers
of the disease. Current knowledge
indicates the restriction is unwar-

End Season Tonight
In Big Sandy Bowl

The Black Cats of Prestonsburg
high school emerged from last Fri-
day nights annual football classic
against the Paintsville Tigers on- the
long end of.a 32-12 score and with
the Big Sandy Conference football
championship for 1952.

But for the rivalry built up over
the years between the two schools,
the game would have been of no
more than passing interest The
visitors clearly were outmatched and
there was little doubt of the out-
come from the initial kickoff.

The game was marred by frequent
penalties caused by the vicious line
play -of the visitors who apparently
had singled out all-star quarter-
back Deimar Hughes, of Prestons-
burg, as a target. The losers’ tactics

ere bitterly resented by fans, and
the penalties incurred from rough-
ness cost tae Tigers heavily.

Hughes stuck the game out until
Coach Ferrell sent in his reserves
in the last quarter, and flung two
touchdown passes, bringing his total
of pay-off aerials to 51 for his high
school_career.

It was o the next Prestonsburg
drive for ‘a marker that Lowell
Hughes was hurt. He picked up nine
yards through the Paintsville line,
then two passes failed. Shepherd
gained 6 yards each on two smashes,
with Lowell Hughes picking up 6
and 13 yards in two successive plays.
Then D. Hughes tossed his 51st high
school touchdown pass with Ousley
receiving the ball. The play went
for 6 yards. The cénversion attempt
failed.

Acainst the Cat reserves Paints-

scored its second touchdown
late in the fourth~ quarter when
Brown passed to Wynn for 45 yards.
Th Cats came back, with Shepherd,
Dixon, Goble and Baldridge eating
up big chunks of yardage. Alexander

passed to Ousley for 13, then New-
some and Goble lugged the ball to
the 1, from which point Goble went
over’for Prestonsburg’s fifth touch-
down of the game.

Obviously,
if they have not met during the
scason, they remain tied in the final
ranking.”

Prestonsburg defeated Belfry 26-
14 during the scason but lost to
Jenkins 7-6. - Later, Belfry beat
Jenkins 12

Belfry kept its title hopes alive
Thursday night by beating its arch-
rival, Pikeville, 7-0 as wingback
Ralph Moran and a determined
defensive line turned in a spectac-
ular performance to give the Pirates
the Pike county championship.

Teams coached by Ferrell have
lost only two games in the last two
years, and these by a total of-only
two points, and for the third year
in a row takes his team to a post-
season bowl contest.

‘Tonight (Thursday) the
Cats are at Paintsville, playing
against undefeated Lynch in the
Big Sandy Bowl. The team has
practised indoors this week, and is
not at its peak physically after last
week's grim contest, but is expected
to give a good account of itself
against the best team in Southeast-
ern Kentucky.

the power plants.

Who is to blame for this
situation? Are we going to
blame our Senators and Con-
gressmen? Or the Atomic
Energy Commission? The
President? We shall have to
find somebody, surely.

Then let's blame ourselves.
For the selection of these
sites was made by one Mr.
Philip Sporn, head of the
giant power combine which
will supply electric power to
the Ohio atomic plant, and
by the board of directors of
his compan)

We must blame ourselves
when we consider what the
winning communities did to
enhance their chances. Galli-
polis, for instance, went to
work soon after it became
known that such a plant
might be located somewhere
along the Ohio river between
Ashland and Point Pleasant.
It laid the facts on the line,
told th& Gallipois story; it
pointed out every possible
advantage.

Meanwhile, we did noth-
ing. We merely hoped that
Ashland, or some community
near that city, would be se-
lected. . We merely said to
ourselves, “That would be
great. Ashland is there and
they know it. They should
put one of the plants there,
since Ohio got the atomic
plant itself.” And there we
rested.

This wasn’t a matter of
politics or political influence.
It was a decision made by
business men dealing with
hard facts and cold cash.
They will spend four hun-
dred million dollars on the
two plants and their facili-
ties, and at each will employ
{rom two to three thousand
men.

It was a rich plum. this,
but no political plum. We
again rested when we should
have been up and doing.
Then, even had we lost, we
would have benefitted from
our experience, would have
found common cause and
strength in concerted effort

“When we get back.to this pol-
icy,” Senator Bridges insists in clos-
ing, “then the armies of Commun-
ism, which now seem so formidable,
will scatter as they have always
scattered before: individual resolu-
tion. In the age-old battle between
the ordered phalanx of tyranny
and the patriot crouched behind the
tree with his musket, there should
never be any doubt as to where
America’s sympathies-lie.”

my neighbors made his living in-

stalling electric-light plants in hous-
es, hotels, and even groups of hous-
es. Places that were far from town
thus got a light to drive away the
darkness. Not too many years ago,
before the REE.A. lines'reached Fi-
gelity, T spoke at the high school
there and was somewhat amazed at
the bright lights from such a plant
2s the one T have mentioned. World
War II somewhat delayed RE.A.,
but since the end of the war electric
lines have just’ about gonme to the
Temotest sections. A kerosene lamp
now is a sort of antique. Just yester-
day I attended a 4-H Club meeting
where the children were planning an
auction sale to Taise money to pay
on the new 4-H camp near Dawson
Springs. Among the oddities that
people suggested for sale were kero-
sene lamps, and one leader remark-
ed that there ought to be lots of
interesting ones in the county. I
should think so! It was only a brief
time ago that an electrio light in
any house except in the county seat
of that county would have been a
nine-days’ wonder. Since electricity
has come to Fidelity and to remote
places everywhere, another era of
human life has ended.
