Is Topic of Study
Discussed at Meet;
Parents Are Blamed

‘Why pupils quit school was the
subject of a conference held at the
arade school building here Tuesday
| by Fred Edmunds, regional super-

or, Department of Education,

‘_ with school supervisors, principals,
attencance officers

and  teachers
from four counties sitting in on the
discussion.

Starting with figures showing that
over the nation only one of 10 pupils
who start in the grades complete
high school and that in Kentucky
the record is worse—only one out of
14—, data on the reasons for 59
Pike county pupils quitting school
was released to the group:

Sixteen quit because of lack of
interest; four, to go to work; five,
because of illness; two, because of
home conditions; one, to marry;
three, for lack of adjustment; 12,
for undetermined causes. No report
was available on 16 of those who
quit

After all available data was studi-
ed, the feeling persisted that back
of all this failure of youngsters to
continue in school was the lack of
parental interest.

The study will be continued, Mr.
Edmunds told the gathering of 34,
23 of whom represented Floyd coun-
ty. Other counties represented were
Pike, Johnson and Magoffin.

Soil Conservation Essay
Contest Plans Announced

Soil Conservation Service

The Sgil Conservation Essay con-
test for 1952 has been announced by
its| sporsors, The Courier-Journal,
The Louisville Times and Radio Sta-
tion WHAS in cooperation with the
Kentucky Association of Seil Con-
servation Districts and the State De-
partment of Education.

‘The rules:

1. The subject of this year's essay
is: “How Does Better Soil Conser-
vation Affeffct the Educational Op-
portunities of Kentucky People?”

2. Your essay is not to exceed 1,-
000 words. The number of words in
the essay is to be shown on the first
or ‘cover sheet of the essay. Essays
will be disqualified if this rule is
not followed.

3. Your essay is to be written in
ink or typewritten on one side of the
paper only.

4. Hach essay must bear the fol-
lowing certification: “I hereby cer-
tify that the essay is the original
work of (student’s name),” and
signed by one parent and either the
principal or school superintendent.

5. Your name (indicate Miss or
Mr), address, school, county, and
soil conservation district should be
placed on a separate sheet of paper
and attached securely to the essay.

6. All essays from a school should
be taken to the office of the County
Superintendent or Soil Canserva-
tion office prior to midnight, De-
cember 20, 1952.

Any boy or girl enrolled in a
grade or ‘high school in Kentucky
is eligible to compete for one of the
three state prizes. Any boy or girl
enrolled in a grade or high school
and who lives in a 'Soil Consdeva-
tion District. is eligible to compete
for soil conservation distriot awards.

The state awards will be: First
place, $100 savings bond; second
place, $50 savings bond third place,
$25 savings bond.

District awards: A $25 savings
bond will be awarded for first place
in each of the 120 state soil conser-
vation districts where at least five
essays are submitted.

Additional awards will be made
the Floyd County Soil Conservation

prize, $10; second, $5; third, $3.

Centuries ago, they lived in the
highlands of Scotland, ani their
cousins of the same name (but per-
haps with a variant in the spelling)
lived in Ireland. They were Celt and
Gaelic, of the Picts and
Scots who emerged into the. first
faint light of the historic period as
residents of Scotland.

These first McGuires lived under
the crags of the Scottish Highlands.
Their brothers wandered over the
hills and, crossing the Irish Sea,
settled in Ireland. Restless, as many
a people, under the stimulus of
stories about America were, some of
the family came here. Who was the;
first and where he settled we do not
know. Like the Scotch-Irish of
which so much has been written,
these first McGuires entered the |
wilderness of the western woods and |
penetrated over the Alleshenies. |

We find the first McGuires in Au- |
gusta county, Virginia, which at the |
time of its establishment in 1738
was a vast domain including all of

inia and that part now |
nia, a great segment of
Pennsylvania, Kentucky and the '
wild, uninhabited wilderness on the
Chio. In this vast land of Augusta
the McGuires lived and left their
name upon the record. From the
court records of Augusta we pick
up the first names.

There was John, William and a
Jesse. Just names on a deed Ar some
official record that had to be re-
corded at Staunton. These are old
family names. When they intermar-
ried with otl families, they sel-
dom' broke the chain of Johns and
Williams.

Being old and vexed with a law suit
to take his lands by Richard Dam-
ron. he executed a power of attor-
ney to Jokn Hackworth, of Floyd
county. ‘The date of the instrument
is April 20, 1816. Hackworth. was to
have power to act for him in the
suit.

William McGuire and his wife,
Mary, were witnesses in one of the
most important lawsuits of the
early days. 'This was the suit of
John Hackworth vs. John Graham,
brought in 1817 in Floyd county.
The_land in controversy was Gra-
ham’s Bottom,,. consisting of 150
acres, later to form the nucleus of
the Graham homestead at the pres-
ent site of Emma. John Graham
had leased the land, which was in
reality a part of the John Preston
Grant, to Hackworth and Moses
Preston. Hackworth says in the old
suit that he bought out Moses Pres-
ton and, later, John Graham. The
agreement was deposited with Wil-
liam McGuire in Tazewell county.

One day John Graham and John
Hackworth came riding over the
Tazewell hills and amrived at the
McGuire home. Their business was
to lift the agreement from the M-
Guires and re-peposit it with John
Hatcher back on Sandy. John Hatch-
er's home, near the present site of

Harold, later burned, and with it the |
agreement between Graham and|

Hackworth. So the evidence went,
supported by William and Mary Me-
Guire, John Sellards and others.
‘William McGuire died and is bur-
ied in Tazewell county. His relation-
ship to certain other McGuites is

uncertain, He was, and this is a mere|

guess, probably father of Cornelius,
the early Methodist minister in
Floyd county. Jesse may have been
a brother. Certain it is that these
three were close relatives.

We digress here from the Big
Sandy McGuires to call attention
to others of the name that came to
early Floyd. These were the Mc-
Guires of the present Morgan coun-
ty, which was a part of the original
Floyd county. The connection of
this family to the Big Sandy Mc-
Guires is not established and is
probably remote.

There was John McGuire who
married Nancy, daughter of William
Robert and Elizabeth Buchanan
Leslie. William Robert Leslie was
the first settler on Johns Creek and
choked to death on broiled venison
in the first decade of the nineteenth
century. Certain ‘family historians
state that Nancy Leslie married
John McGuire in Montgomery coun-
ty, Virginia, John, while Hackworth
was back in Virginia, and was being
given a power of attorney from Wil-
litm McGuire to defend a lawsuit
from Richard Damron, bought from
John Graham a parcel of Floyd
county land. It may have been, and
evidence corroborates that it was,
when Graham and Hackworth made,
the journey| to pick up the agree-
ment at William McGuire's that
later was the subject of a legal con-
troversy between them.

‘The land that John bought of
Graham was at and around the
mouth of “Buffalow” Creek, for the
gap going over into Sowder's Creek
is mentioned. The date was Aptil 9,
1816. It was for 230 acres and the
consideration was $150. The McGuires
later sold this land to John Crider
and it remained in that family until
the Dewey Reservoir was built and
the government ‘acquired title. An
interesting comment would be com-
parison of the original $150 pur-
chase price of the 1816 transaction
and the large sums paid by the gov-
ernment in 1950,

John McGuire died sometime be-
tween the purchase of the land and
October 23, 1817—a period of about
seven months. This is deduced from

Stratton. Cornelius and Esther mar-
ried in Montgomery county, Vir-
ginia, Dec. 29, 1787. For- this we are
indebted to the research of Joy
Sparks, of Ashland, Ky, a Strattor
descendant.

Historians of the McGuire fam-
ily state that Cornelius and-Esther
had. two children named William
and Nancy. Shades of confusion!
The present writer is inclined to
think tRat this is right as to Wil-
liam but in error as to Nancy and
that there were others.

Children of Cornelius and Esther
Stratton McGuire were, the present
writer thinks, Mary who married
Pruitt, Peggy who married Henry
B. Mayo, Lavina who married George
Martin, Jesse, who married Elizabeth
Garriott (Garrett), Solomon who
married Susannah Garriott, William
who married Polly Stratton. Jane
McGuire and Harry S. Who married
Diana K. Friend.

Cornelius was a noted Methodist
mirtister in the early Big Sandy.
He was one of the first Justices of
the Peace in Floyd county when it
Was organized as a separate govern-
mental unit, having been apppinted
by the Governor, Dec. 27, 1799.

two-story log house near the mouth
of Tom’s Creek and Cornelius built
a cabin around the bend southward
a few hundred yards away and
alongside what is now US. 23.

Harry and Cornelius were broth-
ers-in-law, for Harry. was a son of
Solomon Stratton. Harry attended to
his business of acquiring land ‘and
Cornelius attended to his own and
the Lord’s. At night the members
of the two families visited each
other.

One nigat in the year 1796, four
vears before the county of Fioyd was
created, Harry went up.the path to
visit his sister and brother-in-law.
Upon nearing the McGuire cabin,
he heard a man's voice in prayer.
Prayer and worship were unusual in
this new land. To. Harry's knowl-
cdge mo sermon had .ever been
preached in the valley. Walking
nearer the cabin door he stood and
listened to the fervency of a reverent
soul as he talked to God. Cornelius
and Esther, Harry- saw, were kneel-
ing on the bare floor.

The old-book, Redford's “History
of Methodism in Kentucky.” says:
“Mr. Stratton thought he would get
near enough to hear him and while
making the attempt was seized with
conviction and, rushing into the
house, fell upon his knees and cried
for mercy until he was powerfully
converted.”

It was one of the great moments
of Jife for Cornelius McGuire, but in
his long life of consccration to
Christ there were many others. An-
other .was when Harry requested
that a service be held at his home
down the road. Now at this early
day settlers were few in Floyd
county. When the time for the meet..
in; came there were the Laynes
from the present Betsy Layne, the
Johnses, the Mayos from near Pres-
tonsburg and the Auxiers from
Blockhouse Bottom. It was the first
Methodist sermon in the Big Sandy.

For a decade longer Cornelius la-
bored for the Lord. In 1809 he was
worn and unable to travel the far
distances . to shepherd his scattered
pionecr flock. So he went to the con-
ference and requested the bishop to
provide a duly ordained minister to
serve Big Sandy. The Sandy River
circuit was created and Benjamin
Edge was placed in charg.e No stone

marks where the first apostle of Big |,

Sandy Methodism is buried.
Solomon McGuire, Who was per-
haps the eldest of Cornelius' chil-
dren, married Susannah Garriot,
Jan. 14, 1812, Jesse married Eliza-
beth, a sister to Susannah, April 17,
1821. Susannah and Elizabeth were
daughters of Elemlick Garriot,
Gabriol Garriot (Garrett), a §on, is
the ancestor of many of tHe people
of Floyd county of the same name.

Solomon and Susannah Garriot
McGuire went to Edgar county, Ili-
nois, before 1831, for in that year
he sold his interest in the McGuire
estate here and the deed of convey-
ance states that he was a resident
of Edgar county. One son of Jesse
and Elizabeth Garriot McGuire was
Garrett McGuire, who married Jane,
daughter of H. W. and Phoebe Sel-
lards Stratton. Frank and his wife
are buried in the Tandy R. Stratton
cemetery on Mare Creek. William
McGuire, who married Polly Strat-
ton, July 25, 1827, lived on Johns
Creek upon an estate spacious and
large. He died in July, 1886. He had |
served under Col. Andrew Jackson
May in the Confederate army.

The name of William's wife, on
the old marriage records, is given asd
Polly. In the William McGuire will
he refers to her as Amy. Under
date of Feb. 9, 1886, he executed his
last testament and set out his de-
visees in a precise fashion. In the
original he leaves out Louviska Mc-
Guire Vaughan, a daughter, and
Wesley C. McGuire, a son, but before
he died he wrote a codicil leaving
each one dollar, explaining that he
had made prior advancement from
the estate to them.

He devised to Easter Richie (late
McGuire), Nancy Jane McGuire, and
to the heirs of John P. McGuire. It
was John who was killed in 1863
while fighting for Dr. Robert Jack~
son againt the Blackburns under
Peyton Blackburn at the mouth of
River Branch of Johns Creek. He
was buried in the Jackson cemetery
near where he was killed.

Other devisees of William besides
his wife, are Sarah Foley, late Mc-
Guire, Arminta Romans, late Mc-
Guire, and Rosa McGuire Damron.
Of his land on the Panther Fork of
Wolf Creek he states it is in litiga-
tion but if the suit is adjudged in
his favor that the land is to be sold
and the proceeds distributed to his
heirs.

Solomon McGuire, one of the
legatees of the William McGuire
will, was a son. He lived on Johns
Creek, was a large landholder and
a director of the First National
Bank in Prestonsburg. i

In some references, Polly Stratton
McGuire, Who- married William
Stratton, is teferred to as Mary. She
was a daughter of Hiram and Han-
nah Leslie Stratton. Mary’s brother,
Solomon  Stratton, married Nancy
McGuire, who, it is said,
daughter of Cornelius, This may
have been the: Jane, daughter of
Cornelius, as Nancy Jane was a com-
mon double name. After.Nancy died
Solomon married Mary Jones.

The Floyd county McGuire story
that begins in the dim and uncer-
tain past is but a chapter in the
full story. In other states descen-
dants, direct and collateral, have
written other chapters.

FOREST FIRES
COVERED AREA

0f 250,000 Timber Acres
From Oct. 20 to Nov. 8,
States Forester Newland

Frankfort, Ky, Nov. 14 (Spl)—
The recent outbreak of forest fires
in Kentucky burned an estimated
250,000 acres of timber Worth ap-
proximately $3.250,000, according to
State Forester- Harrod B. Newland.
The estimates cover the period from
Oct. 20 through Nov. 8

A total of 854 fires were Teported
during the period and 25,635 man-
hours were spent on the fire lines.

©On Oct. 28, 199 fires—the greatest
number burning in any one day—
were reported. More than 2,000 for-
estry and emergency personnel
manned the fire lines in an effort
to bring the 77,490 acres of burning
timber under control.

The greatest amount of dimage
was reported in the Eastern and
Southeastern sections of the state,
:according to Newland, but to obtain
a more _accurate account of acreage
destroyed, air observers are plotting
burned areas in each county.

Damage to farm buildings. crops
and seed was reported high but no
accurate  estimate could be made
‘without additional information,
Newland said.

Newland warned that although
the emergency has passed, the dan-
ger from fires will continue through
the middle of Decembe:
