The na-

tional average was 24 per cent of

the dollar. In the East South Cen-

tral states, it was also 24 per cent.

‘Th food stores in Floyd county
did business in the amount of $5,-

448,000 in 1951, a considerable gain
over the $4,835,000 of the previous

year. The increase, only partially
due to inflation, is attributable to

better earnings. With larger incomes

people treat their stomachs more

luxuriously. As a result, the per fam-

ily food figure has come te be an

index of economic well-being.
Healthy conditions were also found

in Floyd county in the other classes

of retail business covered by the

survey. Local sales of ears and parts,
farm machinery, boats and the like

came to $4,771,00 amounting to 22

per cent of th retail dollar.

Wherever farmers meet, if it is in|

the corn belt, they talk corn. There}

are “corny” jokes and tall tales of
corn, or tales of tall corn. Like the

old mountaineer who spoke disdain-

fully of an indolent neighbor and

offered to wager “that he ain&# got

jigger of corn likker in the house.”

Or the other who complained to his

wife: ‘That new ground hill ain’t

what it used to be. Once I could get

a fine crop of corn. For the last five

years it ain&#3 been worth planting.”

It just shows the hillman’s pre-

occupation with corn, Corn made

settlement in the hills possible for

it would thrive on slopes with hand

cultivation. Today we know this

method is costly and impractical.

Back then it was the height of

practicality, for with corn he could

eat and survive on the rugged land.

‘The word corn is older thon our

knowledge of the present plant, for

Europeans knew nothing of it be-

fore the discovery of America.

Centuries ago, corn was wheat or

rye or barley or many of the

cereals that man uses for bread. The

Romans called cereals corn, When

Rome was at its height of, power

and the wealthy: patricians wanted

to curry favor with the populace,

corn was imported from Africa or

the provinces and distributed. In

this way the rich entrenched them-

selves in the Roman government.

Before long, the Republic was doom-

ed and the Caesars ruled.

In America the Aztecs and Mayas

raised what they called maize, but

in reality it is our corn of the pres-

ent. It was not developed as is ours.

Archeologists show us evidence that

this corn, or maize, which was

member of the grass family, was

rather primitive. It grew small ears

and produced only a fraction of the

yield of modern corn.

‘The North American Indian re-

vered the grain, for in the ¢old win-

ter its storage after cultivation and

harvest by the squaws saved Indian

lives. Hunting and fishing might be

impossible because of winter, but

corn was in the wigwams for food.

Tt provided many a variant dish or

was parched by him on the war trail

or hunting path.
It was Hiawatha who wrestled

with Manitou. The defeated spirit

returned to the earth and grew as

corn. A beautiful legend, beau-

lifully preserve for us in the Song

of Hiawatha. The universal knowl-

cdge of the corn legend indicates

the importance of corn or maize in

Indian life. It was the greatest of

the many Indian gifts to the pale-

face.

John Smith was on a trip to pro-

cure corn from the Indians when he

was captured by them. It was corn

that enabled the pioneer American

to survive. It is corn that today sup-

ports our inid-west economy. Truly,

the greatest of Indian gifts.

Pioneer Big Sandians brought the

seed with them. It was the lack of

corn that caused Charles Vancouver

to leave his weak settlement at the

Forks of Sandy in 1789, and go back

to the Kanawha. He wanted a sup-

ply for sustenance and seed. During

his absence, the weakened garrison,

weary with Indian attrition and due

to the lack of corn, abandoned Van-

couver&#3 Station and retreated to

Virginia. *

These

superstitions of the past, some of

whith are centuries old, survive to-

lay.‘Reme the old varieties? There

were many, many kinds. There were

red, yellow, white and blue “speck-

led.” Remember the old Roman

Red? How deep was it’s red, SO

it was almost black! Roman Red is

planted today on a few farms. Tt is

a fine corn but short of the large

yield of hybrid.
Half a century ago, Floyd coun-

tians planted large amount of Blue

Speckle. It is planted today to some

extent, A farmer of large acreage

on Johns Creek has a variety of blue

speckl that has been on iis farm

for decades. Tt is said to compare

favorably ‘with any other, except

hybrid. Its use, because of the prom-

inence of the farmer and the many

good qualities of the grain, has

spread to many other farms.

‘Time was in the early days of Big

Sandy when corn was a prime re-

quisite for survival. It fed the horse,

the cow, the laying hens and all the

fowls of the barnyard. From it the

farmer ground meal as many do to-

day. It produced corn for the table

and hominy, too. From it the house-

wife made corn meal mush. Farther

south mush for supper became grits

for breakfast. In the deep hollows of

the hills, was made a flery beverage,

favored for festive occasions.

.
It is the harvest moon. Floyd

farmers gather for storage, even as

the red man did, the corn, red or

white or yellow. Many gather the

artificial product of the hybrid field.

Be it either of these it was an In-

dian gift and one we keep.

that is, more than $900 for his tax-

able year. Beneficiaries who work in

employment not covered by the So-

cial Security Act, and those who

have reached the age of 75 may cash

their checks regardless of how much

they earn.

‘Thompson pointed out that this

“work clause” applies not only to

the retired worker, but also to his

wife, child, or parent wh is receiv

ing benefits based on the social se-

curity account of a retired or de-

ceased worker. Any beneficiary who

is working for wages should, notify

the Social Security Administration

‘promptly if he earns over $75 in

a month. A self-employed bene-

ficiary, should notify the Adminis-

tration as soon as he sees that his

net earnings are likely to average

more than $7 a month for the tax-

able year.
