The company
redeemed them in prizes of her
choice. Thus she outfitted her home.
‘The included a ~bedroom
suite, a leather couch and a mantel

clock, two itenis still in use, a library
table and a sewing machine.

‘That done, Mrs. Jones began sav-
ing the tags, to convert them. into
cash. So it was that ehe was able. to
deposit in the bank 'a few dollars
every week. This fund was never
touched till it grew to about $500.

Came the day when Mr. Jones re-

marked that if he had the money he
could buy a certain corner lot, “the
best investment in towd,” if he had
the money. That was When Mrs.
Jones drew on her tobacco tag fund,
to buy from Joe Kettle, of Mt. Ster-
ling, for $500 the 50x50-foot lot at
what is now the corner.of Court
street and Lake Drive.

Willard  Stephens,  Middle Creek
Road farmer, is a contestant for a
Tom Wallace Conservation award
That fact alone should indicate that
he is an outstanding farmer.

Stephens came back from World
War II to a rundown farm, depleted
by years of corn-cropping. During
the war little attention could be
given to maintenance of soil-fertility.
1t had been “corned” by tenants who
knew only to exploit the earth for
a crop needsd by a cquntry at war.

He went to work to change all of
he many things that constitute a
run-down farm. But beforé he went
to work on serious planning he
sought to learn the know-how of
modern agriculture. He tock on-the-
farm training offered to him by the
government. R. C, Barnett, his in-
structor, who is also a soil conserva-
tion supervisor, instilled into Steph-
éns the basic priniples of scientific

agriculture. After completion of such |

on-the-job training he was able to
envision what he wanted and could
do for a run-down farm,

So the. run-down farm no longer
exists. It is growing green and as
the years pass a continuation of the
program of wise land use will make
it greener. As L. R. Johnson,-Floyd
soil district ! conservationist, says,
“He has worked out a basic conser-
vation plan with the Soil Conserva-
be used according to its capabilities
and treated according to its needs.”

Beet and Cigarettes
Can Stand More Taxes

STATE revenues have taken
a dive at a time when the
treasury was vulnerable
as a result of infldtion, and
we are told  higher state
taxes are almost certain to
be the attempt at a solution.
Allan M. Trout astitely
reviewed the situation in
Sunday’s. edition of The
Courier-Journal. Among the
causes he lists for thé state’s
income failing to come up to
expectations are a drop of
58 per cent on whiskey pro-
duction tax, almost 9 per
cent in the consumption tax
on whiskey and:a loss of 22.2
per cent in corporation in- |
come taxes. .
With $8,000,000 to $9,-
000,000 a year needed in ad-
ditional revenues, Mr. Trout
predicts that an attempt to
raise that amount will be
made by the General Assem-
bly at its 1953 session in
three-fold action:
i 1, Amending the state in-
come'tax laws requiring em-
ployers to withhold ‘em-
.ployees’ taxes as they are
now withhold federal income
taxes—a' move estimated to
add $4,000,000 a year to the
state treasury.
| 2. Increase the 2-cents-a-
package cigarette tax. to
near the national average of
314-4c a pack. If this tax is

brought to 4 cents, it ‘would
;yield $5,000,000 itself.

8. Increase the $1.50-a-|!
ibarrel tax,on. beer to about ||
the national average which
exceeds $3. This would add
$1,500,000 more.

The national average dn
cigarettes is almost 4 cents;
that means some states
icharge much more than 4
icents. The national ‘average
on beer is more than $3 a |
lbarrel, which means that in
!some states the tax is higher
| than that, since it runs as low
as 62 cents in California.

has introduced so many things that

arose in a primitive, simple society,
where man’s wants were few, his
questions also few, his reactions to
law and nature and death and life
reduced to the minimum.

There is something in most people
that responds to the apt quotation !
or the wise saw, whether it is the
specific work of one great thinker
Ior a folk saying that is of indefinite
origin. Texts as such’ offer comfort
in succinct form to thousands of
people who have never read and who
have never thought very extensively.
Robert Frost’s neighbor who always
said “Good fences make good neigh-
bors” is a sample of this sort of
thinking. ‘The man had heard it
, probably by his father, and had
| supposed that it contained an ever-
lasting truth, as it does in a way.
But a man like Frost could see other
sides to such a wise statement:
“What are you walling in or walling
out when you build a fence? Is it
worth it to fence in things that do

ot need a fence, to establish bar-
iers that may hinder rather than
help?” Of course, the typical person
with folk thinking would never dare
question an age-old statement that
Tis father used; it would smack of
treason to one's ancestors. And, says
Frost, the man goes on using. the |
wise saw, comforting himself by
thinking that there is nothing more
to say.

It is this questioning that has

its power in our times. Former wea.
ther rules, Teduced to rhymes, und
similar things do not hold much
weight unless they are supported
now by something a bit more sclen-
tific. ' Imagine a first-class farmer
planting or harvesting his crops by
some rhyme that grew up

Closely allied to these wise say-
ings are expressions that span the
gap between. figures of speech and
whole s:ntences. “Dollars to dough-
nuts,” “Pull the weol over a fellow's

I could go with phrases and near-
sentences that reveal a type of folk
generalization that is crude ‘but
vivid. As compared with “standard”
tanguage, a conversation larded with
these expressions misht seem a little
too “touched up,” but the figurative
instinet ‘appears in all primitive
people; mere cold abstractions just
do not register. Ages of experience

SPORTS AFIELD

1t is strange how furious the ave-
rage plug fisherman can become over
| the time he has to spend untangling
nhooks from a nef, cspecially when
you consider how often it can save
a good fish. But a poor net—such
as a shallow cne from which a fish
may flop easily—is worse than none.

Jason Lucas insists a net should
always be deep, and one with a square
bottem retains a fish the best. The
frame should be strong enough not
to bend with a heavy fish: it's betfer
to have a net too large than too
small.

In boat fishing a very long handle
is usual; it is best if someone else
yets your fish. However, it is prefer-
able for an experienced angler to
net his own fish, since he can co-
ordinate movements cf net atid rod

tip. To net your own, a short-
handled net of the, type used by
trout fishermen is the most conven-
ient.

There are collapsible nets, big and
strong enough for bass, walleyes and
such, that will go into a large tackle
box. When one of these is used, it
should be an invariable rule to open
it and place it within easy reach
before you start to fish.

Now 2s for using.your net, dont
ever go after a fish tail first; a
touch of the net against his tail
sendé him dashing off, even when
he appears exhausted. The net
should always be held perfectly still,
just under the surface, and the fish
led quietly, head first, into it. Wait
until his head is about to the rear of
the frame—if he's large, let the net
sink and side under a little—and
quictly lift him up. Since the back

State Fire Marshal J. T. Underwood,
Jr., today called attention of dealers
iin liquefied petroleum (bottle gas)
to requirements of the new license
law which takes cffect after Jan. 1
providing for licenses to be procured
by Jan. 31 before a 20 per cent pen-
alty goes on.

Our - vaunted “Social Security”

| tragic proof of the system’s failure
lies in the fact that today, among
persons 65 or older, one out of every
five is on relief. The shocking total
is 2,700.000—almost twice as many
|as at the depths of the depression.
| Appraising the financial impasse
| of the aged, in the December Reader’s

Dizest, Charles Stevenson cites indi.
vidual cases to illustrate a penury
that is spreading like an epidemic
‘ among those who have outlived their
productive years. Breakdowns in
! health, from the effort to make both
ends meet on ridiculously inadequate
incomes, are common

Fourteen years ago, when the Social
Security system was launched, gov-
|ernment social workers ascertained

that an elaerly couple could main-

tain a “fair American standard of
living” on $710 a year. Today, be-
| cause of much higher living costs,

plus hidden taxes which take a
quarter cf even the poorest family’s

income, much more is necded. The

buaget used by the Social Security

Administrator to determine the

adequacy of relief programs now re-

quires $1750 to $2000 annually to
maintain & couple on a minimum
living standard. Very few elderly
people have that much.

Unable to get along on federal

Old-Age and Survivers' Insurance
benefits, thousands seek employ-
ment. At 65 or 70 or 75, jobs are not
easy to get, and even if the pension-
| er finds one it may nct help much.
|In most cases, if a job earns over
| $75 monthly the job-holder is sub-
|ject to the penalty of having his
| federal benefits canceled for the
month. Monthly benefits, were de-
nied in two cases named in the
article, because job earnings exceed-
ed the allowable maximum of 71
cents and 63 cents, respectively. In
another, a couple was suspended
from OASI rolls for three months
because the husband had taken $2.99
worth of sandwiches as pay. Their
loss in federal benefits was $210.

To exist at all, elderly people are
increasingly drawing on their capi-
tal. Federal Reserve studies disclose
that fewer have savings accounts,
US. bonds or Income from stocks,
than in 1949. Only 14 percent of
them were in debt then; last year a
third were in debt.

We must check inflation and stop
confiscatory taxation if we are to
resolve this dilemma of the aged,
the author urges. We should also re-
move the limitations which prevent
old-age insurance beneficiaries from
working. The alternative is real
poverty for most of us in our de-

clining years.

end recommended approval by the
Decple next year of a propeszd Con-
ctitutional amendment under’ which
we can aftain a “sound minimum
foundation program of education.”

The present census pupil basis of
distributing school funds actually
prevents the aftainment of such a
program, Bytler suggested. Next
year a Constitutional amendment
will be offered the people that will
‘Permit the General Assembly great-
er latitude in the distribution of
common school funds.

“Tt is almost impossible to provide
a defensible program of education,
adequately financed,” Butler added,
under terms of the present Constitu-
tional provision as he pointed to
glaring “educational deficiencies of
the adult population which have
hindered the economic and social
well-being of Kentiicky's citizens.”

“Ignorance cannot be quaran-

tined,” he continued. “Weakness in
one part of the state or in one seg-
ment of the population weakens the
whole. All must enlist in advancing
the opportunity of every child, to the
end that a realistic program is|
adopted.”

The average adult in Kentucky, 25|
years old or older, in 1950 had com-
pleted only 84 years of schooling,
In one county, the average male
adult had completed less than six
years of formial education.
