Strawberry Reflections—For the

past two Weeks Rave been harvest~

ing a small acreage of strawber-

ries and have had an oppartunlty
to reflect on the changes that have

taken place in berry growing since I

was county agent in McCracken

county thirty years ago, during the

Period when that area was at the

peak of th state&#39;s fruit industry.
Berry. production is safer now than

it used to be because of the new

insecticides, such as chlordane, to

cantrol insects; and new fungicides,

especially “caplan,” .io control dis-

eases and rots. New varieties of ber-

ries, especially the Tennessee Beau-

ty, are much superior to the old

ones, both as to yield and quality,
On the other hand, some things

are more difficult. Good_pickers.
are harder to find. Women, who are

the best pickers, don’t like to work

inthe field like they usod. to, and

modern youth just don’t like that

kind of work. Production costs have

risen much more than income. But

strawberries are a good additional

source of income for the -smell

farmer, especially if he has a work-

ing family.
