4 by all Kentuckians but it is &
safe guess that few could recount
much of the history df this man s0
important to the Commonwealth.
Boone (minus & coonskin cap —
historians agree he shunned it for a
black felt type) personifies the
frontiersman, tne fearless hunter
and explorer who created the mold
fnto which Davy Crockett, Kit Car-
son, Paul Bunyan and many other
real and imaginary heroes were
poured.
The Boone saga ns studled by
every school child is basically true
fu its broad outline and even with-
out embellishment. it has g story-
book ring.
Boone was one of 11 children
born to Squire and Sarah Morgan
Boone, English Quakers who lived
In Pennsylvanis, Dantel attended
only briefly a school tatight-by his
uncle Where he nequired the bare
fundamentals of an education.

the Boones moved to Virginia and
then to North Carolina and in a

He then undertook to
carve a road rom the settlements in
the Yadkin River Valley, In North
Carolina, through the wilderness to
the Kentucky River, where he and
his party erected Fort Booneshoro.
As life became more settled alohg
the frontler, Boone was elected to
represent Kentucky's Fayette coun-
y in the Virginia Legislature, in
1781. After his term expired, Boone
moved to Missourl, where he died in
1889 at the age of 84,
~ The explorer and his wife are
buried in a single grave in Frank-
fort cemetery, on the banks of his
beloved Kentucky River.
