Report Says ’57 Disaster
As Great As 1862 Flood

The question of which flood Was
the greater, that of 1862 or the re-
cent one, is tentatively settled as
far as the U. S, Army Engineers are
concerned,

Brig. Gen. J. L. Person, assistant
chief of engineers for civil works,
told the Natlonal Rivers and Har-
bors Congress that the flood of
three weeks ago in the Big Sandy
was equal to or exceeded the Civil
War water here

“In the Big Sandy Rlver basin
rl'grd stages that had stood since

were equalled or exceeded on
the Levisa Fork.” Persons
wrote. “Other Tecord stages on Le-
visa and Tug Fork were exceeded,
some by as much as four feet,”
he added in the analysls of flood
statistics.

In Prestonsburg this year's flood
may have fallen short of the '62
stage. The Tecent flood stage here
has been placed at 636.65 elevation.
In 1862 the water here rose to about
638 elevation.

Continual ralns for several days
and then a heavy, sudden downpour
over the headstream sections of
Kentucky, Bouthwest Virginia_and
Southern West Virginia provided
the backdrop for the area's greatest
flood, Persons sald.

“Light ntermittent rains starting

during the night of Jan. 26-27 and,
progressively becomlng heavier dur-
ing the next few days, caused de-
structive flooding in the headwa-
ters of the Cumberland, Big Sandy,
Guyandotte and Kentucky Rivers.
The headwater floods reached peak
stages during Jan, 29. 30 and 31," he
sald.

The Army Engloeer said that
Prestonsburg  had & flood stage
“which approached the maximum
of record stage of 182", Whites-
burg’s recent floodwaters exceeded
those of 1862 by 3% feet, and Paints-
ville was about & foot shy of the
previous big flood. Of Pikeviile, the
general sald only that the “flood
reached height of the maximum
known flood of 1862

Gen. Persons gives Dewey Lake
credit for saving Paintsville from at
lenst two more feet,of water and
another $700,000 In damages. He
pointed out that other reservoirs in
other sections of the stricken area
saved millions for nearby communi-
ties. Dams In the Cumberland River
basin stored water equal to 5.5 inch-
es of rainfall and reduced the flood
water at Nashville by 135 feet.

Statistics on the Sandy Basin
towns reveal record flood Waters
and damages. At Grundy, Va, the
water ‘was the highest on  record

and at Pound the water rose to
ten fect deep in low parts of the
town. Ninety percent of the lttle
town was flooded, with an estimat-
ed million dollar damage. Seven
hundred at Pound were evacuated.

Other statistical data given by
Persons summarize the area’s worst
disaster. At Barbouville the water
forded 500 families to_evacuate
with damages of $760,000. The proj-
ected floodwall there will not be
completed until next year but it, in
its incomplete stage, reduced the
flood crest by as much as 15 feet.

Beattyville had five feet of water
in the business district, 40 houses
flooded and 150 people homeless.
At Corbin it was the worst flood on
record, with 231 residences and 97
businesses in water. The town suf-
fered $2,000.000 damage. Hozard had
$5,000000 In damages but Jackson
suffered less, the newly completed
cut-off channel there reducing the
crest height.

Paintsville had 450 residenoes and
110 businesses flooded and Plkeville
had L1 feet of water In the business

$38.62 and Limbo

You are an aged man or woman, you live alone
and heve no-means of supporting yourself — how
would you in these days of soaring prices of food-
stuffs, clothing and other necessities go about exist-
ing on less than $30 a month ?

That is a question that to the ordinary person is as
baffling as any ever created by Nasser in the Middle
East, by Russia in-Europe and Asia or by any other
upsetting circumstance.

But it is true that the average paid Kentucky re-
cipients of Old-Age Assistance grants is even less
than $40—to be exact, $38.62.

The pioneer who had to carve his home from the
forest, make his footwear from animal skins and
undergo ‘all the-other rigors of frontier life finds his
modern counterpart in the old person who must live
on $38.62 a month at a time when milk is 23 cents
a quart, bacon is 49 cents a pound (unless prices have
jllmped again) and evary_ her item of food or cloth-

high.

Anﬂ to-make the Totof the aged Sl th hard;
those who benefit from this relief program are per-
mltterl to earn mo more than four per cent of the
amount they are receiving in assistance unless they
are willing to have their earnings deducted from their
meagre income from state assistance.

This hard fact in the life of the aged became
known recently when certain Old-Age Assistance
‘beneficiaries were named for Floyd circuit court jury
service and could not serve because their extra earn-
ings as jurors would reduce their state benefits. Four
per.cent of $38.62 is $1.54—the force of circum-
stances truly does weigh down!

"These are regulations that have for a long time
existed. They stem from Washington and Frankfort,
and there must be a reason for them, although - the
reason is not discernible from this distance. The con-
sequence is, the aged are bound by restrictions which
not only ‘relegate them to a bare existence but which
also forbid them to exercise their rights and duties as
citizens of a free land. And in the case of Floyd

X :;onnty the sound, mature judgment of experienced
citizens is lost to juries.

Yet the inequities which arise from the administra-
tion of these public funds for the aid of those who
no longer are able to help themselves are perhaps, in
the broad view, no worse than those imposed by Social
Security. For Social Security will permit the ordi-
nary beneficiary to earn no more than $100 a month
without loss of benefits while the man who has a
fortune invested in stocks and bonds or real estate or
some other income-producing venture may receive
from these investments any amount, even a million
dollars a year, and still be eligible for the pittance
Sogial Security pays.

We worry about personal liberty, about our free-
doms. Perhaps we should begin to wonder if bureau-
cracy has a right to demand that a citizen forfeit for
$38.62 his right to a place on any of his country’s
juries.

T.B.-Mental Plan
Is Begun By State’

Frankfprt, Feb. 25 (Spl) — Two
state agéncies have initiated a joint
program to provide better treat-
ment for mental patients sulfering
with tuberculosis.

Gov. A. B. Chandler announced
that tubercular mental patients will
be treated at Hazelwood Sanitorium,
Louisville.

The Mental Health Department
will be responsible for custody and
psychiatric treatment of the pati-
ents. Medical and nursing care will
be provided by the Tuberculosis
Hospital Commission at the sani-
torfum,

Dr. Herold McPheeters, mental
heaith commissioner, and Joe D.
Miller, director of the commission,
described the plan as a “joint co-
operative program”.

The two agencies hope to achieve
more rapid recovery of the pati-
ents and enable them to return to
soclety sooner.

Cheap grass seed sowed now prob-
ably will bring a good, quick grass
cover, Elliott says. Ryegrass sowed
at the rate of 3 pounds per 1,000
square feet of lawn, raked loosely
to cover the seed, will probably suf-
fice. To this should be added about
a quarter pound of red top seed per
1,000 square feet. Ellott said. These
two “will probably give a
cover which can be mowed this
summer;

“Don't sow expensive  bluegrass
now, he advised. Wait till mid-Sep-
tember; Sow from one to-three quar-
ters of & pound of this per 1,000
square feet at this time.

And don't fertilize” either, Elliott
Polnts out. The flood-borne soils on
1awns probably are rich enough now.

‘Where lawns were covered with 5
to 6 inches of silt, etc., sow the rye-
grass seed now right on top of this
deposit, he recommends.

Oth-
er large power plants have been lo-
cated in the main Ohio Valley in
recent years, especlally those serving:
large industrial consumers requiring
substantial blocks of power but
what could the Big Sandy, Ken-
tucky, Upper Cumberland and Green
do to win them without the need-
ed water? Industry moves to the
power beyond any question of doubt
and that Is why TVA wants still
more steam plants. Tn other
Kentucky's coal valleys without
flood control-water storage, are de-
prived of the right to consume a
substantial tonnage of thelr coal at
the mines-even if doing so- could
save Uncle Sam and private industry
millions of dollars yearly. Surely
there is more to Kentucky than fust
the Tennessee, Lower Cumberland
and main Ohio Valleys.

This combination of smple and
constant water supply alongside coal
reserves not only makes possible the
lowest cost electric energy of an
uninterruptible nature, but the time
is fast approaching when low cost

gas must be made at the coal mines
to replace the depleted supply of
natural gas that is constantly in-
ereasing in price. Coal-gasification
requires huge quantities of water
and is one of the steps in the ulti-
