For TAX COMMISSIONER

Would Full Publicity Help
J. Edgar Hoover, famed director of the Federal

Bureau of Investigation, recently stirred up nation-

wide interest in methods of handling youthful crim-

inals by urging that the names of youthful delinquents
be publicized and that their crimes be handled by

the newspapers much as those of adult criminals are

handled.

The public reaction is one reflecting mixed emo-

tions.

Some say the youthful offender should be protect-

ed, that his name should not be “smeared”; and

most newspapers of the country have, in deference

to that line of thinking, refrained from publication
of their names.

Others contend that the old ways have failed,

that publicity would serve as a deterrent and that

it, therefore, should be used.

Mr. Hoover himself said:

“Are we to stand idly by while fierce, young hood-

lums—too often and too long harbored under the

gloss misnomer of juvenile delinquents—roam our

streets and desecrate our communities? If we do,

America might well witness a resurgence of the

brutal criminality and mobsterism of a past era...

Recent happenings in juvenile crime shatter the il-

lusion that soft-hearted mollycoddling. is the answer

to this problem. No longer ean we tolerate the

‘tender- alibi for youthful law-breaking. This

is certainly no&#39;ti for police to be shackled by il-

logical restraints place on unreasoned sympathy for

these young thugs.”

Then Hoover suggests:

“Publicizing the names as well as the crimes for

public scrutiny, release of past records to appropriate
law-enforcement officials, and fingerprinting for fu-

ture identification are all necessary procedures in

the war on the flagrant violator, regardless of age.”

He adds, reasonably enough, “Certainly, reason-

able lenieney forjchitdren committing first offenses

and minor violations is a proper consideration.”

Surely no newspaper can publish such news with-

out regret, but the tide of events does not consult

newspapers before it sweeps into a communiy, and

a publication devoted to the ideal of uncensored re-

cording of the life of a community, county or state

faces a big problem when it attempts to say, “John

Doe&# crime shall be news, because he is 18 years

old; Richard Roe& crime that is even more vicious

is not news because he lacks a few months of attain-

ing the age of 18.”

Whether it reaches publication or not, the record

is there—in the courts and in the minds of those who

know these youthful offenders. Unfortunately, the

reputations of youngsters are imperilled more by

the gossip of those who kno them and know of

their abberations than any plain statement of fact

can ever damage them.

Certainly, we would say a mere accusation against

a juvenile would not warrant publication of the name

of the accused. But when the youth is convicted and

everybody who counts in his life—that is, those who

know him and whom he knows—know that he has

been convicted, we fail to see wherein the harm

that has already been done is made greater b publi-
cation of the facts, plu names,

Yet, attempting as we are herein to view the ques-

tion from the standpoint of law-enforcement rather

than that of newspaper reporting, we add that if

sound and valid reason would exist for publication.

W Need To Ge Togethe
A report in THE DICKENSONIAN, weekly news-

paper published at Clintwood, Va., of the appearance

in Washington recently of a delegation from that

section in behalf of flood control emphasizes to’ us

the need for concerted effort on the part of all flood-

ravaged counties of Kentucky, Virginia and West

Virginia rather than for independent drives.
