INVESTIGATION OF CRIME AND CRIMINAL PROSECUTION
THE LEGAL DUTY: The County Attorney is charged by law to be present at
examining trials, Kentucky Criminal Code, Section 51 and shail assist the Grand Jury,
Kentucky Criminal Code, Section 110. Thus, by necessity and by law, the County At-
torney ls requited to investigate all crime in the County,

A PLAN OF ACTION;

1. As your County Attorney, Paul E. Hayes will expect to be with the frst
at the scene of the crime, day or night, collecting evidence, interrogating wit-
nesses, to the-end that the prosecution's case will not fail for want of proof.

2. As your County Attorney, Paul E. Hayes will seek to arouse and inform
the public to its necessary participation,in the stamping out of bootlegging and
other community vice. No longer will the officials be able to blame the public
for failing to come forward with the information for search and other war-
rants. Hayes will initiate the organization of a small but active citizens com-
mittee in each community. Cooperating and advising with these committees, the
evidence for successful prosecutions can and will be collected.

3. When present before the grand jury, Paul E. Hayes will seek to reilcicr
helpful, impartial legal advice and ass
indictment. As

ance in the presentation of cases for
vour County Attorney he will seek to prevent indictments based

s, or personal vengence. Indictments will be carefully and
legally prepared to prevent trial delays due to technical defects,

* THE LEGAL DUTY: “The County Attorney shall attend to the prosecution, in
courts Inferlor to the circuit court, of all eriminal amd penal cases in his county in
which the Commonwealth or the county is Interested . .. .” (KRS 69210 (2).

A PLAN OF ACTION:

1. To prosecute the guilty us well as protect the innocent shall be given
meaning, not just lip service, by Paul E. Hayes.

2. Speed up the trial of misdemeanor cases in the Quarter]v (commonly
called County) Court- This can be done by pre-trial investigation, subpoenas
for Commonwealth's witnesses and dismissal of cases that drag on the docket
because of absence of prosecuting witnesses. Slow justice is no justice. Wit-
nesses should be spared the expense and time in coming to Prestonsburg month
after month to be in cases that should be either tried or dismissed.

3. As your County Attorney, Paul E. Hayes will seek to revise the manner
of selecting juries in the County or Quarterly Court. Presently selected on
the hit or miss plan of picking up bystanders, jurors are unpaid, many times
inconvenienced and oftentimes have been stationed around the courthouse for
the purpose of serving in a particular casc. Hayes will recommend and work
toward having a regular panel selected from all parts of the County for each
two-day Court Term, EACH JUROR TO BE PAID SOME COMPENSATION FOR
SUCH SERVICE. In addition to improvement in justice, the trial of cases will
be expedited.
