The Green River Valley Citizens’ League at Cen-
tral City, in the nether end of Kentucky from this
section of the state, is rendering the Big Sandy in-
valuable service in its drive for consideration by

Congress for th Big Sandy, the Green and the

Kentucky rivers.

The League has pointed to the needs of the Big
Sand and the Kentucky as well as those of the Green
and has impressed on Congressiona leaders, the*
U. 8, Corps of Engineers and others that these valleys
have too long been content with crumbs from the
table while the Cumberland, the Tennessee and the
Ohio hav literally feasted at the taxpayers’ expense...

For instance:
The Big Sandy river basin in Kentucky and West

Virginia has benefitted since 1936 by appropriations
totaling. only $6,342,700 while the Cumberland in

Kentucky and Tennessee has through Corps of En-

gineers and TVA expenditures benefitted by approxi-
mately $215,000,000, Meanwhile, the Tennessee from

these sources has received almost two billions in ap-

prropriations-
Most of the money spent on the Big Sandy was

spent on Dewey reservoir.

on Right Branch. Unless we are

able to. secure aid for these
bridges it will be necessary that

they

replaced at the expense
of the county.

No one could forecast or pre-
vent this awful flood and the re-

sulting damage but we are mak-

.| ing progress in the clean-up op-
eration, Now, it will be possible

for me to get out in the county
and discuss the campaign with

you. want to talk to you about
some of the things that have been
accomplished during my terms of
office, and particularly about the
roads that have been built and
the debts that have bee paid.

More roads have been built

After the Appalachian engineer

made his report to representatives
of the coal industry and railroads

interested in transporting coal to

Florida, he was instructed to con-

tinue with his study in Florida.

The study is an outgrowth of

a meeting Morton held with some

30 coal, utility, and railroad peo-
ple on February 26 after McGreg
or Smith, chairman of Florid

Light & Power Company, had

telegraphed President Eisenhow-

er in protest against oil-price in-

creases which came at th time of
the S crisis.

The ida study showed, that
coal can achieve a competitive
Position in relation to oil in the
Florida market and though gas
will offer serious competition,
that competition probably can be

overcome. s

A less encouraging feature of

the report was that the railroads

cannot expect to do as much busi-

ness as they had hoped hauling
phosphate and other cargo on the

return from Florida because phos-
phate is coming out in dried
form using covered hoppers.

“However,” Morton said in a

speech on the Senate floor, “gen-
eral agreement was reached that
there is every reason to continue
th study of this Florida picture.
Coal has defaulted in too many
markets already, and while this

is by no means going to be an

easy venture, it is an encourag-
ing prospec!

Several
samples have been tested which
showed that there was enough
plant food in the soil to produce

a good crop without fertilizer, In
this case, money has been saved,
because no fertilizer was recom.
mended,

On the other hand, most sam-
ples have shown the soil to be,
low in one or more of the plant |
foods. On these soils without a!
fertilizer application that would
balance plant food with crop re-

quirements, a low yielding crop
would be the result. Thus by
applying the correct fertilizer,
crop yields are increased, thus.in-
creasing farm incom

In many cases soil tests have |shown only one of the plant foods,
such as potash, was low. This
would. save farmers of buying a

complete fertilizer, when only one
element is needed.

Many fields have been damaged
by using too much lime. Most
all of our soil needs some lime,
usually one to two tons per acres,
but in many cases eight to ten
tons have been applied. If too
much lime isapplied, it will make
the soil too sweet, and this has
about the same reaction as a soil
that is too sour. If more fertilizer
is applied than the soil requires,
the only disadvantage is the waste
of money. Not so with lime, too

|

will be damag for several years,
until the lime is used up. Before

any lime is applied to the soil, |

a soil test should be made to de. |
termine the acidity of the soil.

|This is doubly important on gar:
dens and potato patches.

The use of the soil testing la-
boratory is available to everyone |
tn the county. The cost of testing

a sample is 50c this only covers
the expenses of making the test.

|With the result of this test, a
fertilizer recommendatio is made

by one of your extension agents,
The sample should be brought to
the County Agent& office, located
in th post office building in Pres.

Even we

oldsters prefe to venture out on

foot rather than run the gauntlet
of any street or highway. Imagine
Scattering salt on some of the coun-

try roads that I used to know at
Fidelity

‘When J taught my last country
school, away back in 1909-10, a

freak snow of eighteen inches depth
foreed me to disband my school for
the rest of the week. That much
Snow made it a bit unhandy for

short-legzed children to get any-
where, but nobody was killed in a

car wreck, nobody starved to death
from lack of transportation on the

highways. The reason was simple:
there were no cars to cause a wreck.

and there was practically no over-

lend transportation excopt by rail-

road. The trains came through, a bit
late but not too late to bring the
few necessities that everybody had
to add to stores raised on the farm.

Only tour years ago, very early
in the winter, I started to go by
bus to Nashville early on Saturday
morning, I finally arrived there

after noon, for a two-inch snow on

smooth highways had paralyzed
traffic. I saw a dozen or so cars

where they had slid off the road,
and I was told that most of the

wrecks had already been towed in.

One large bus had sat at the top
of the big hilkyabove Goodlettsville
all night and until far into the
morning, for the driver was afraid

to risk starting down. The smooth,
hard-surfaced roads soon had be-

come slippery and dangerous; our

liking of modern things had back-

fired. It would have brought many

a word of criticism if that big hill

had not been as smooth as a parlor

floor; now it was even smoother, and

still we eriped.

INSECTS and DISEASES
One of the biggest problems a

gardener faces is the control of in-

sects and diseases. There are prob-
ably more insects and diseases now,

than there were several years ago,
but there are new’ materials on the
market that will better contro!

them,

Insecticides (for insects) and
fungicide ‘(for disease) are on the,
market. in a ready to use dust, or

as a wettable powder to be used for |
spraying. Of the two types the spray
is much preferred. You can do a;
much better job of coverin the
plants, control is better. and the
cost is less. One of the cheapest
pieces of equipment is a three gallon
Pressure spray, If used properly it
will last several years,

Practically all insects can be con-

trolled b using either methorychlo
or malathion. These are available

both dust and spray forms. To

make spray material use two table-

spoons to a gallon of water.

DDT. 1s also effective, but do
not use it on any plant that will

be used within six weeks after spray-
ing. It has a residual effect for six

weeks that will cause a reaction

Vegetables should be sprayed as

soon as any insects are noticed, and

respray every ten days throughout
growing season, :

‘The first insects that will cause

damage are the flea beetles and

plant lice. They will attack young,

tender, vegetables and will stunt the

plant. ‘Check closely for these in-

sects, and spray as soon as they are

noticed,

‘A new material is on the market,
which strawberry growers are using

that will control rots and other

diseases. This material is captan.
It has also proven effective for con-

trol of tomato blight. This should

be used along with a copper or

zine material on tomatoes.

‘Other information is available at

the extension office on insect and

disease control.

This Syrian wanderer, driven
but of his native Damascus by the
Turks, didn’t realize that he was

ous characted named “Bad” John
Wright, in Letcher county. A con-

troversial figure. “Bad” John ‘ha
|gone down in Letcher annals as

a killer. His apologists, however,
contend that all his killings were

Tegal because he was a law of-
ficer.

Anyway, with native mountain
hospitality, Wright insisted that

the dusty traveler come in and

spend the night, which he was

glad to do. Next day, Wright fur-
nished the peddler a Horse and

accomplanied him over Pound
Gap and o to Norton, Va,, where
the Syrian had a brtoher-in-law,
a merchant there,

The Syrian&# name was Surur
F. Dawahare, who died at his
home at Whitesburg in 1951.

But before he died, the peddler
of clothing and Oriental linens
had parlayed his pack into a

chain of highly successful stores

in
in Eastern Kentucky. These cloth-
ing stores now are operated by
his eight sons.

Many considered Dawahare a

millionaire at the time of his
death. He wa the forerunner of
the many Syrian businessmen
now operatin Stores and restaur-

ants in Pike, Letcher, Perry, Har-
lan and Leslie counties. A quick
glance would indicate that the
town of Neo is a Syrian center.

The ‘founder of the mountain
Dawahare clan of good, hard-
working American citizens might
