Curious Spradlin unplugged
the well, put a pump on and
found it had plenty of water and
a little gas. He ignited the gas,
found it would burn to the height
of several inches when not chok-

off by the water. He needed
that gas but it was of insufficient
volume to heat his home: How to

separate the two was a big prob-
lem bu how to increase the pres-
sure and volume was

ger problem.

He began the slow evolution of
the process to take out both wa-

of his soul, when he says that not until Mrs. B R.
May, formerly of this county, now.of Tollesboro, pub-
lished her book, A TEACHER VIEWS THE SCHOOL
CRISIS, did he know that so-called “progressive edu-
cation” grades a child against himself and eliminates

the old incentive of scholastic competition between
pupils,

One who has kept no closer touch with educational
trends and what is happenin in the schools his chil-
dren attend has little right to assume the role of
critic, but the truth is we were frankl skeptical
when the author&#3 charge appeared in print. Not
that we doubted he sincerity, but we wondered if,
perhaps, she did not refer to isolated instances. It
sounded so incredible. We regret to say that inquiry
revealed that the instances, while not universal, per-

haps are certainl by no means isolated.
The child is graded against himself, we are told.

The competitive urge is removed. Mediocrity or worse

is invited.

It is true that those in the field of education have
a task that is one of the most baffling and soul-trys
ing to be encountered in all the theatres of human

progress, It is true that setting a definite par for the
course, as in golf, is hard to establish and maintain,

but that is what should be done. Those who fail to
shoot th course in par should be placed in a lower
“flight.”

But that brings on the question, Whence will those
rew teachers come who would be required for those
lower “flights” while the top group goes on under

the original teacher?
There are many unanswered questions in this re-

public of ours where the schools have the task of

taking the brilliant, the mediocre and the dull
and of attempting to educate them all—an almost

impossible task in a land where there are neither
enough classrooms nor enough teachers to permit

Proper grading and separation of pupils according to

ability.
Yet all our shortage of teaching personnel and lack

of facilities fail to fustify the removal of classroom
competition without which only the scattered few
with an innate desire to learn and an unsubduable
curiosity have a strong incentive.

Grade them against thémselves, indeed! Medio-
crity against mediocr utter failure against utter
failure? Does progress lies in that direction?

Athletic teams do not succeed and young athletes
do not grow more proficient at play by competing
again themselves. In fact, they are not permitte by

realistice-minded coaches to attempt to improve in this

vague, wool-gathering way. They are” pitted against
others and if they are good enough they stick with
the “first” team. If they are-not top-notch, they ride
the bench or play with the “scrubs.” Some of these
scrubs occasionally come off the bench, thank good-
ness, and become great stars, but they do not at-

tain gcatness by entering into a lonely competition
with themselv

Mrs. Mav more aptly states the proposition with
the story of Rob:

“Why keep Rob in one grade twice,” continued the

expert, “when he can&# help it because he’s not as

auick as the others?” He might as well have said,
“Why keep Rob off the band, because he can’t tell
ene note from another?”
