It was here that he
acquired a neighbor, Mrs. Emma
Caldwell Fouts, former Floyd
countian, who came to Alabama,
via Los Angeles Mrs. Fouts liked
Hans, thought of her niece, Maxie
Layne, back in Kentucky. She in-
duced- Hans to write her, and a
began romance.

World War 1 caught Hans at
military age, and he went to
France, but he carried a picture
of the Kentucky girl he had never
seen. He had a French artist paint
the .picture, and it hangs in the
living room at Tram today, a ro-
mnatic souvenir of war and the
years. :

Discharged in Georgia, with no
actual combat service, Hans came
immediately to Kentucky to see
his promised bride, Married in a
few days, the bridal couple moved
to the Fruitdale farm.

Tiring of the Alabama truck
farm, he sold out, went to Akron,
Ohio, for a while. In 1924, he
came o Tram, went to work in
the mines and farmed. He and
Maxie had one son, Hans Chris-
tian, Jr., named for the famed
Damsh writer— to reach man-
hood and marry. He was killed in
an auto accident ten years ago.
Today, childless and a bit lonely,
they show you pictures of the
gransdon in New York.

Slecping is an important part
of camping. In fact, says Col.
Townsend Whelen, Camplnn Ed-
itor of Sports Afield Magazine
one third of every extended
camping rip is spent in bed.

This is Col. Whelen's formula
for sound outdoor sleep. First, a
camper should be insulated from
the camp and dirty ground. Mod
ern city men need something soft
and comfortable to lie on. Also,
the bed must be protected from
the wind. Most modern slepping
bags have ample warmth for ordi-
nary camping if these other con
ditions are met

Be sure to smooth the ground
on which you are going to mnkn
your bed. If you are going to use
a tent that has a ground cloth. do
this before you pitch the tenl: The
ground space should cover an
area 7 feet by 30 inches. Over tus
spread a light, waterproof s
Col, Whelen suggested using a
short air mattress, about 1 feet
leng by 35 inches wide. Such u
size is absolutely ample, costs
less than a full-length mattress. A
camper will never notice that he
has nothing under him from his
knees down. On top of this goes
the sleeping bag with the front
of the bag at the head of the mat
tress

A good bag is not waterproof
and must not be so or the body
vapors will condense inside and
make it unbearably cold. It is
most comfortable and warm to
sleep in pajams, as at home: cot

Love of Union
Puts Heury Clay
In Hall of Fame

Frankfort, May 5 (Spl)—Henry
Clay of Kentucky has been select-
ed as onc of five outstanding sen-
ators of the past whose portraits
will hang in the U. S. Senate’s
Hall of Fame, according to an an-
nouncement by a special commit-
tee, N

In selecting Clay, the commit-
tee said: “He is a political leader
who put the national good above
party. a spokesman for the West
whose love for the Union out-
weighed sectional pressures, he
required more influence and
more respect as the

leader of the loyal but ardent op-
position than many who occupied
the White House.

Clay represented Keritucky in
the Senate frem 1831 to 1842 and
from 1840 fo0 1852 Becoming a
Senator at 20, he formulated and
championed the “American Sys-
tem,” based on a protective taritf
He advocated aggression in the
War of 1812 and was one of the|
commissioners who concluded the
peace. Clay is also closcly identi
fied with the “Great Compro-
mise,” movement of 1850, the last
important adjustment before the
conlict between North and South
erupted into war.

In addition to his other political
honars, Clay was speaker of the
House of Representatives und
Secretary of State bul he failed |
in his ambition to reach the
Presidency for which e was a
candidate three times.

From 1811 until hus death in
1652, Clay lived at “Ashland.” hus
home in Lexington, which 15 nuw
preserved as one of the state's
most interesting shrines. It is lo.
cated two miles east of down
town area of U. S. Highway 23

Set back from the street among
trees planted by Clay, the twa
story central part of the brick|
house is flanked by one-story
wings. Beside the house 1s a thick
pine grove and the path Ciay
liked to pace as he composed his
speeches. Mrs. Clay's garden is
behind the house

With coal output rising, this haul-
ing job increases; the railroads
must prepare to do their part.

In 1956, for example, coal led
all commodities in carloadings
with a gain for the year of almost
eight per cent over 1955. The
rising trend is expected to con-
tinue in 1957, moreover, as a di-
rect result of expanding export
demand and rising consumption
of coal by the electric utility and
steel industries. Estimates of car-
loadings for the initial quarter of
1957, made by the Atlantic States
and Midwest Shippers Advisory
Boards, early in January, indicat-
ed substantial gains in coal load-
ings in both regions, ranging to
more than eight per cent in the
Atlantic States area.

The rising trend in coal car-
loadings emphasizes sharply one
coal industry problem: shortage
of railrcad transport facilities.
Had increased revenues realized
over the past 10 years from high-
er freight rates on coal been ap-
plied to the expansion and re-
pair of the railroads’ hopper car
fleet for coal movement, today’s
car shorfage could perhaps have
been averted, or at least alleviat-
ed. This shortage of coal cars
is certainly not in the national |
interest. In the event of a na-
tional emergency, demand _for
coal will mushroom; with this ex-
pansion will come an unprecedent-
ed demand for cars to carry coal
to defense industries, to electric
utilities, and to other consumers.
In the past, the railroads have
bought new transport equipment
on a catch-as-catch-can basis. The
American Railway Car Institute
declares railway car building is
traditionally “a feast or famine”
industry unrelated “to the need
for cars.” A change in thi§ policy
to a program of more orderly,
planned purchases of cars, the In-
stitute has stated, “will reduce
the overall age of the freight car
fleet” and “reduce the danger of
recurring freight car shortages”
while at the same time placing
the roads “in a better competitive
position to meet shippers’ chang-
ing needs and thereby increase
freight revenues” On January 1.
1956, the average age of hopper
cars in service on the nation’s
railroads was 20.76 years, v\hﬂp‘

had pititully few really effective
| medicines and  diagnostic tests.
Many families swore by his pink
pills—pills whose only virtue was
that fhey did no harm. As time
went on, medicine advanced, the
placebo was used chiefly in re-
search. To test the power of a
new drug, half a group would get
the real medn:me, half received
the placebo. The difference in re-
sults was a measure of the drug's
effectiveness. But scientists be-
gan to find high rates of “cure”
with placebos. They proved ef-
fective against headaches, sea-
sickness, cough, even the severe
suffering of angina pectoris.
This does not mean that all the
ills apparently “cured” by place-
bos are imaginary. But it is

Dont feel gypped if you find
your doctor prescribed a placebo
for your illness. It may well give
you a feeling of temporary relief.
But perhaps even more important,
it helps the doctor find out more
about you and your illness.

Of course, the patient has to be
unaware of this effort to help
him psychologically rather than
medically. But there is every evi-
dence that the placebo often has
the amazing effect of improving
our mental attitude and thus our
physical health.
