ment. Certainly this roadside dumping of debris is
doing Kentucky. and particularly Eastern Kentucky,
much damage. Folks who come visiting here for the
first time must surely think we are the world’s poor-
est housekeepers. They must be convinced we have
little sense of our own responsibility to help keep
beautiful a beautiful region. To them we must seem
either unthinking or deliberately determinéd to dese-
crate the natural scenery with which we are blessed.

The highway official states an obvious truth when
he says that “‘with the proper cooperation” of all the
situation could be remedied. But if Mr. West thinks
that we are going to get such cooperation on a pure-
ly voluntary basis, as it should be given, he is dead
wrong. Some will voluntarily cooperate, but a great
number will have to be forced into compliance with
the law.

There is a law on the statute books which covers
this situation. If highway officials, law enforcement
officers and the courts will get tired enough of dirt
and filth and flagrant violation of the law to crack
down on these litterbugs, and crack down hard and
often—then, and only then, will the garbage dumps
along Eastern Kentucky highways vanish,

PICTURESQUE TORRENT
IS NOW GHOST TOWN

By HENRY P. SCALF

Three decades ago the town of
Torrent on the Red River was a
boom town, full of oil men and
oil money. Years before that it
had been just a place on the map
where little occurred but the visit
of the mail carrier. Peop Before
me, farmed sterile

prosperity ca
hills, gathered chestnuts and sold | trees.

them on the steps of the court-
house at Winchester.

Today few houses remain in:
Torrent, famous once as a hay
fever resort and as a rendezvous
of rich entrepreneurs. Even the
chestnut trees are gone. A ghost
town near Campton, Wolfe coun-
ty, its few memaries for those
‘who lived here to dance or make
money or shed the sniffles are
gone.

The Lexington & Eastern Rail-
‘way put Torrent on the map. Oil
made it a rich, dizzy resort in a
Christmas ¢ard setting. Born with
the ¢ of the railway, it
thrived) on oil, died when the
railroad was taken up after the
oil was' gone.

Those Who remember Torrent
o longer live there, like William
Smith, the retired old railroader
of Sidney, Ohio. He was for some
time the operator of the little
station at Torrent, likes to re-
minisce on the early days of the
L & E, later the L. & N.

He spends much time in recall-
ing railroad incidents, often
writes his remembrances down
for his friends. A frequent contri-
butor of historical lore to this pa-
per, Be is voluble on his railroad
days and Torrent, the hay fever
resort,

Smith, & native of Jackson,
found Torrent a railroad agent’s
dream place. But the years before
that were rugged. He had been in

a train derailment, emerged with
!rm:tumd ribs from a mess of
eggs and farm produce to aid in
treating the many injured, His
promotion to Torrent was the |
acme of attainment for him,

“Torrent had the right name,” |

he writes in a manuscript prepar-

ed for The Times. “It was a rough |
and tumble country. From Nat- |

ural Bridge one could see the big,
high cliffs out of the window
of the train on either side.”

The railway company had to
blast out room in the side of the
mountain for its depot, section
house and the tracks. J. Taylor

Day, of Jackson, came and blast- |

ed ‘some more, built a big hotel,
erected a general store, installed
a bowling alley, pool tables and
a dance pavilion. Home owners
built nice residences and the
place began to prosper with oil.
Farmers who had been begging

to sell their little holdings for a |

few hundred dollars became rich
overnight. One man who had of-

fered a small place back in the |
hills for $500 found no buyer, |
kept it until the oil boom struck |

and when a well was “put down”
on his acres he awoke to riches
of a hundred thousand dollars.

Smith calls the town the Hay |
Fever Resort for persons afflicted |

with that ailment were relieved
in a few days. The sufferers came,
‘were cured, had to stay until late
fall to avoid the weed pollen back
down in the lowlands. While at
Torrent and awaiting the demise
of the ragweeds back hame, the
hay fever itinerants lived a life
of ease and pleasure at the big
hotel. They waltzed to a big im-
ported band until late in the
night, every night. Smith sat in
his little depot office, listened
and watched for he didn't like
waltzing. He was just a rugged
old railroader taking it easy in a
good spot.

Nostalgic is Smith for the beau-
ty that was Torrent's.
‘was beautiful in the summer. One

could look to the hills and see the '

big boulders, some big as a house,
surrounded with trees of all
kinds. There were laurels which

have beautiful little flowers and
service trees which had beauti-
ful flowers, too When the services
was red ripe we would eat them
for they had a pleasant taste.”

Beautiful, too, was Torrent in
the winter, “When there came a
snow or sleet it would lay on the
laurel, pine, cedar and holly

3 sun would come up
over the high cliffs and shine
down brightly on the sleet-laden
branches.”

- Smith remembers much more
about Torrent than the natural
beauty and the hay fever victims
and their pursuit of pleasure.
There were the dirt farmers back
in the hills who had “to scratch
for a living” Many sold black-
berries and huckleberries. Smith
bought many gallons of berries,
some for his own use. but of
he bought them just to give the

he re-sold ml-m to other railroad-
ers.

Smith, now 75, has a vivid re-
collection of old Fielden Bush
who gathered chestnuts for a li
ing. Chestnut trees were plenti-
ful around Torrent then although
the blight has killed them now.

“Fielden Bush had a chestnut
orchard and when the chestnuts
got ripe in the fall he would gath-
er a big, two-bushel meal sack
full and bring them to the depot
on his horse and send them to
Winchester by express. He would
ride the same train and at Win-
chester he would take the nuts
to the courthouse, sell them out
by the pint cup and come back
home on the evening train. He
would make several trips d
the season- A lot of those little
farmers had to manage lots of
ways to get by from season to
season.”

Smith went back to visit Tor-
Tent several years ago _an
found three or four houses there.
The railroad had gone, the oil
was running out and residents,
what few there were, had only
vague memories of Torrent in its
hey-day. Bushes and briars were

n | luxuriant. He couldn’t tell where

the depot had stood and when he

asked a nearby woman about the

site of the old station she told|. .

Smith he was standing on the
foundations.

The old railroader, who remem.-

bered Torrent in its lush prosper-
ity, was at no loss to describe
what he found. There were bush-
es and briars everywhere and a
few shacks. Assisting the bushes
and briars to take over were
“the whip-poor-wills, hoot owls,
foxes and other animal: o1
shed a few tears.”

He would not go back, again.

The next step; Make your fi-
nancial plan. Total up the amount
of money needed for family liv-
ing items. Then, make a rough
estimate of what the “wantg" will |
cost. After listing all these items,
total them to see if they are with- '
in your income figure.

The plan must be balanced —
weigh the importance of the dif- |
ferent wants and needs. Go over
the list of living expenditures to
see where you can change the
amount of money set aside for any
one item. On the other hand, you
may find that you have not set
aside enough money for certain
expenditures. Train yourselves to
be better shappers, then learn bet-
ter methods of food preparation,

care of clothing and home fur- ||

nishings,

fund. Money should be set aside |
for unexpected illnesses. |

A Tecent letter details how
people recelved the first rallway
train that came to the Breathitt
county seat.

“About three-quarters of & cen-
tury ago a big steam engine with
s lot of cars loaded with people
from Lexington and all along the
line between Lexington and Jack-
son came rolling into South Jack-
son, a puffing and blowing, cele-
brating’the Initial Run. Folk from
all around in that country were
there to see this thing which many
of them had not seen before. Many
remarks were made about the poor,
old, tired, puffing engine Which
had traveled 93 miles.

“There were many legends re-
lated after that, of how the engine

: ‘She's & blg old helfer,
aln't she?’ Another man said, ‘She
must be awful tired as she s still
putfing!

The Initial Run, as the old rajl-
roader Smith, called it, was an
event long remembered by him, even
after he went to work for the rail-
Way company as & linman and be-
came familisr with many trains
and miles of lines. He goes on to
describe his work with the old
L & E, later L & N.

“When I got out of school I
worked on the farm three or four
years and then I got & job on the
Toad, the L. & E. then but later
accquired by the L. & N.
lineman between Jackson and Lex-
ington. They only had two wires
on this line and they were both
telegraph  wires,
and agents who worked on this
road must know how to telegraph,
using the old brass key and the
Morse Code. After two or three
years s lineman I learned to tele-
graph in my spare time, also learn-
ing agency work. After I got qual-
ified they would send me to relieve
an operator or agent who had to be
relieved for some cause.

quifo, Most fishermen believe
that like the weather, everybody
talks about the subject but no-
body does anything about it. This
is not true on lakes controlled by
the Tennessee Valley Authority.
The TVA conducts an extensive
anti-mosquito cperations program
'which includes routine inspections.
of all lakes and the use of a DDT
icide to eliminate as many
of the insects as possible.
‘Weekly and bi-weekly mosquito
station inspections are only one
part of the vast control program
which is carried out in the 13 TVA
reservoirs which includes Ken-
tucky Lake.

Another but little known acti-
vity is the artificial rearing and
continuous propagation of a col-
ony of mosquitoes for laboratory
work, The larvae and adults of
the only malaria carrier in.the
Tennessee Valley are raised in
large numbers for studies by the
malaria control branch  labora-
tory which was established more

These laboratory-raised mos-
quitoes are used in research to de-
termine the rates, range and ef-
fectiveness of various insecticides |
in an effort to find better and
more effective ones, Laboratory
tests to date have determined the
mosquitoes have not become re-
sistant to the currently used DDT
formula.

Recently TVA officials announ-
ced that although anti-mosquito
activities in the past have been
confined primarily to malaria
carriers, they were expanded last
year to include others, principal-
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friends can be justly proud.

One year he attended Prestonsburg High School
and walked the eleven-mile trip home every week-end. When he
had finished high school he walked the long trip from Pyramid on
the head of Middle Creek to Pippa Passes, Ky., where Mrs, Lloyd ac-
cepted him as a student.

During Jarvis' last semester at Caney our father died and Jarvis
came home to teach school and to help our mothet support his six
younger brothers and sisters. At every vacation term thereafter Jarvis
went to college, earning more and more credits until at the time of
Pearl Harbor he lacked only nine hours of receiving the Bachelor of
Arts Degree in Education. Although well qualified to enlist as an air
cadet or to apply for a commission Jarvis Allen enlisted in the ranks
as a private in the Air Force. After being trained as a machine gunner
and an aerial engineer he flew to England and joined the Eighth Air
Force where he fought in combat and contributed his share to the
final defeat of Germany,

Jarvis' life in the service was no picnic, no life of a desk-bound
job with brass on his shoulders. He rode three Flying Fortresses to
their deaths. The first made it back to an English Beach, the second
“ditched” in the English Channel and Jarvis with his crew was rescued
from the cold, icy waters three hours later. The third plane on which
he was fighting was blasted from the air after it ran out of ammuni-
tion during the historic raid in Schweinfurt, Germany, in August,
1943, Jarvis Allen, wounded by shrapnel, was the last living man to
leave the plane after all others save the pilot had abandoned ship. The
pilot rode the plane to the ground after ordering Jarvis to take to
his parachute. Jarvis landed in the midst of enemy-held Belgium and
although painfully wounded, suffering a sprained back and a broken
foot, he was able to evade the enemy with the help of heroic under-
ground and after four months, during which we at home all but gave
up hope for his safety and his life, made his way back to England.
He walked, crawled and struggled across the Pyrenees Mountains on
foot, a trip which took two weeks. Jarvis returned to us broken in
health from months of starvation but served his country for more
than another year as a combat instructor for the Air Force. His ex-
periences no doubt saved the lives of other combat-bound crews.

While Jarvis was missing overseas the Air Force decorated him
in absentia at Marshall College, Huntington, W. Va., with the Air
Medal with five Oak Leaf Clusters and the citation accompanying the
award stated that my brother had distinguished himself in combat by
shooting down five enemy planes.

Jarvis was later decorated with the Order of the Purple Heart
for wounds received in action. He is still rated partially disabled as a
result of his military service,

I am not asking you to elect Jarvis County Attorney because of
his distinguished military record. You have been kind to my brother.
I merely cite his war record to remind you that he, too, has given his
full measure of devotion to his country's cause as have most of the
men of his age group here in this county. Since the issue hag been
brought into the campaign by others I feel it my duty to complete the
record.

After Jarvis returned from service you good people elected him
County Court Clerk of this county and while at least one of his oppen-
ents says that he has never run for county-wide office he failed to
tell you that he has been on the state payroll for at least six years at
a salary almost as high as this office pays.

While Jarvis was your Clerk and since that time he has worked
unceasingly for the good of Floyd county.

ham Road, the blacktop surface for the Left Beaver Road and others.
Jarvis does mot claim that he alone secured these improvements but
that through his efforts and the efforts of those he supported these
projects were made possible.

As his record indicates, he could be expected to lend all of his

CLAIM SUTER
ABOARD PLANE

Story Says Candidate
In State-Owned Plane
In Paintsville Crash

June L, Suter, of Warsaw, Ad-
ministration-backed candidate for
Clerk of the Court of Appeals, was
the mysterious passenger aboard
a state-owned airplane that crash-
ed on a fairway of the Paints-
ville Country Club recently, The
Courier-Journal said.

The newspaper broke the story
after three weeks of prabing into
the crash. It said rumors had per-
sisted that Suter had been cam-
paigning in a sfate-owned plane,
but those who saw the Paintsville|
crash declined to talk at first, and
some never did.

Wrote Hugh Morris, Courier-
Journal staff writer, of his find-
ings:

firsthand of the accident and to
see the plane's two occupants said
they had been threatened with
loss of their jobs, or loss of state
business, if they talked about it.

The hassle over Suter’s using
a state plane is another phase of
the all-out controversy between
the Governor and the State Court
of Appeals that broke out last
January following the death of
Clerk Charles K, O'Connell.

The cloak of secrecy thrown
around Suter’s plane trip was also
in evidence at Frankfort, where
Administration officials have or-
dered suppressed any information
that would indicate Suter was a
passenger in the airplane,
#When first asked about the
incident, Governor Chandler said
he had no knowledge of it.

“If it is true”, Chandler said,
“it was not authorized and it
should not have been done.”

Aeronautics Commissioner Roy
Osborne, questioned the day af-
ter the arcident, said no one was
in the plane except the pilot,
James Pickett, of Frankfort, man-
ager of Frankfort airport.

Osborne said Pickett was on a
survey flight of the Big Sandy.

The plane, said the commission-
er, was a Cessna 180. 1t nosed
over when forced to land on the
golf course at Paintsville Country
Club.

Pickett, even when told that
Suter had been identified posi-
tively as his passenger on the ill-

returned with the men to a near-
by automobile, where the.trio sat
a few minutes. Then they went
to the nearby home of C. C.
“Chick” Hall'to use the telephone
and report, the accident.

Hall, however, said he “doesn’t
remember” who used his tele-
phone that day. He said he doesn’t
know how many persons were in
the plane because he didn't see
the craft until after the accident.
Hall;~whose home facesthe
fairway where the plane landed,
is a contractor who has been get-
ting some state highway construc-
tion. jobs.

“] told my wife they were com-
ing and told her it was all right
for them to use the phone,” Hall
said at one point. He did not ela-
borate on whom he meant by
“they.”

Shortly after the accident,
Suter was seen at a_tire-repair
shop on the edge of Paintsville,
in company with the friend that
had met him st the airport,

The pilot, Pickett, said he was
brought back to Frankfort that
afternoon in a state police car.

Suter wound up in Prestons-
burg that night.

Suter said he was "not even in
Paintsville that day.” He said he
was in Hazard that morning, had
driven to Prestonsburg, then to
Salyersville, and on to Frankfort,
without stopping in Paintsville

Both Suter's statements are
contradicted by eyewitnesses who |
saw him alight from the over-
turned state plane, and who saw
him in Paintsville shortly after
the crash.

According o these eyewitness-
es, the state plane approached the
Paintsville Country Clubs 10th
fairway—which is used as a land-
ing strip by light aircraft—short-
Iy after noon on April 23

It was drizzling and there was
a slight haze. The plane circled
the golf course twice, then came
in high and fast for a bumpy
landing. As it taxied down the
fairway, the plane hit a gulley,
bounced high into the air, and
landed on its nose. catapulting on
its back on No. 10 green

alight, apparently unhurt. One
was Pickett, the pilot.
