Distribution of Gas
In East Kentucky
To Change Hands

The Public Service Commission
this week granted Central Ken-
tucky Natural Gas Company the
authority to take over the retail
distribution of gas from the
United Fuel Company in Eastern
Kentucky.

The change means that United
Fuel will become entirely a
wholesaler of natural gas, a PSC
spokesman explained. The com-
Panies are subsidiaries of the Co-
lumbia Gas System.

The Federal Power Commission
must approve the transfer.

Politics is a jungle.

It is a jungle wherein the shadows are predomi-
nant, where the dapplings of sunlight are few.

There the law of fang and claw still rules.

It is 3 jungle wheréin the lion’s roar and the chirp
of the timid things build up to bedlam, until the
hearer does not know where danger lies or whither
to go for safety.

Stealth is there in that jungle, and cunning. Back
in the shadowy places forms move, each stalking his
prey or ‘moving to defend himself or scurrying for
safety,

This is the m'imeval and the law is the primordial
Survival of the Fittest. The rule.of life here is, move
quickly, strike quickly before you are stricken, forget
friendships, bury animosities if need be—but survive.
And count the cost later,

This is the jungle where the outside world is little
considered. This is the battle for survival, and there
is no time to think of others. You coil, you crouch,
you strike—or you run. Instinct dictates much reason,
some; unselfishness, never.

The owl and the rattler occupy the same den, even
as in this jungle of politics there are strange bed-
fellows.

Yes, politics is a jungle, and any who ventures
therein does so at great risk. He may lose his way,
his sense of direction, his perspective, his faith in the
guide.

Man canemerge from the jungle fastness, and the
jungle can be tamed. But new tools for its clearing
must be found Perhaps new hands.

How To Stop Sensless Slaughter

What can be done about America's mad race to
the graveyard in automobiles ? Thé Governor of Con-
necticut has given one answer, and it may indeed be
the answer. ¥

Governor Ribicoff bacame so disturbed over the
horror of death on the highways that he could not
with a clear conscience sit idly by and do nothing. So,
firat of all, he ascertained that the major cause of
highway fatalities is nothing but speed and more
speed.

Governor Ribicoff did not waste time talking, as so
many do, about the need for less horsepower. He
went into action. Already he had seen other measures
tried and found wanting. He had seen dramatic at-
tempts made to impress on motorists the urgent need
for every safety precaution; he had seen even the
comic warning given—and had seen all fail,

8o, two or three days before Christmas, 1955, at a
time when he knew thousands would be thronging
Connecticut’ highways for Christmas parties, family
reunions and other seasonal gatherings, he made his
move,

He set a sensible speed limit, instructed every offi-
cer in the state to arrest any and all who exceeded
that speed limit, and set the hard-and-fast rule that
there would be no “fixes,” that every driver ‘would
pay the same penalty: suspension of driver’s license
for thirty days on the first offense, suspension for
sixty days on the second offense, and denial of driving
rights for an unlimited period for the third.

And, better still, he stuck to his guns. Inside of two
weeks an old friend who got caught informed him
that he never expected to vote for him again. The
vitriol poured down on his head. But this man Ril
coff, convinced by frightful loss of life that he w
right, was not moved as lesser men are. The arrests
continued; more and more drivers got “stuck’.

And gradually the thinking of the people changed.
The results began to be apparent. Church leaders took
up the battle in his support. His mail changed from
criticism to praise.

Best of all were the findings at the end of 1956,
the first year the slower speed limits were enforced
in Connecticut. During those twelve months 10,346
drivers’ licenses had been suspended. Fifty thousand
more cars and trucks were licensed in the state that
vear and 90,000 more drivers’ licenses were issued.
The state’s motor vehicle drivers covered 390,000,000
more miles of road that year than during the preced-
ing twelve months.

‘While all this wis going on the United States as a
whole had its worst year in the whole disgraceful
history of highway carnage. Its death rate was up 5
per cent.

Yet Connecticut's was down exactly 11.7 per cent.
That meant 38 people were living at the end of 1956
who wolld have been in their graves, had not Gover-
nar Ribicoff taken his courageous stand.

Those figures also mean that. had every Governor
in every state of the nation had the same courage and
had taken the same action, 10,000 persons who met
death in 1956 on the country’s highways would today
be living.

What are 38 lives worth ? What are 10,000 worth
—or even one? Are they worth a little eriticism from
the unthinking, a little effort on-the part of those
whose effort would mean something?

Writing in GULDEPOSTS, vernor Ribicoff say
“Attack the problem of killing on the highways
through vour churches—for if this is not God's work,
then I do not know what it is.”

He adds that at the last Governors’ conference he
laid his program before the other 47 Governors. He
does not add that these others have done little or
nothing about it.

If the people want lives saved and a crazy, sense-
less massacra stopped, they should write their Gov-
ernor, and insist that the Rubicoff Plan be put into
effect as quickly as possible.

THE BATTLE OF MEDPLE CREEK

Col. James A. Garfield, later President of the United States, wrested control of
the Big Sandy from the Confederates at the Battle of Middle Creek, Jan. 10, 1862.
Confederate General Humphrey Marshall mounted cannon on top of the knoll
shown in the center of the picture.

Garfield’s troops, consisting mostly of Ohioans, waded across the creek in a
frontal drive while other groups executed a flank attack on the left. Marshall was
forced to retreat up Spurlock Fork and later to Martin’s Mill on Beaver Creek.

Banking was a non-existant business in Big Sandy prior to the Civil War and for
three decades afterwards, most of the banking affairs of the residents being trans-
acted at Catlettsburg or Mt. Sterling. The establishment of the First National Bank
at Prestonsburg in 1904 greatly facilitated commercial transactions in this area.
