Speci Judg See expressi the thought
that most of the irregularitie charge should be brough out in a contest suit instead of by in-
junction action, limited me to five witnesses. Allowed onl five witnesses it was. of course, impos-
sible to prove the many irregularities and frauds all over Floyd County in handlin the absentee
voting. With this small number of witnesses here are some of the irregularitie shown by wit-

nesses or admitted by Moore’s deput clerks: .

1. On deputy clerk, wh lives at Lackey, verified or notarized some 50 or more applications,
OUT IN THE COUNTY, had the voters bring many of these ballots bac to this deput clerk. This
deputy clerk then voted or watched the voting of many of these ballots, and mailed many of them
back to the clerk himself. Many o these so-calledabsentee voters were at the poll on election day.

2. This same deput clerk verified or notarized applications in blank, and allowed a person
to take such application to Ivel precinct where names of voters were filled in, then this person
was made a deput clerk of DuRan Moore. After bein made a deputy clerk he got the ballots
from the Post Office, took them to the voters, and had them voted, or voted in his presence.

3. One voter testified that one of Moore’s clerks voted his ballot and that of his wife’s in a

garage at Lackey The voter’s wife was not present at the time.

4. On of the same two depu clerks advised voters it was not necessary to go to the polls to
vote, that the could vote absentee whether they would be gone from the Count or not.

Task you to judg for yourself whether or not this was fraud. Certainly the election commission-
ers though there was fraud shown because they refused to count approximately 8 ballots on the
basis of the evidenc presented.

Judg Se did not by any means clear Mr. Moore and his deputie of fraud in connection with
absentee voting. He did say that, with only five witnesses allowed, not sufficient fraud was
SHOWN AT THAT HEARING to kee the ENTIRE ABSENTEE BOX from bein counted.

In the contest action which has been filed, I think I will be able to show the court and all the
peopl of Floy county ho illegally and unfairly the absente voting was carried on. This will
include evidence to show that a larg number of those persons who voted in the clerk’s office
were openl and callously campaigne with for Mr. Moore by Mrs. Moore.

In addition I am strongly urging that the present absentee ballot law is unconstitutional and
should be change

ho that you will not be deceived by Mr. Moore&# protestations that nothi has been done
wrong. I feel that I won the election fair and square, and I urge you to ge behind m in this fight

to expose the manner in which absentee voting has been conducted in this county to the end that
it will not happe again. Therefore I expect to let the Court of Appeals mak the final decision °
