Frankfort, July 8 (Spl) — At
the conclusion of a war bond
drive, May 15-July 4, 1950, Ken-
tucky received from the U. S.
Treasury Department an exact
replica of the Liberty Bell. The
original hangs in the tower of
Independence Hall, Philadelphia.

The replica, one of 53 donated
to the United Gtates by the French
iron and bronze industries, was
brought into the front hall of the
Old State House in Frankfort
with great difficulty. It measures
7 feet and es in circum-
ference around the crown and 12
feet around the lip and weighs
about 2,000 lbs. It is suspended
under a thick wooden yoke sup-
ported by iron uprights. The
bell rests for safety upon two
horizontal iron bars.

New Regulation
Now Effective

Frankfort, July 8 (Spl.) — All
cattle being returnied from stock-
yards or public sales barns and
auctions or “contagious diseases,
acting State veterinarian, Dr,
Robert H. Singer, has reminded
the Kentucky livestock industry.

Dr. Singer was referring to a
recent regulation adopted by the
State Board of Agriculture that
requires blood testing and health
inspection of all cattle being pur-
chased for return to the farm.
Animals - bought for immediate
ughter and spayed heifers and
steers are excepted from this reg-
ulation.

Also exempted are officially
vaccinated calves (calves between
the ages of four through eight
months) that have been vaccinat-
ed with Strain 19 Brucella abortus
ine by an accredited veterin-
and cattle from certified
brucellosis-free herds. Another
category of cattle excluded from
the test are officially vaccinated
animals under 30 months of
age when accompanied by a vac-
cination certificate.

All cattle which were condemn-
ed on the test for brucellosis are
branded and ordered to be sold
for immediate slaughter.

Each Kentucky stoc] st
make available an accredited vet-
erinarian to do this inspection
and blood testing work on sales
days.

SIDE-DRESS CORN |
Most of the corn in the county is

The corn plant itself will tell you
which plant food is lacking. -
Nitrogen deficlency turna leaves a
light green to yellow, beginning
along the mid-vein in the lower
leaves, progressing up the stalk.
