State Police Pledged
To Clean-Up Job

Don Sturgill, Kentucky’s commissioner of pub-
lic safety, has put Northern Kentucky and its legal
authorities on notice that State Police will clean
up gambling in that area if officials elected or em-
ployed to do the job continue to neglect their duty.

We are pleased to see this further evidence of
the State Police coming of age. In the past the state
has leaned backward to make this state enforcement
body secondary to local authorities, and this in
theory is good, inasmuch as home rule is to be de-
sired as long as home rule is not a misnomer. But as
State Police looked elsewhere while crime- flourish-
ed under so-called home rule, and as they centered
their attention on traffic.laws and their enforcement,
these nattily uniformed troopers on occasion bore
all the authority of a troop of Boy Scouts.

Gradually, the State Police has emerged townrd
what it should he — an enforcement organization
with the authority of the state behind it, mobile;
flexible, well-knit, and ready to face up to respon-
sibility.

Commissioner Sturgill notes that “we get com-
plaints from the mountains about heotlegging, but
theonly ones we get about gambling are from Nnrth—
ern Kentuck

Let Mr. Sturgill not forget that mountain boot-
legging is an offense against the law, even as North-
ern Kentucky gambling is an offense.

Respectful of the rights of other officers, Stur-
gill announced that he would, before ordering™state
troopers to make raids, first of all give .the police
chief of Kenton county a list of eight or ten sus-
pected gambling places, and thus present the police
chief a chance to do the job himself.

Surelv Mr. Sturgill knows that the chief of
police of Kenton county needs no such list. He surely
knows that no local officer ever needs such informa-
tion. The general public knows it — why should not
the enforcement officers? Wherever we can, let us
give law enforcement officers credit for integrity of
purpose and action. But if we cannot do this, let
us not insult them by saying they have not the
ability to see the crimes that are committed beneath
their very noses.

We repeat, we are glad to see organized gam-
bling under attack by state police. Organized crime
of any kind must pe attacked by the best organized
forces of law enforcement the state has.

Let us not forget that Eastern Kentucky boot- _

Freezers are being filled with
two favorite frozen foods—corn
and peaches. Both can be delici-
ous months from now if packag-

and frozen properly.

Food should be quick frozen
very soon after they are packed.
Prepare only three or four con-
tainers and pack.

Pack as many containers as
can be frozen in the home free-
zer in 24 hours (2 to 3 pounds
per cubic feet), When lockers are
overloaded, freezing is retarded
and foods may lose quality or
even spoil,

After freezing, store food at
0° F or lower. At higher tem-
perature, frozen foods lose both
eating quality and vitamin value.

Corn on cob needs special care
to have that from-the-garden fla-
vor. Varieties that freeze well are
Golden Bantam, Country Gentle-
men, and Stowells Evergreen. Se-
lect perfect ears of young ten-
der sweet corn in the milk stage.
Husk, remove silks, trim and
wash Scald 7-11 minutes, ac-
cording to size, in boiling water,
Place in cold water and leave
long enough for the cob to be-
come chilled. (Chilling is impor-
tant in preventing cob-taste.)
Drain, wrap each ear separately
in moisture-vapor-resistant cello-
phane, and pack in bags or cover
with stockinette,

Peaches discoloring has been
the greatest problem in freezing
or canning. Ascorbic acid, citric
acid or lemon juice solves this
problem. Add % . ascorbic
acid to a quart of cold syrup just
befare it is to be used. Or use
1/4 t. of citric acid to a quart of
cold water. Allow the peaches to
remain in the solution for a min-
ute or two, then drain well and
pack in syrup. Or 1 tablespoon of
lemon juice added to the cold
syrup also retards darkening.

UNCOOKED PEACH JAM

Sort and wash about 2% pounds
of fully ripe peaches, Remove
pits and skins and ~¢rush - the
fruit.

Measure 3 c. crushed fruit and
5 c. sugar, mix well, and let stand
about 20 minutes stirring occas-
sionally.

Dissolve 1 package of powdered
pectin in 1 c. of water, bring to
a boil and boil for 1 minute. Add
pectin to the fruit and sugar mix-
ture and stil for 2 minutes.

Ladle the jam into jelly glasses
or into suitable freezer contain-
ers, leaving % inch head space.
Cover the containers and  let
stand 24 to 48 houts, or until the
jam has set. Thenspover-the jam
with 1/8 inch layer of hot paraf-
fin. This will make about nine
6 oz. glasses.

The uncooked jam may be stor-
ed for a few months in a refriger-
ator, or up to a year in a freezer.
At room temperature it will mold
or ferment in a short time. If,
when opened, the jam is too
firm, it can be softened by stir-
ring. If it tends to separate, stir-
ring will blend it again.

vised it, leans forward at an
angle from the main body of the
tool-holder, giving it greater
penetration on less power than
is required with conventional cut-
ting tools now in use in coal min-
ing. The tools now in use stand
vertically, or at right angles to
the main body af the tool hold-
er, and s lhis old-type tool push
es rather than cuts. Joy contends
that the cutting tool he has de-
vised for greater cutting ability
with less pressure will give an
increase in the percentage of stok-
er size coal in the fine coals and
also a reduction of carbon con-
tent.

The cutting tool Joy has de-
vised has two cutting points in-
stead of only one as in the old-
type tool. When one point is dull-
ed by usage, the bit may simply
be reversed in the holder. He
claims this is the only tocl-hold-
er and cutting tool designed at an
angular position in two parts.
The device has an adapter
which can be placed in the tool
holder to raise the cutting bit to
any desired gauge. This feature
gives the bit a solid base, there-
by preventing the slips exper-
ienced with present-day holders,
which bave only set screws to
hold the cutting tool to gauge.
A set screw will be used with
the Joy tool-holder but its sole
purpose will be to prevent the
cutting tool from falling out of
the holder.

The cutting tool may be sup-
plied with carbide insert tip,
carbide welded tip or plain tip.
The tool-holder would be weldeq
to any conventional chain used
in the mining of coal and other
minerals.

Kentucky Seeks
Bidding on More
Super-Road Work

The State Hl[hwny Depart-
ment says it plans to ask for bids

Aug, 23 on another section of the
first super-highway to be built
in Kentucky under the 8-1 fed-
eral aid program.

Ten bids—with the lowest $1,-
169,487—recently were received
for initial construction of the
first stretch of the proposed four-
lane superhighway.

The lowest bid by Sam Nally
Co., Bardstown, and Nally & Gib-
son, Springtield, was for grading
and drainage of 6.264 miles.

stretch extends from about
a mile south of the Kentucky
‘Turnpike to near the Nolin River
in Hardin county. A $371742
bridge is under construction
across the river. This is Ken-
tucky’s first superhighway con-
struction project under the pro-
gram in which the federal gov-
ernment puts up $9 for each $1
furnished by the state to cover
costs. It includes grade and
drainage for the bridge ap-
proaches,

The Highway Department says
the stretch upon which it plans
to open bids Aug. 23 for grade
and drainage work exténds from
the Nolin River bridge about four
miles south to near Upton.

It hopes to advertise for bids
early next year on constructing
an interchange near Elizabeth-
town to connect the new freeway
Wlth the toll road and U.S. 31-W.

In the fall of 1958, the depart-
ment plans to ask for bids to
pave the two superhighway sec-
tions, inf e and approach-
es to the bridge.

Eventually the superhighway
will run to the Tennessee state
line near Franklin, Ky., where it
will connect with a -Tennessee
l\:ﬁerhwhwly leading to Nash-
ville.

Forest Planting Areas
Need Brush Control Now

Hardwood brush and ‘low val-
ue tree species have proved to be
a major problem in site prepara-
tion for pine forests, says James
Newman, Kentucky Agricultural
Extension Extension Service for-
ester.

Established brush will shade
and deform pine seedlings unless
the brush is removed, Newman

5.

Chemical spraying is a good
control measure in sites prepara-
tion. It should be done in July
and August; this work may save
cleaning and weeding work later.

Use the chemical 2, 4, 5T for
woody plants, Newman says. Mix
one gallon of the 2, 4, 5-T con
centrate (four pounds acid equi-
valent) to 50 gallons of water,
Wet foliage thoroughly when ap-
plying the spray; remember, too,
that it is difficult to properly |
spray brush taller than five feet

Newman noted that chemical
control of brush (as a site pre-
paration) is now part of the ASC's
approved-practices plan, starting
this fall. Treated areas must be
followed up by spring plantings,
of course, to qualify under ASC

Summer Lamb Handling
Discussed by Miller

Any lambe which were not
ready for market by July 15
should have been weaned, treated
for internal parasites and turned
on the cleanest pasture available,
says R, C. Miller, Kentucky Agri-
cultural Extension Service sheep
specialists.

Such lambs will make only
slow gains in the hot part of the
summer, he says, but can be fin-

in the fall after nights cool off,
provided the lambs are kept
healthy.

Running lambs in cornfields—

stage—has become more popular
in Kentucky. Lambs apparently
do no damage to growing corn,
though occasionally the pull off
a lower leaf or two; they eat
grasses and weeds in cornfields.
Pasturing them thus is also a good
way to break up the parasite
cycle; the cornfield is free of
| parasites the sheep might pick up,
since the field has been plowed
and has not had sheep on it for
months, Keep a phenothiazine-
salt mixture available to these
lambs, though.

Robert R. Martin said in an ad-
dress at Paintsville last Friday.
The state superintendent of
public instruction spoke at a joint
luncheon meeting of the Paints-
ville Rotary and Kiwanis clubs in
the school's newest building,
which will be dedicated this fall.
Declaring that Mayo School is
a “model for the rest of the state.”
Dr. Martin said that its buildings
are valued at more than $1,000,-
000, that it has an average of 600
students and 35 faculty members.
The school has a waiting list as
large as its' enroliment, he added.
Vocational training is becom-
ing more and more important to
keep pace with Kentucky’s rapid
industrial growth, Dr. Martin said.
Commenting on’ Kentucky's
general educational program, the
state superintendent said that
many improvements have been
made during the past year, al-
though teachers' salaries still are
so low that many trained teach-
ers continue to leave Kentucky.
For the first time, he said, all
Kentucky public schools have
nine-month terms, and there are
1,157 more teachers employed in
the state than there were a year

Music and art have been added
