JILLS HIN SPE AT MEETI
T FO AR HISTORI SOCI

Dr. Willard Rouse Jillson, of

Frankfort, geologist and historian
of the Eastern Kentucky region,
recalled 100 years of the section&#39

past in an address Sunday before
the first annual meeting of the
Eastern Kentucky Historical So-
ciety here but his speech was

prefaced with remarks on the

“amazing development” of the
area that had occurred since the

one time state geologist resided
here 40 years ago.

Jillson’s speech, which follow-
ed a talk by Charles F. Hinds,

Louisville, secretary of the Ken-

tucky State Historical Society,
reviewed the explorations of Gab-

reel Arthur, the first white man

to visit the Big Sandy valley
and the journeys of Gist, Boone
and others.

The meeting of the society, held
at the home of Mr. and Mrs. J
W. McIntosh on First avenue, was

the group& first membership-
wide gathering and was attended
by members and others from Lex-
ington to Pikeville. Luncheon was

served to 77 guests and the pro-
ceedings were broadcast by radio
station WPRT. Guest of the so-

ciety, besides Jillson and Hinds,

Frankfort, who is an officer of

the state society.
Hinds, in a talk preceding Dr.

Jillson, spoke in detail on the
records available to the public in

the library and museum of the

Frankfort. He reviewed the first
settlements of the Big Sandy and

the Indian captivity of Jenny
Wiley.

in poor condition.

This Way Out
The Kentucky Department of Highways has a

way out of that Olive Hill right-of-way mess—if it
has the courage to strike off in a new direction, on

its own initiative and at the risk of drawing executive

displeasure.
.

To do this it will have to remember that there

is no law or.rule of ethics that compels it to build

that highway through the middle of Olive Hill,
simply because Governor Chandler promised during
the 1955 primary election campaign that he would

see that it was so built.

Kentucky cannot afford to pay off all the poli-
tical promises made by winning candidates. If such

promises are indeed to be regarded as “money in

the bank,” there should be sharpdifferentiation made
between good ones and bad ones. And the bad ones

should be paid off not in coin of the realm but in

something, shall we say, short of the genuine.
By-passing towns has become rather regular

procedure, anyhow. Then why make an exéeption
of Olive Hill in order to pay off a bad and a costly
promise?

If you have to depend on your

eyes to judge quality, look for

birds that have (1) a clean, thin

skin free of pin feathers; (2) well

fleshed breast and legs, and (3) a

leyer of creamy fat evenly dis-

tributed under the skin.

Buy fryers which have been

kept under refrigeration.
tinue to refrigerate them.

Fresh fryers may be stored 2 to

3 days in the coldest part of the

refrigefator. Cut-up fryers and

parts, like giblets, should be used

one day after purchase, If it_is

necessary to kee them longer,
freeze them.

Families. who have freezers

would find putting fryers in the

freezer a pleasure later.

Have them clean and rea ‘t
prepare. Then just wrap in

tight, moisture-proof ‘mate
and freeze quickly.

fice.

K. R, S, 70.550
— No fee shall be allowed or pai to said officers or employes.

(of the County Police Force).

K. S. R. 70.560 — The Fiscal Court shall, by order, fix the amount of the salary
of all appointees, but no fees or other compensation shall be paid or allowed to
any of the officers or members of said County Police Force.

K. R. S. 70.570 — The members of said County Police Force shall not have
Power ta serve subpoenas, summonses, and notices in civil cases.

Now, this being true (who pays them and from where?)
If the administrative duties of our Sheriff department could not be carried

out by our department—then why were the people not told by public procla-
mation.

In my opinion our County Judge has not only misled and deceived the public
but also the officers who work under him, and has aroused the curiosity of the
voters.

If the fiscal court will not by order set a salary as the law requires them to do
(K. R, S.) and if the County Police Officers are prohibited by law from receiving
any fees or serving any civil papers, then the public has the undoubted right to re-
quire our County Judge to publicly disclose to the voters from what public funds
they are being paid and if none then why their super-patriotism all of a sudden
by working for nothing. Any candidate for County Judge who will not answer
these questions is not worthy of your confidence or your vote.
