Several parties of American ex-
plorers visited the salt lick and
used the mastadon ribs for tent
poles and the vertebrae for seats.
They carried away mastadon
teeth weighing 10 pounds each,
tusks 11 feet long and five-foot
thigh bones, In 1805,
Jefferson, as an official of the
American Philosophical Society,
had a party gather one of the
most complete collections ever
taken from the lick, but an ignor-
ant servant had the bones ground
into fertilizer. All the bones are
now gone.

Bone Lick became a fashionable
watering place for young ladies
who had gone into ‘declines” and
for men and women-who ate and
drank too much and exercised
too little. A hotel arose to ac-
commodate those who came to
drink the sulphur water.

“BETTER OR WORSE"

A typical question askéd those
of us who admit to some years is,
“Are things better now or worse
than when you were young?” The
question is very unfair. It pre-
supposes that we older ones are
capable judges and that our ans-
wers could not be questioned,
either. Prankly, it is unfair or
unwise to expect an older person
to condemn everything, whether
‘of-older times or - more Tecent
ones. If one of us said that the
older times were ever so much
better than now, every one of the
questioners would secretly say
that Grandpap was getting old
and forgetful. If we said that
there has never been a time like
now, they would say that the old
fellow was entirely too spry for
his age and refused to grow old
naturally. At the risk of falling
into one of these two pits, I shall
attempt to answer the question,
but with no very positive or nega-
tive assertion.

There are values that we have
lost or are losing because of the
changing times. Neighborliness,
for example, cannot last forever,
1 fear. A neighborhood is now so

they plant so much to be sure of
a crop; secretly they are already
planning to divide ¥ ith triends
who do not have a garden or or-
chard or who do not raise the
same kind of things. In this sum-
mer of 1957 my wife and I have
been the beneficiaries of pounds
upon pounds of garden truck, all
becguse our friends had more
than they could use. Since I have
no garden plot, I suppose that
must trade this column for vege-
tables, or maybe the thousand
and one speeches that I have
made “free gratis for nothing”
could be taken as a sort of windy
payment for these luscious things.
Anyway, I still feel that neigh-
borly generosity is an old-time
thing that is not likely to die
soon.

To balance some of this kindly
attitude that has come down to
us, we have developed some vir-
tues that were once hardly "so
common. Our horizon has so wid-
ened that we take in now people
from everywhere, whereas "we
once were very awkward in: the
presence of outsiders or even sus-
picious of them. Everybody now

nebulous  that nobody  could
bound one.

Two years
ago, when we buried my wife’s
father back in his old home
neighborhood, nobody ~ expected
the neighborhood men and boys
to turn out enmasse and dig. the
grave.

BURKE RULED
OFF BALLOT

Former Attorney Here
May Not Be Candidate
On Republican Ticket

Frankfort, Oct. 11 ‘The.Court
of Appeals agreed day a can-
didate for Pike circuit judge, who
lost in the Democratic primary,
cannot seek the office as a Re-
publican nominee in the general
election.

The appellate court affirmed
the ruling of Pike circuit court
that enjoined the County Clerk
from printing on the ballots the
name of Francis M. Burke as the
G.O.P. candidate for judge in the
November election.

Burke, a former resident of
Prestonsburg and a member of
the Floyd county bar, was defeat-
ed for the Democratic nomina-
tion by James B. Stephenson in
last May’s primary election. There
was no candidate for the Republi-
can nomination.

On September 7, the opinion
said, the Republican County Com-
mittee adopted a resolution nomi-
nating Burke as its candidate for
circuit judge. Stephenson then
brought action to keep ,Burke’s
name off the ballots.

Circuit court ruled in Stephen-
son'’s favor and Burke and the
County Court Clerk appealed to
the state's highest court.

They asserted two grounds for
reversal: 1, Circuit court had
no Jm‘lsdlctlcn in the case and 2,
Burke’s GOP. nomination was
expressly authorized by Kentucky
statute.

Commenting on the latter con-
tention, the appellate court point-
ed to a'section of state law which
s'alH in positive terms that:

. No major political party
shall have any power to nominate
any candidate for any elective of-
fice or to provide any method of
nominating candidates for any
elective office other than by pri-

Anniversary

On the anniversary of fta first
year in Pikeville, the Soclal Se-
curity Administration District Of-
fice is reminding ares residents
that they may lose many benefits
through failure to acquaint them-
selves with requirements of the pro-
gram.

This holds true despite the fact)
that the district office, which has
served the six-county area of Floyd,
Pike, Johnson, Martin and Magof-
fin counties, Kentucky, and Buch-
anan county, Virginia, since Octo-
ber 15, 1956, each months pays out
approximately $400,000 in benefits
to some 10000 residents according
to Thomas B. Thompson, district
manager.

Conisiderable additional  services
are beinz afforded through the of-
fice since July 1, when the staff of
8 began administering the disablity

benefits program for people over
50. First payments in that
went out in August, although the
office has been accepting disability
claims since late last year.

In addition to the district office,
contact stations are maintained at
Prestonsburg,  Wayland, Belfry,
Ines, Paintsville and  Salyersville,
and at Grundy in Buchanan county,
Virginia. These stations are visited
regularly for the benefit of those
unable to come to the district office
because of disability or lack or
transportation.

One of the bigzest problems pres-
ently confronting the Pikeville office
is the misunderstanding that exists
regarding the requirements for dis-
ability benefits, In addition to &
work test that must be met by all
applicants under this provision of
the law, a worker must be so severe-
h disabled that he is unable to per-

form ANY  regular, substantial
gainful work. Thus a disability
which simply prevents s worker
from continuing in the work to
which he is accustomed, is not nec-
essarily sufficlent to qualify him for
benefits.

Monthly payments are avallable
to an insured worker when he re-
tires at any time after reaching
65, and his wife also may receive
payments upon attainment of sge
62, even though she never had a
saclal security number.
