SHOW DROP

Reed’s -Production Sags
To 50% Capacity, Said;
Export Market Declining

“The coal business is bad right
now,” one large Floyd county oper-
ator said this week after noting
that prices and demand had been
skidding for six weeks. Most pro-
ducers cerdit the sliding overseas
demand for Nmited production in
the Big Sandy fleld but others add
the lessened domestic and Industrial
market as causes of the slump.

Eikhorn Coal Company, Drift, said
Dis mines, which included the truck

Miners Memorial hospital, has
only 12 physicians in general
practice to establish a ratio of ap-
proximately one doctor to each
4,680 persons. This is not quite
as bad as it seems, since the staff
of the McDowell institution con-
tributes henvﬂy to medical serv-
ice for miners,

Will Sordid History Repeat Itself?.

Last June 13—after the primary election orgy of
vote-buying and vote-selling—THE TIMES publish-
ed an editorial, which asked the question, “Was the
Price Too High?”

In that editorial we concluded that the election
may have heen worth holding as a part of the demo-
cratic processes of government but offered the opin-
don that “the sacrifice of decent principles is an awe-

We refer to thnt editorial now by way of warning
Floyd county's citizens of the possibility that the sor-
did history of that primary election may be repeated
aext Tuesday.

The last grand jury that was convened here was
instructed by Circuit Judge Hill as to the conduct of
the past election, and the judge at that time express-
ed the hope that, some day, Floyd countians would
expend some energy and time and money, if neces-
sary, in the good cause of putting a halt to the dis-
grace that is the buying of human rights as chattels.
‘He suggested that evidence that would “hold water”
in court should be gathered and that the time to ac-
cumulate such evidence is on election day, at the poll-
ing places.

Age there left a remnant of us who will not other-
wise he engaged on election day—engaged, say, in
making this evidence rather than gathering it—to put
into action such a plan? Perhaps the time is too short.
Maybe-the whole idea is Quixotic and unpraetieal in
the face of the so-called “practical politics” that is
this county’s standard brand.

At any rate, we can think. And let us please do so.
Let us as voters begin marvelling now at the miracle
of ecopomics which will constrain a man to gamble
$10,000 on an office that can legally pay him for
four years’ work no more than $30,000—a net of only
$5,000 a year, and that net uncemm at the time he
makes the gamble.

These things we mention here, before the electmn.
hoping that all of us will not be accomplices both be-
fore and after the fact.

Boat Operators
Foresee Refund
In Gasoline Tax
UHJCAOO‘— ‘The nation's boat-
ing operators will have a chance to

collect as much as §2500,000 in re-
funded fuel tax money from the

Government this year
The estimate was made by the
Outboard Boating Club of America,
a national association of boating
enthuslasts and manufacturers and
sellers of marine equipment.

The assocation estimated that
about 250,000,000 gallons of gasoline
were used from July 1, 1956
through June, 1957.

1t was pointed out to members
that the highway revenue nct of
1056 raised federal excise taxes on
gasoline, from 2to 3 cents a gal-
lon, with the increase earmarked to
help finance the new federal high-
way program.

However, the bill provided that
the one-cent Increase was refund-
able i the fuel was used otherwise
than in a highway vehicle, This in-
cludes gasoline used by motarboats,
the OBC. said.
