He was born around 1750 of poor

parents, according to various bio-

graphers. in either Loudon, West-

moreland, or Botetourt County,
Virginia. In the American Revo-

lution, again depending on sev-

eral sources of information. he

was a captain or a colonel. He

ee moved to Kentucky in

1783. This belief is supvorted by

two pieces of evidence. He bought
ja town lot in Lexington and was

admitted to the bar in that year.

Beginning with the year 1784
Greenup’s rise was rapid in Ken

tucky politics, making it easy to

sketch his life with more certain-

ty. He was, successively, clerk of

the First Statehood Convention at

Danville, clerk of the Virginia
Court of Kentucky. a member of

the United States House, clerk of

the Kentucky Senate, Circuit

Judge, and Governor of Ken-

tucky From 1808 to his death

in 1818. he remained active in

public life.as a state representa-
tive and justice of the peace. He

was also a director of the Bank
of Kentucky and an early trustee
of Transylvania University.

Governor Greenup died at Blue
