NEVER FULLY SOLVED

Brown stacked the boxes by @ héad. | 55t

collected the entire $80,000 from
the New York Life Insurance Com-
pany. Turner's “widow” also collect-
ed on another $5,000 double-indem-
nity policy from the Penn Mutual
Life Insurance Company.

Three months and 16 days after
the bodies were discovered in the
mine, the Pike County grand jury
returned murder-conspiracy indict-
ments against Turner, his wife, his
r and the two Joe Jacks. No
indictment was returned against
Brown.

Obviously, the grand jury didn’t
belleve that Turner was dead,

The indictment, recognizing only
one victim, charged that the accus-
&, all related by blood or marriage,
conspired “to murder an unknown
man,” and that the act was perpe-
trated “with a wire charged with a
high voltage of electricity and by |
exploding dynamite, powder or oth-
er high explosives.”

1t went on to say that “an un-
known man was blown to pleces
and wounded upon the head, body,
arms, limbs and- person so that said
unkown man did then and there
dle . . . against the peace and dig-
nity of the Commonwealth of Ken-
tucky.”

One segment of the mystery wes
cleared up when it became estab-
lished that melther of the .two
mangled bodies was that of Turner
or Brown. The puzale was, and is:
whose bodies were they?

Rumors are still afloat that a
couple of men in the area disap-
peared about that time and never
were heard of again. But what
about those oblong boxes stacked
In the headhouse before anybody
disappeared?

A few months after the explosion,
Turner, who had returned to life,
faced trial in the Pike Circult
Court. He drew a life sentence.

Then Joe Jack, Jr, recelved a
similar sentence, but the Court of
Appeals set it aside. None of the
other defendants ever came to trial.
Joe Jack, Sr., however, spent two
years in Jail before the untried
charge agninst him was dismissed

In & ‘long-drawn-out series of
trials, the younger Jack finally was
acquitted by & Boyd County jury
after being granted a change of
venue in 1028. That trial was held
at Catlettsburg. He was defended
by Judge W. A. Daugherty,
still practices law in Pikeville

After six years In prison, Turner

was. pardaned,

She |
had provided a big funeral for him

Turner fled to Austrin, but ther

- FARM NOTES

By ROBERT M. JONES |

STRAWBERRIES

Make plans for muiching straw-
berry patches now. Plants should
be mulched in December after we
have & hard freese and makes the
plant dormant.
Mulching materials should be in
the patch now. If you are going to
use straw, soak It thoroughly with
water, this will swell seeds and
prevent sprouting. It requires 1%-
3 tons of straw to properly mulch
an acre. Sawdust or wood shaving
can also be used. Disadvantages of
sawdust is that it will blow off the
patch, and will stick to the berties
when they are picked wet. Mulch
with % inch layer of sawdust over
the complete patch.
Mulching protects crowns from
winter kill and prevents heaving of
plants.  Other ~benefits received
from mulching are holding back
early blooming which is usually
killed by late frost, conserved mois~
ture and slow down weed )
Berries are also cleaner and pick-
ing more pleasant on mulched ber-
ries.

" PASTURE
Don't overgraze pasture now. The
plants need enough leaves during
the fall and winter to protect the
crowns and to manufacture food for
the roots, Even though pulling live-
stock off pasture early will mean
feeding hay, you will be money
ahead. It costs money to establish
a good pasture.

It you have a stralght fescue
Ppasture, an application of ammonia
nitrate now would growtl,
so that grazing could de continued
up into the winter. 100 pounds of
ammonia nitrate would be a suit-
able application for most fescue
fields. -

COMPOST
‘The gardener who needs organic
matter to improve his soll, may
want to consider making & compost
plle. The leaves that are covering
the lawn, and which most people
are burning, would make ideal com-

post.

To make a compost pile, start by
making a fenced in ares sbout 10
feet scross. Put In & layer of ieaves
6-8 inches deep then apply a layer
of fertilizer made by mixing am-
monia- nitrate 3 parts, super-phos-
phate 1 part and ground limestone |
3 parts. Then add another layer of |
leaves, followed by another layer of |
fertilizer mixture. Continue this till
you have a sufficient supply. The
compost pile should be kept molst
and stirred occasonally. Small
amounts of fertile soll or animal
manure added to the pile will has-

mposition.

Now ls the time to fertilize your
lawn. Use 15 pounds of & high grade
fertilizer. Such & 5-10-10-, 5-10--15,
or 6-12-12, per 1000 sq. ft. of lawn.
This fertilizer will Xeep bluegrass
gTeen this winter and start it off
early in spriog. In March the lawn
should recelve another fertilizer ap-
Pplication.

Our Community
Teachers

It is the teachers—not the text-
books, methods, or classrooms—
which largely determine the qual-
ity of the educational program. It
is the teacher who awakens joy in
knowledge, who becomes an ideal
for his pupils, who inspires their
effort and encourages their achieve-
ment.

To solve the problem some commu-
nitles are employlng teachers whose
preparation ls mediocre. Others are
increasing class size, often to the
point where good teaching becomes
{mpossible.

Public concern with this problem
can be expressed in many ways. In
the first place, young men and wo-
men who by ability and personality
should develop Into good teach-
ers can be encouraged to enter
teaching.

Each community can help the sit-
uation, also by retaining the good
teachers It already has Most
teachers leave the profession re-
luctantly and would not do so if the

other occupations. The community
that stands by while competing
communities siphon off its best
teachers may find it lmpossible to
replace them.

Public understanding and appre-
ciation are important to the reten-
tion of good teachers. Many excel-
lent teachers have sought other em-
ployment because of an epldemlc
of irresponsible and unwarranted
criticism, As President Elsenhower
recently sald, “Teachers need our
active support and encourngement.
‘They are doing the most necessary
and exacting jobs in the land. They
can do their best only as we show
them our appreciation and offer
them our help”,
