Carolina or the lattice-like valleys
of Virginia or Kentucky. White lig-
uor was a lucrative article of trade
and there was  rendes-
vous, But Ed Hall was 1o dealer in
cit Uiquor, ahd he followed his
occupation of logger, leaving the
nefarious business to others. until
the law beckoned for his services.

States' marshal and, with his asso-
clates, Bill Edwards and Billy Ren-
fro, began to search and seize, He
became hated and feared, but
Donkey breathed a bit easler and
there were fewer nights when guns
barked incessantly.

Donkey was_traditionally lawless,
the town and its vicinity accursed
with murders. It had beengthat way
for generationa.

In 1810 a Kentucky-bound plon-
eer, with the family's "belongings”
strapped on & donkey, had stopped
on Pound River to spend the night.
The animal died and the family
awoke to find itself stranded. Trav-
elers, noting the bleaching bones of
the beast, named the place Donkey.
Thirty years later, still Donkey, &
village began to build up around a
country store and it became a trade
center for a wide area. One of the
articles in much demand was “apple
Jack”

Tllicit whiskey, bad men and the
utter absence of law, made Donk-
ey & wild, screaming town few trav-
elers would visit. The years
and One-Eyed Dock Mullins sat
down when he was old and noted
the murders, most of them unsolv-
ed. Fifty had occurred within a ra-
dius of two miles to the general
store. Ed Hall hadn't yet earned his
reputation as the Mountain Man-
‘Hunter but that he was courageous.

So.people
called him Big Ed Hall. He had his
troubles in Donkey, nside and out-
side the law but in the main he
allowed the town to carouse.

Five days later, Jan. 30, the jury
after short deliberation filed into
the court, headed by B. O. Fergu-
son, with & verdict of guility. Talt
Hall was sentenced to hang “by the
neck until dead.” The doomed man
whined that the Bateses had sworn
his life away In order to clear them-
selves, Judge HLA.W. Bkeen ordered
him taken to the Lynchburg jail
for safekeeping until the Virginia
Court of Appeals should act.

Obtrusively evident at the Hall
trial was the Red Fox. He was no
longer a deputy United States mar-
shal but had been made a county
patrolman for the occasion, He ex-
hibited himself near the bar a great
deal or, with guns on both hips,
paraded around the courtroom. Of-
ten he cast mocking eyes at the
sullen Hall.

‘Then, three months after the Hall
trial, he dissppeared, went out to
commit & erime himself. At a place,
called afterwards the Killing Rocks,
several rods on the Virginia side of
Pound Gap, he and two others am-
bushed the Ira Mullins family.
