Entered as second class matter June 18, 1927, at the postoffice at

What About The “Old” Busines
Floyd county needs new and varied industries if it

is to have a stable economy and is to stop the outward

drift of its people to distant industrial centers. On that
issue Floyd county’s people are more nearly agreed,
perhaps, than on any other.

But there is another matter that we should consider

while we work toward the day when such industries

may be located here. And that is what shall we do

with the business that we already have.

This county already has heavy payrolls outside its

mining and natural gas industries. Almost every busi-

ness in this county has a payroll overhead that means

spending money in Floyd countians’ pockets. But

what is Floyd county doing to help the business that

it already has?

It is admitted that many businesses competing with

these already established in this county—businesses
which are located in neighboring counties or barely

across the state line—are drawing heavily on Floyd

county’s purchasing power, thus reducing the earn-

ings of Floyd county enterprises, retarding their prog-

ress and threatening eventually to cut down on the

employment of people working here at home.

A few weeks ago, Floyd county students attending

a Lexington school declared they could not find a

store there that supplied their needs as well as a cer-

tain Prestonsburg store. While they were at home

they bought at the local store. At the same time, many

of their friends who had not yet left home for college,

or who ha finished college work and, had returned

home to stay, were driving a round trip of 150 miles

to shop in Huntington.
You wonder why those away from home like to

come hom to shop while those at home go elsewhere,

and we do not have the answer. Sure, distant pastures

appear greener, and some find traveling and getting

away from hom for a day interesting, but we do not

offer that as anything approaching an analysis of the

public psychology.
If we at home would consider what Floyd county

loses when Floyd county money is spent elsewhere,

and what that money could mean to Floyd county if it

were kept at home, there would be a new interest in

business at home. No man lives alone, nor does any

business.
=

Consider, for instance, a local business which em-

ploys six. That means a payroll of about $20,000,

besides the owner&#3 profit if any. But let Floyd coun-

tians stay away from that place of business enough,

buying in&#39;anot town, for instance, and soon that

employe is forced to reduce the number of his em-

ployes. Let this go on long enough, and the business

will fold up. Gone will be $20,000, perhaps $30,000,

a year that formerly was spent in Floyd county for

foodstuffs, clothing, taxes, home building, etcetera.

If we think this thing through, the logical conclu-

sion must be that it will profit Floyd county little if it

has a thousand new businesses as long as Floyd county

insists on doing business elsewhere.

fully for 20 years under the first

four Governors as Auditor of Public

‘Accounts (1796-1816) What Ken-

tuckian cared in 1816 if George Ma-

dison were related to the President

of the United States or not?

Tt wasn&# until about 1900, after

some rather lengthy research, that

a great grandson of George Madi-

son, Frank P. Blair, concluded that

the two Madisons were first cousins,

their fathers having been brothers.

Another interesting fact in con-

nection with Governor Madison,

whose portrait by Nicola Marshall

hangs in the Old State House, is

that he was obviously dying by 1816

of tuberculosis, incurred or aggrava-

ted as a prisoner of war, after hav-

ing been, captured at the River

Raisin. During the gubernatorial

campaign, his only opponent, Colo-

nel James Johnson, politely bowed

out of the contest, realizing that the

sympathy and the votes lay with

the dying Madison.

By inauguration day, George Ma-

dison was so weak that he could

hardly stand to take the oath of

office. Exactly 39 days later, on Oc-

tober 14 Governor Madison died at

the age of 53 in Paris, Kentucky.
