Special Circuit Judge Lawrence
F. Speckman entered the judg-
ment. The officlals appealéd to
the Court of Appe:

"The appellate o opinion said the
first question was whether the
plaintiffs had a right to prosecute
the suit against Burchett on the
ground that it would have been
futile to call upon the fiscal
court to take such action.

The trial court on February 10,
1953, ruled that such a request

would have been futile. “This
finding of fact should be sustain-
ed unless clearly erroncous,” the
appellate court sai

1t added:

“The evidence is convincing
that the defendant members of
the fiscal court, prior to the in-
stitution of this action, had amiple
information that Burchett was be-
ing paid and was retaining pub-
lic funds contrary'to law.”

The opinion said the new fis-
cal court in January, 1950, il-
legally ralsed the saln:ry of Bur-
chett and that of the incoming
County Judge, Henry Stumbo.

Burchett, who was paid the
higher salary during 1650, 1951,
and 1952, also retained money
collected from fees and other
sources substantially in excess
of the constitutional limit, the
opinion said.

In similar cases instituted by
the Tax League Special Judge
Lawrence Grauman held that the
League had not made proper re-
quest from the fiscal court for it

Persons who need and desire

vocational rehabilitation services
are referred to the Bureau of Re-
habilitation in severa] ways.
Sometimes they apply directly to
one of the eleven district offices
maintained by the Department of
Education across the State. Others
are referred to the Bureau by
public and private agencies in-
terested in aiding the handicap-
ped. Stil lanother source of re-
ferrals is by means of a member
of cooperative agreements made
between the Bureau of Rehabili-
tation and other public and pri-
vate agencies. Some of these are |
the Kentucky Crippled Children’s |
Commission, Social Security Ad-
ministration, Department of Eco-
nomic Security, and Veteran's
Administration.
Upon application for rehabilita-
tion seryices, applicants are inter-
viewed and then given general
medica] examinations. This medi-
cal information forms the basis
for detaining eligibility for serv-
ices and a case history is develop-
ed.

Some of the services that are |
available to the client are indivi-
dual counseling; hospital, surgi-
cal, and psychiatric services; arti-
ficial limbs and appliances; train-
ing for positions through col-
lege, special schools, and on-the-
job training; necessary tools or
‘placement
assistance; and follow-up services
to make sure that the worker and
| the job are properly matched.

Misunderstanding- Exints *
On Social Security Tax,
Accordm‘ To Thompson

There has been constderable mis-

thelr earnings for social security

tax purposes, according to Thomas
‘B. Thompson, maxiager of the soc-
inl security @istrict office in Pike-
ville.

Scme of this misunderstanding is
hecause there are many cases where
the farmer has not made 8 mnet
thcome of $600.00, and therefore be-
lleves that no Federal income tax
return (Form 1049) is necessaty.
However, all sel-employed persons
must file Form 1040, with a profit
and Joss statement attached, if they
net $40000 a year. Prom this, it is
plain to see that the self-employed
person who makes between $400 and
$600 per year must file the return
and pay the social sec
even though he is not sublect to
income tax.

‘The law goes beyond this in the
case of the self-employed farmer.
He may exerclse an option if he
chooses. When th income
from the farm is $1800 or less he
. may report, for social security pur-
poses, elther two-thirds of his gross
or the actusl net earnings. When
the gross Income from the farm
exceeds $1800 the net income must

than $1200, the farmer may elect
to report $1200 for social security.
If the net earnings from the farm
dre more than $1200 he must re-
port the actual amount of his net

earnings.
To find out his net,earnings he

te | should list all expenses in connec-

tion with the operation of the farm.
nses such as seed, fertilizer,
electricity, fuel and ofl for’ opera-
tion of tractors are counted against
gross income. He should also show
the depreciation on farm bulldings.
tractors, combines, and tools nec-
essary for the operation of the
farm, accarding to Thompson.
More detailed information 1s con-
tained in & publication entitled
Farmers Tax Guide (Publication
No. 225) which can normally be
obtalned from your county farm
agent or the Internal Revenue Ser-
vice.

‘Weisman sald the possibility lies
in the production of Chinese chest-
nuts from these trees are now being
produced successtully on & small
scale in Rockeastle County, he said.

He said the trees should be plant- f o
ed 40 feet apart in early Spring in
areas where there Is unobstructed
sunlight. While the trees are young
the orchard ground may be cult-
ivated and when the trees begin to
bear-in from five to seven yearsthe
Inbor required would consist of grass
mowing, spraying and harvest. Care
of the trees is similar to that of
any orcharg crop.

The trees will yield approximately
1,500 pounds an acre and the cur-
rent price is 20 cents & pound, There
is a ready retail market for chest-
nuts in metropolitan areas.

Weisman said the United States

tons of chestnuts from Italy. “Some
of the cash from this crop could
offer additional financial assistance
to Kentucky farmers through home
production,” he said.
