Forinstance, the retarded need
an over-all community program
providing such services as day-
care  centers, sheltered work-
shops, recreational aclivities and
clinics. The program has to ac-
caunt for all degrees of retarda-
tion and all ages. It must have
continuity, since the needs of the
retarded person shift as he moves
from pre-schaol age to teen-age
and from there to adulthood on
into senior citizen age.

The community necds are.not
fenced in by geographical boun-
daries, becausé when it becomes

planning and carrying oiit'a pro-
gram for each retarded person.

Such services for the retarded
should be geared not only for the
pre:school child, but-for all ages,
because it is offen useful and
necessary to have periodic re-
studies of the person for his an-
tire life.

Sheltered workshops are be-
ginning to be developed in many
communities now. Here the op-
portunity exists in a protected
work situation to study and de-
velop a person's vocational abil-
ities. Here is a place where the
retarded can learn to do certam
useful jobs and adjust to an or-
ganized work pattern while not
yet having to meet full work
competition.

Retarded persons need coun-
selling in many things. This in-
cludes counselling in such soeial
and vocational matters as how to
behgve. in church,-haw. to. hidget
