Floyd is not the only county which has its liquor
troubles. They're here, true; they've been here for
many years—but these problems are not solely ours.

Only two Sundays ago, the sedate, Blue Grass town
of Nicholasville saw approximately 25 state and fed-
eral officers in raids on five homes which yielded, ac-
cording to a news report, hundreds of bottles of alco-
holic beverages and which resulted in the arrests o
five persons on charges of trafficking in hquur

any cleaner because of the situation existing in Nich-
olasville and Jessamine county:- It is intended to re-
mind. all and sundry that practmally every ‘county in
Kentucky will-surrender & sizeable.number of liguor
law violators when an earnest search for them is made.
I is a reminder that each ‘county needs fo look to ns
own affairs.
