Th resolution of the Floyd fiseal court

which divided Floyd county into areas for

the granting of franchises to operators of

community television systems was

upheld Monday by Judge Reed Anderson,
of thé Pike circuit court, who had

presided as special judge in the hearing
of a suit attacking constitutionality of the

court resolution.

The case at issue was that in which

Everett Akers, et al were listed as

plaintiffs, and during the time a decision

had been pending—since May of last

year—a temporary injunction had stayed
further action by the fiscal court.

Judge Anderson’s opinion held, in part:
“The resolution as adopted by the

Floyd fiscal court,

not being un-

constitutional and not depriving plain-
tiffs of any_vested rights, is hereby
declared to be legal and a proper act of

the fiscal court.”

Feb. 6 last year, set off a spirited legal
fight. The court proposed to divide the

county into areas for cable television

franchise purposes and for the stated

intention of preventing a monopoly. It

specified that in accepting bids for

franchises it would award franchises to

the highest and best bidder, ‘taking into

consideration the ability financially and

educationally to operate such system,

made by Mrs. Pauline Sparks of the

Floyd County Health Department,
showed that in the period Jan. 10-20 there

were “roughly estimated”’ to have been

1,37 flu cases in this county. The Martin
area reported the largest number of

cases with 910 Prestonsburg physicians
and the hospital here reported 314 and

McDowell had 150 ;

These estimates were based on

patients reportin for treatment, and itis

believed the estimate is low father than

high There has been, however, no closing
of schools or other publi¢ gatherings.

Broad Form Deed Act
Loses Court Decision
The 1974 law settir.g- aside the ancient

Broad Form deed provisions for strip-
mining without the consent of the surface

owner ran into its first roadblock last

week when Franklin Circuit Judge Henry
Meigs, Jr. held the legislation un-

constitutional.

The opinion will be appealed by Atty.
Gen. Ed W. Hancock and Dean Rivkin,
attorney for the Appalachian Research

and Defense Fund, and may eventually
go to the Supreme Court.

At issue is the controversial ‘‘broad-

form” deed by which mineral rights were

acquired separately from the land

surface in many Eastern Kentucky areas

in the late 1800s and early 1900s—deeds
which give mineral owners almost
unlimited rights to use the surface in

mining operations.
Even though today’s widespread

surface mining was not contemplated at

the time, Kentucky’s Court of Appeals
throug the years has uphel the mineral

owners’ right under the deeds to damage
the surface during strip-mining without

paying further compensation.
Over stiff opposition, the 1974 General

Assembly passed a law, commonly
referred to as House Bill 9, to require
writen consent of surface owners before

a state strip-mining permit can be

issued. The bill took effect Jan. 1.

Time Schools Lost in Snow

To Be Made Good Next June
Recent snows closed Floyd county

schools seven days in a row, and before

that the schools had lost four other days
because of weather conditions.

If there had been n interruptions, the

school term would have ended May 21

the office of Supt Charles Clark said

With the 11 days missed—and if there is

n further loss of time—-the term will end

June 6.

The snow that blanketed Eastern

Kentucky forced widespread school

closings, although no financial loss to the

systems was incurred since the students

will make up those days spent outside the
schoolroom.

In fact, Fred Johnson of the state

Education Department&#39; Finance
Division noted that some districts might

come out slightly ahead financially. He

explained that pupils are more likely to

attend school in the warmer months and
that the institutions also could save on

heating bills by turning thermostats

down lower than they normally would if

classes were in session. And, many local
boards are now paying roughly 300 per
cent more for coal, as well as a 100 per
cent increase for electricity

Supt Eugene Sebastian, of Breathitt

county, noted that his schools had been
closed for an entire week, adding that the

snowfall was the heaviest experienced by
his area in several years. “January and

February are bad months in which to

have school, since the weather is un-

predictable and so many children have to

be bussed across rough terrain,&qu he sald.

Supt. Earl Clemons, of Jackson county,
said his system also was closed the entire
week, but added that widespread reports
of flu might have forced the shutdown in

spite of the weather. Nevertheless,
Clemons said the make-up days will

extend the school sessions “far into

June,&q and this would be a burden for

those teachers who take collegiate
summer courses.

Perhaps Laurel county is experiencing
some of those earlier dire fall predictions
of bad winter months. Richard Morgan,

director of pupil personnel there, said

closings thus far have advanced the last

scheduled school day from May 16to May
30 and that only about four or five days
had been missed at this time last year.

With at least two more months of

winter weather remaining, that figure
could very well continue to élimb.

Meigs’ ruling was in the form of a

memo opinion. A judgment is to be

prepared and entered within about 10

days, the judge said in an interview

Until the judgment is entered, House

Bill 9 remains in effect, Meigs said. The

question of whether the law will be in

force during the appeal period likely will
be brought up at the time the judgement
is entered, he said.

August when No. 8 Limited of Virginia, a

Clintwood, Va., corporation, applied for a

state permit to strip and auger mine 13

acres of the area covered by the 1906
deed.

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How Deep Go Rights?
The Kentucky Court of Appeals, the lone highest state tribunal

in the nation which has upheld the so called Broad Form Deed,

will soon have another opportunity to make a decision which will

affect the ancient document.

In past decisions the high court has ruled o the validity of the

deed itself. It has perversely held that, although strip-mining
was unknown at the time these old deeds were signed by
property owners, such surface mining is legal under the contract

blindly or ignorantly entered into by the landowners.

The Kentucky court has, on occasion, suggested that the deed

be voided by the Legislature, not by court action

So the General Assembly last year enacted what is known as

House Bill 9, legislation which would make it illegal to surface

mine any citizen’s property without his consent. The law was

enacted on the premise that the state’s iegislative body had

police powers to protect the health and well-being of Kentucky
citizens.

Will the Court of Appeals now support the General Assembly in

its effort to enact legislation which it has suggested? The answer

to that question will not be known until the court decision is

handed down.

If that decision again goes against the landowner, we (with no

knowledge of the law but with a belief in human rights) suggest
that legal action be instituted to determine how deep go the

rights of the surface-owner—one foot, two, ten?—then attack

taxation of that landowner for any holdings beyond that depth,
and sue to force reimbursement of taxes paid on surface which

January 16 meeting of the Prestonsburg
City Council and Planning Commission

Stud of Strip Mine

Bill Begun in Ky.
As one of his first actions since taking

over as secretary of the Kentucky
Department for Natural Resources and

Environmental Protection, John S

Hoffman ha directed his department to

study proposed federal strip mine

reclamation bills.

Hoffman has formed a committee

within his department to review federal

bills on surface mining and to keep state

reclamation officials aware of any

changes in the bills. A surface mining
reciamation bill, passed by both houses

of Congress, was recently vetoed by
President Gerald Ford

Hoffman said he was initiating the

study of the federal bills because he

believes a bill similar to the one which

was vetoed would be passed by the next

session of Congress. The vetoed bill was

expected to have little effect on the flat

and rolling lands of the Western Ken-

tucky coal fields. However, some slate

reclamation officials say the vetoed bill

could have significantly affected the

mountainous Eastern Kentucky coal

fields because it required restoration of

most disturbed land to its approximate
original contours.

Announcing the study at a recent

meeting of the Environmental Quality
Commission—a_ citizen&#39; advisory

group—Hoffman said, ‘The department
has identified some negative aspects of
the federal bill. There are also many

very good points in the bill, In an-

ticipation that a similar bill is likely to be

passed, within perhaps a year, I have

initiated a number of projects that will

give us sufficient lead time to take ef
fective action

“We are beginning this study,!’ con

tinued Hoffman, ‘‘so that we can par-
ticipate in solutions to reclamation

problems along with the congressional
committee staff and federal agencies

that will draft the new federal bill.””

Hoffman said his department will give
special attention to departmental
training and manpower development
activities necessitated by the federal bill,

especially to the training of recla-

mation field inspectors.
The task force also will study in-

formation about lands which have been

disturbed by surface or underground
mining. ‘‘We intend,&q said Hoffman, ‘‘to
find out how much land in Kentucky has

been disturbed, where the land is and

what its present condition is. Then, the

study group will prepare a strategy to

rehabilitate mined lands which have

been inadequately reclaimed. This in-

formation is absolutely necessary if we

are ta.be administer *bepared
federal bill when and if it is passed.&q

Hoffman said the department will use

several existing regional studies in

compiling the statewide inventory of

disturbed lands. The study groups will be

headed by Birney Fish, an executive

assistant to Hoffman

VA Interest Rate

On Home Loans Drop
The maximum interest rate on

Veterans Administration GI home loans
will be dropped from 9 percent to 8.5 per
cent effective January 21, it was an-

nounced today by Richard L. Roudebush,
Administrator of Veterans Affairs.
Roudebush, who established the lower

VA rate after consultation with the

Secretary of Housing and Urban

Development, noted that the reduction
was the second since last November 24

when the maximum interest rate was 9.5

per cent. The new 8.5 per cent rate will

also apply to FHA home loans, he added.
Th 8.5 per cent rate is the lowest since

April 1974 when the rate was increased
from 8.25 to 8.5 per cent. The rate was

~

increased to ® per cert last July, ther to

9.5 per cent last August, and then was cut
to9 per cent effective November 25, 1974

The half-per cent decrease would mean

as much as $9.90 per-month saving to
the typical veteran home buyer, and,
over the 30 years life of a $27,500 VA loan,

the total saving could be as much as

$3,535.
The VA Administrator said the VA

home loan market was greatly expanded
under approved by the

President December 31, 1974, when more

than four million veterans whose GI
home loans have bee paid in full and the
home disposed of became potentially
eligible for new loans guaranteed by VA.

The legislation also increased the

maximum VA loan guarantee amount

from $12,50 to $17,500, authorized loans
for the purchase of mobile home lots,
increased the amount of mobile home

loans and broadened the possibilities for

guaranteeing loans on one-family con-

dominiums

Homestead Exemption
Increased for Elderly
FRANKFORT, Ky.—Persons 65 and

older, or who will reach that age this

year, have one opportunity to keep up

with inflation, thanks to the 1974

legislature. They can secure a $7,700 lax

exemption on a residence they own

But applications must be made by
March A eligible person must apply

with the county property evaluation

administrator and maintain the property
for which the exemption is sought as his

personal residence.

Homestead exemptions are not

automatic. Only fone exemption per

homestead is allowed, regardless of the

number of 65-year-olds residing there

House Bill 436, which provided for the

exemption, specified the amount as

$6,500, but further stipulated that “this is

construed in terms of the purchasing
power of the dollar in 1972.&q It also

provided for adjustment every two years

thereafter. “If the cost of living index of

the United States Department of Labor

has changed as much as one per cent, the

maximum exemption shall be adjusted
accordingly.””

This has made possible the raising of

the exemption by $1,200 as a result of an

18 per cent increase

Under terms of the Homestead

Exemption Amendment to the Con-

stitution of Kentucky, ratified in the

general election, Nov. 10, 1970, properties

exempted from taxation were those

which were used as public places, used

for religious worship, places of burial,
institutions of purely public charity,
institutions of non-profit education,

public libraries and single unit resi.

dences occupied by persons 65 years of

ag or older. It stipulated single-unit tax

exemption of up to the assessed valuation

of $6,500 on each residence.

Owners of a duplex may apply if the

duplex is owned jointly by two persons
and each is 65 years or older or if either

owner has a spouse 65 years or older.

Each eligible owner must live in a

separate unit of the duplex. The exemp-
tion may apply to both of them a if they
owned a single homestead,

Speeds Reduced,
FRANKFORT, Ky.—In terms of

vehicle miles traveled, Americans had in

1974 the safest highway travel year in

history, according to a report released by
the Federal Highway Administration
For the first time ince 1963, the total
number of highway fatalities in the nation

has fallen below 47,000
That&#3 far too many deaths, but when

you consider that in the intervening
decade, traffic volume ha increased by
50 per cent (from 805 billion to 1.27 trillion

vehicle miles), the rate of highway
deaths per mile traveled has never been
lower.

In Kentucky, the figures are even more

dramatic, According to Bennie R Maffet
of Kentucky&# Office of Highway Safety
Programs, the total number of highway
deaths in the state last year was

the lowest number since 1961

In Kentucky, 707 died in the past year
as compared to 722 in the year 1961

Every year since, until the advent of the

energy crisis a year ago, there had been
a steadily increasing fatality toll

Asked for comparative travel figures
for 1961 and 1974, Maffet said that the
mileage traveled in the earlier year was

1 billion miles compared to 23.4 billion
miles of motor vehicle travel in 1974. A

In 1961 an average 5 4 peopl lost their
lives in Kentucky for each 100 million
vehicle miles of travel) In 1974 the

Nationally, fatalities were reduced 16.5

per cent for 1974 compared to 1973

Kentucky experienced a reduction of 30

per cent fer the same time period
Using the criteria established above

Kentucky drivers have a safer driving
record than drivers nationally, Maffet

said

At least one transportation official

gives credit for 19 reduction in high
way fatalities to the man behind the
wheel. Bennie R. Maffet, director of the
Office of Highway Safety Programs, says
that drivers of the Commonwealth&#39;s

highways now have

a

better awareness of

safe, energy saving driving habits.

Highway accidents claimed the lives of
785 people in Kentucky during 1974

according to fatality figures released by
the Kentucky Department of Trans-

portation. The figures indicate ap

Proximately 30 per cent fewer highway
deaths than the 1,117 reported in_1973

“We cannot overlook the impact of the
55 mile per hour speed limit,” Maffet
said: “It has brought down the accident
figure dramatically. Still, the lowered
limil, of itself, was no panacea. The

constant reiteration of the speed limits

imposed last spring has made us all

aware of the hazards of driving.”
Maffet referred to urban accident

figures by way of example. ‘For the
most part, urban roads have always had
lower speed limits, yet urban accidents
are also down.”

Nor is reduced travel necessarily the
caue of lower fatalities. By year’s end,
traffic volume was nearly up to 1973

standards. Vehicle miles traveled are

currently within five per cent of their
level-before the energy crisis occurred

In addition to the 30 per cent reduction in

fatalities, Maffet points out that state

police have reported 4,000 fewer ac.

cidents this year than last year
The director of the safety office cites a

number of contributing factors to the

safety record. ‘Concentrated en-

forcement has certainly helped in

making us conscious of speed limits,” he
said

Higher This Spring
“Farmers may pay 10 to 15 percent

more for fertilizer this planting season

over fall 1974 prices,” said Sharon Conley
of the Floyd Co. ASCS office. ‘Such a

price advance—far les than the doubling
of a year earlier—may signal the end of

the price spiral, according to a recent

report of USDA&#39 Economic Research

Service.”

Fertilizer supplies fell short of demand

in 1974. Despite tight supplies and high
prices, the U. S. farmers used record

amounts—47 million tons—of fertilizer on

their fields, 9 per cent of 4 million tons

more than in 1973. On a plant nutrient

basis, the rise was per cent

The report also shows that farmers

fertilized more acres with both more

gross tonnage and more plant nutrients

last year than in 1973 They fertilized 360

million acres, compared with 354 million

in 1973 using 91 pound of primary plant
nutrients per acre, compared with 1973’s

87 pounds.
High nitrogen fertilizers purchased in

the coming spring may cost 10 to 15

percent more than those for the fall of

1974. The average price for ammonia

may retai] at about $250 per tone. Over

one-third of nitrogen fertilizers go on

corn

Phosphate prices doubled over the 1B

months between April 1973 and Sep-
tember 1974. Prices may average 10

percent higher during 1975 than those of

the previous year, however, they may

average higher during the spring
planting season ‘vhen demand is high.

DeBoard spend his free time working
in his eight-acre apple orchard and on

community development projects. He is

serving his second term a president of
the Thelma Development Club. a com

munity improvement group which also

maintains a meeting facility for area

groups and provides a recreation

program for youth.

The excellence of the club&#39

programming was recently cited by the

North East Kentucky Rural Community

It’s Bird Feeding Time
Most of the time Old Mother Nature

provides enough food for her children,
but on cold winter days, especially when

snow blankets the earth, many resident
birds find life extremely austere. Unless

they can find sufficient fuel to stoke their

tiny furnaces. many of the less hardy
individuals ma perish from the cold

A bird feeder set up in the backyard, on

a window sill, or on some other protected
spot will help prevent this eventuality
The person feeding the birds will benefit,
too. He will derive pleasure from doing a

humane deed and will no doubt enjoy bird

company. H can learn to identify birds,

appreciate their beauty, and then have

them around to sing to him and catch his

bugs come spring
A bird feeder need not be an elaborate

thing and the more rustic the better. It

can be an open-ended box, a plastic milk

jug with a square hale cut in its side, or

just about any other kind of a small

container that can be easily stocked. It

should be erected in a spot sheltered by
a building, a tree, or some other object
and where it can be easily viewed when

birds come to feed

Birds will eat just about anything

_

humans do, but a combination of foods
will attract the most kinds of birds, ac--

cording to John Tuttle poultry specialist
with the University of Kentucky College

of Agriculture. Members of the sparrow
family like the cardinal, junco

‘snowbird!, and song sparrow are able to

handle hard seeds and grains. Sunflower

seed is a favorite, especially of

chickadees, titmice, and nut-hatches

They will also feed on a seed mixture,
and like woodpeckers and the Carolina

wren, are also very, very fond of suet, of

which a large piece can be put in a mesh

bag like those onions are sold in, and

hung from a tree

Peanut butter, mixed half and half with

cornmeal, will drive most birds half out

of their minds. Be sure, however, to mix

the peanut butter thoroughly with the

meal until it is no longe sticky, else it

may choke the birds to death. Chopped
nuts, cracked walnuts, popcorn, oatmeal,
bread crumbs, meat scraps, raisins, and

table scraps also make good bird food,
Tuttle notes.

Sometimes squirrels can cause a

problem at a bird feeder and may take

more food than the birds If the cute

little varmints are not wanted around,
their designs can be thwarted by
swinging the feeder from a limb on a long
wire or b placing the feeder on a pole
with funnellike tin guard or baffle

below the box

Starlings often present a proolem, too,

and, unfortunately no method has ever

been devised to keep them away Since

they are wilder than most songbirds
they scare off easier. Whenever they
appear, step out in the yard and shoo

them off Unless powerfully hungry, they
will stay gone for a hour or so and in the

meantime songbirds can eat their fill

feeding whole corn may help, too, since

grains of corn are little too large for

starlings to eat but are fine for cardinals,

jays and doves, Tuttle says

Birds also need water in winter

especially when ponds and streams are

frozen. Those who provide birdbaths for

their feathery friends should fill them

with water daily Many peole even go to

the trouble of putting electric heaters in

their birdbaths

There is some question as to whether or

not feeding birds is actually beneficial—

beneficial to the birds, that is. Those

questioning the practice say that feeders

cause birdsto congregate and become less

wary, thus making il easier for predators
to catch them. Another argument is that

birds accustomed to being fed lose the

incentive to forage for themselves and
starve when the feeding stops

Both arguments may have some merit,
but the latter may be circumvented in

this manner: when a bird feeding
program i started, it should be kept up,

as Solmon sang, until “lo, the winter has

passed.&q
Personally speaking, we have winter-

fed birds for several years. We have had

n trouble with predators and have found
that when spring comes, the birds prefer

to dine on insects rather than the foods

we provided them There has been no

difficulty at all in weaning them from the

bird feeder

Judge Sees
No Problem With Penal Code

By RACHAEL KAMUF

LOUISVILLE, Ky.—The new chief

justice of the Kentucky Court of Appeals
does not foresee any major problems in

implementing the state&#3 new penal code

In effect since Jan. 1, the code is the
breadest revision of Kentucky criminal

law in recent years, While it

decriminalizes some activities, its most

outstanding contribution, according to

criminal justice officials, is its sim-

plification and clarification of all crimes,
except those set apart by specific
statutes,

Scott Reed began his term as chief

justice soon after the code became-ef

fective. His tenure will be an active one

As h said, ‘‘In no event will there be a

lack of grist for our mill.”

Interviewed at a state justice depart-
ment seminar on the penal cod given for

circuit judges. Justice Reed said he ex-

pects the appeals court to be asked to

rule on many of the new laws in the penal
code. Anytime there is a new law, he

said, there will be challenges to deter-

mine what it means and whether or not it

is constitutional.

Reed said he does not anticipate any

potatoe
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particular with the code. ‘In

the major areas, I see no apparent
reason for concern,” he said, adding that

some passages appeared to be vague and

unclear and would need to be reworded

and clarified.

He declined to comment on specific
passages, noting that it would be im-

proper for him to do so as his court may
be asked to rule on challenged passages.

One issue he does expect the court to

study is the death penalty. Kentucky has

been without a death penalty since 1972
when the U S. Supreme Court (ruling on

another state’s law) said it was cruel and

unusual punishment, therefore un-

constitutional,

The penal code has reenacted the death

penalty. Now certain crimes, such as

multiple murders, carry an automatic

death penalty. Because it is a new law,
Justice Reed anticipates an appeal the

first time it is invoked.
The penal code has been a con-

troversial issue since before its authors

began rewriting it six years ago. Some

have argued that such sweeping changes
will result in chaos. Justice -Reed

disagrees.
A certain amount of confusion can be

expected during the initial period of

adjustment, he said, but the changes are

an “inherent aspect’’ of the law.

“It is apparent there will have to be

amendments and changes, but these can

best be developed by experience, which

is the way the law has always evolved.

Law is simply a natural process of

development and response,”’ he said.
