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Woman, 23,
Held Here
In Slaying

Martin Man Slain;
Second Woman Held
After Husband Shot

Two Flayd county women were jailed
here Monday and were charged with
shooting their husbands.

Mrs. Mary Sue Couch Flanery, 23, is
held on a murder charge in the fatal
shooting of her husband, Kirby Lee
Flanery, 23, Monday afternoon at their
mubile home on Buck's Branch, near
Martin

Mrs. Naomi Martin, 38, was jailed
Monday night after her husband,
Clarence Martin, had been shot at the
Martin home at Drift. Martin's condition
is stable and he is expected to recover,
County Attorney James R. Allen was told
Tuesday morning,

Flanery, whowas a C. & O. brakeman,
was shot one time in his head. A .38
calibre revolver from which the shot
apparently was fired was recovered by
Sheriff Joe W. Lewis, who brought Mrs,
Flanery to jail. The sheriff said the
victim lay on the floor, beside a bed, and
that the revolver was on the opposite side
of the bed.

The couple and their two children, age
2and 3, were the only persons present at
the time of the shooting, Sheriff Lewis
was told. He said Mrs. Flanery after the
shooting called a relative of her husband,
who then called the sheriff’s office.

Mrs. Flanery was highly nervous and
could not make & coherent statement,
Monday afternoon

Mrs. Martin claimed her husband was
wounded accidentally. A bullet from a
38-calibre revolver entered his chest and
ranged downward. He was taken to the
UK Medical Center, Lexington, and it

Floyd Woman Among
Five Suing HEW Head

The Appalachian Research and
Defense Fund (APPALRED) has filed on
behalf of five Kentuckians, one of whom
is a Floyd county woman, a class action
in U. S. district court against Caspar
Weinberger, secretary of the U. §
Department of Health, Education and
Welfare (HEW), seeking declaratory and
injunctive relief to compel HEW to act on
applications filed by the plaintiffs for
disability benefits under the Sup-
plemental Security Income (SSD) section
of the Social Securily Act

Plaintiffs allege that they have been
subjected to inordinate delays in their
attempts to get reviews of the initial
denial of their applications, that such
delays have caused them irreparable
injury and that HEW’s failure to act
violates the Due Process clause of the
Fifth Amendment to the U. S. Con-
stitution

Plaintiffs represent a wide section of
Eastern Kentucky. Nancy Sevier, 43,
resides on Brandy Keg Creek, In this
county; Gracle Sturgill, 46, at Berea, in
Madison county; Bertha Tincher, 55, at
Sand Gap, Jackson county; Lennie
Fletcher, 58, at Marshallville, Magoffin
county; Pearlie Stepp, 62, of Warfield,
Martin county,

The S81 program for aged, blind and
disabled persons was established by
Congress to federalize state-
administered assistance programs for
such persons. Eligibility is bases on need,
and the amount the claimant is to recetve
is to be the minimum essential to
maintain oneself.

1In the case of the Floyd county woman,
the complaint says

She applied for SSI benefits last

August, and her application was denled
three months later. She again was denled
last December 4, and 15 days later she
requested a hearing. HEW apparently
has since that time been silent. She
claims to have no income, no medical
card, is technically ineligible for food
stamps because she lives in the
household of her brother. She claims,
however, that she receives no benefit
from such residence and because of her
financial condition is unable to get the
treatment and medicines her heart and
diabetic conditions require. She says her
physical condition has grown worse
“because of infrequent or inadequate
treatment and that she must borrow
money each month to pay for the
necessities of life.

The plaintiffs claim action on their
requests for hearings have been delayed
from six to ten moiths.

Water System
To Serve David;
Park Work Seen

Announcing the approval last Friday of
$3,331,425 in construction work for
Eastern Kentucky under HUD com-
munity projects, Congressman Carl D
Perkins said $483,000 of this total will be
for water district expansion and for the
building of a recreation complex in Floyd
county.

Of the tolal earmarked for this county,
$300,000 will go to the Beaver Elkhorn
Water District to extend water service
{from the mouth of Brush Creek on Right
Beaver Creek to the town of David. This
would include service to homes and
businesses between those two points,
along the left fork of Middle Creek and
between Buckeye and David.

The water district expansion is also to
benefit from an Appalachian Regional
Commission grant of $288,000.

The remaining $183,200 of the HUD
grant approved for this county is in-
tended for a racreation complex which
was nat definitely identified. County
officials have talked for several months
the construction of such a central facility
in the vicinity of Allen, and plans for the
work have been drawn, but nobody here
could say that this s the project for
which the HUD funds are intended.

County Judge Henry Stumbo and
County Attorney James H. Allen have
been negotiating for the acquisition of a
site for the big recreation project on land
owned near Allen by a coal company and
have been encouraged by the reaction of

in observance of Independence Day.

Monday. July 7, a public health nurse
will conduct an outpoest clinic at Dr
Claude Allen’s office in Martin from 10
a.m_to2p.m. The following free services
will be available: TB skin tests, im-
munizations, diabetes screening, blood
pressures and pap smears. Nursing
services at the health department on this
day will be available only between the
hours of 8a.m. and 9 a.m. and 3 p.m. and
430 pm

The Heslth Department will be
providing immunizations July 9 and 10
for all children in Head Start. Due to this
service, the Health Department will be
unable to render any nursing or clerical
services on this day

The big day is only two months away
for some children in Floyd county who
will be enrulling in the first grade this
fall Two months sounds like a long time
for a chiid, but, as every parent knows,
those months can go by in a hurry

Certain immunizations are required by
state law before a child can be eligible to
enroll in school 1deally, every youngster
should be immunized aginst diphtheria,
pertussis (or whooping cough), tetanus,
polio, measles and rubella by the time he
is two years of age—in which case. only
booster doses will be required before
school entry

1t is extremely 1mportant that parents
check with their physicians or the county
health department now. to see if their
children have had all their required
immunizations. These immunizations
are importatnt because a serious illness
from any of these infectious diseases can
cause death or severe tons

Smoke Stack Puffs To Clear U;A;'r

FRANKFORT, Ky.—Where there's
smoke, there's—not necessarily fire. The
smoke could be com|ng from a portable
smoke generator used by the division of
air pollution in the Kentucky Department
for Natural Resources and En-
vironmental Protection

The division uses the generatar to train
nvestigators 1o read smoke in order to
determine violations of air pollution
regulations Smoke readings are judged

the Ringelmann chart provides a
technically valid measure of quantitative
emissions, but its adoption as a legal
criterion by hundreds of U. S. and foreign
air pollution control agencies is evidence
of its virtual success.

Our Fragile Earth

By DR. JERRY HOWELL
(Director of Environmental Studies,
Morehead State University)

One of the major medical scares of
recent years involved mercury, an
element found infood and in the en-
vironment in general

A graduate student was concerned in
1970 about the increasing use of mercury
in industrial processes in Canada. He
sent fish samples from Lake St. Clark to
California for analysis. Methylmercury
chloride levels were found to be much
higher than the U. $. Food and Drug
Administration's maximum level of 0.5
parts per million. The sources were said
ta be two chloride plants discharging
mercury wastes into the Detroit and S
Clair rivers

Near panic ensued Mercury lests were
run on nearly every major fishery in the
U S and most of the world. Industries
using mereury in processing came under
suspicion. The mercury content of air
was analyzed in various parts of the
world. The furor has now subsided
somehwat but some nagging questions
remain. Did we not know thal mercury
was an environmental hazard before
1870° What were the experiences of other
countries? Do we have controls over
mercury use and discharge?

The truth is that we have known about
the effects of high mercury con-
centrations for at least 20 years. More
than 120 persons have died of mercury
poisoning in Japan since 1853 and other
out of this environmental disease have
occurred throughout the world. In the U
S. the Hurkleby family of Alamorgordo,
N. M, experienced a methylmercury
tragedy when they fed waste grain seed
treated with a methylmercury fungicide

to their hogs. The family ale the meat of
one hog and tragedy struck. Four
children suffered severe nerve damage
and an unborn child entered the world
blind and retarded

Mercury is changed into its deadly
form, methylmercury, by several
natural processes. Once inside the
human body, methyimercury attacks
cell proteins and disrupts their normal
processes. The brain succumbs to the
ravages of mercury more readily than
other tissues. the brain's visual, hearing
and equilibrium centers are affected
This is why the typical symptoma of
mercury poisoning are blindness, deaf-
ness and loss of balance.

The issue is still not settled because
several researchers have concluded that
mercury is not the threat to the en-
vironment that many people have
claimed. Other investigators maintain
that it is a major threat

Broad Form Deed Suit Loses

The recent death in the Supreme Court
of another forlorn hope of Eastern
Kentuckians for relief from the Broad
Form Deed was of wide interest, but
those invalved in the suit before the court
weren't sure what it was all about

The original suit was filed by the five
sonsof the late Memfee Watson, who own
about 170 acres of land near Salyersville
Their mother still lives on the land, but
the sons have moved away

Menifee Watson, Jr.. now working at a
Cincinnati service station, said he un-
derstood the suit involved hauling of coal
over the Watson land illegally

His mother, Mrs. Myrtle Watson, said
it involved both extensive strip mining
and the hauling of coal However, she
said she’s never seen the damaged land
because *'I never go up on the ridges

Sherman Baley. who owns two coal
companies thal have mineral rights to
the Watson land. said he stripped about 4
5 acres three years ago. but no more

Harnis Howard. attorney, son of the
late ] W Howard, of Prestonshurg
former owner of the same mineral rights
said no evidence has ever been heard i
court hecause the case was cut short by
the jurisdictional question «The
Supreme Court refused to review lower
court decisions which held that federal
courts have na jurisdiction in the case in
the first place

Watson said the biggest problem his
family had involved « cual tipple located
on their property. Trucks haul coal to the
tpple daily. he said

However, Watson said the tipple has
been there for about 50 years and added
(hat he worked on the lipple—a loading
dock for railroad cars—himself for ahbout
five years

For another three o four years. he
said, he drove a truck (o and from the

tipple

Mrs. Watson said the family had been

“promiseda royalty on the coal, but [hgy
never gave us a dime ’

Her son said the coal operator 'slipped
her a $300 check and then one for $500,"
but she “was instructed not to cash
them.” He did not say who issued the
instructions

The broad-form deed in question in the
suit Harris Howard said. originally was
given by the Watsons Lo the Elkhorn Coal
Co., which sold it to the Buchanan Coal
Co

When Buchanan went bankrupt, the
deed was sold at auclion and W.
Howard's parents bought it, he said.
They. in turs, s0ld it to Bai

Bailey said he paid $500,000 for the
broad-form deed to the Watson property.
about 800 acres of other land and the
tpple that is located on the Watson
property

‘We bought the rights and paid for
them and that gives us all the rock, shale
andcoal  we have the right to use the
land any way we want." he said

The main issue in the Watsans suit was
whether the state was sufficiently in-
volved through its regulation of strip
mining and state courts’ upholding of
broad-form deeds

If the state was sufficiently involved
the federal cour! could have jurisdiction
through the constitutiona) guarantee of
due prucess of law

Justice William O Douglas dissented
from the supreme court decision nat lo
review the case, saying he felt
arguments should have been heard

In his dissent, Douglas said the Wat-
sons would “face serious abstacles
proving the state’s involvement, ‘‘but
such obstacles cannol jushiy throwing
them out of court at the pleading stage *

Unemployment Benefits

Increased on July 1

FRANKFORT, Ky.—The maximum
weekly benefit rate for new Unem-
ployment Insurance claims rose to $80 on
July 1, Gov. Julian M. Carvoll an-
nounced.

C. Leslie Dawsan, secretary of the
Department for Human Resources,
points out that the new rate will not affect
those individuals currently receiving
1 I 'S

weekly benefit. They will continue to
receive $74 per week, the rate which was
established in July, 174. During May,
the last month for which figures are
available, there were about 63,000
Kentuckians drawing Unemployment
Insurance benefits each week.

Dawson explains that under KRS
341.380, his department is required to
adjust the maximum rates each July |
The rate is set on the basis of the previous
year’s average monthly employment of
workers covered by Unemployment
Insurance and the total wages reported
by their employers. The maximum
benefit is one-half of the average weekly
wage for insured workers, as determined
by these figures.

BROKEN TREATY AT BATTLE
MOUNTAIN, airing at § a.m. (EDT), is
the story of the Western Shoshone In-
dians’ attempt to retain their way of life,
more than 100 years after yielding to
white settlers

The program shows that the past 100
years haven’t been what many expect—
no broken treaties. For those wha think
all Indians wear [feathers and thal
treaties haven't been broken for 100
years, this is a dramatic story—filmed as
it happened—of a broken treaty and the
resistance of a people as they struggle ta
retain their lands.

Indians contend that 24 million acres of '

Nevada land were originally promised
Western Shoshones by the federal
government. Through the 60-minute film,
the Indian way of life is experienced as
the Shoshones explain what it means Lo
them—medicine, herb gathering, dance
and prayer. The viewer is with these
people as they confront government
officials tearing down sacred pinyon

With his deep and powerful voice, the
horned owl broadcasts a series of hoots
far over hill and dale. His fierce look is
somewhat relieved by the warm, rich
brown of his cheeks, and by the white
collar and white “necktie’’ he'is prone to
wear

Tt is a pity that such a magnificent

creature should become so scarce in
many regions as to be on the endangered
list. This big owl loves the deep solitudes
of the forest where he makes his home
and rears his family. He (furiously
resents any trespassing on his domain .
1 shall never forget the time in ‘my
boyhood when [ went 'possum hunting
with a gang of boys. We followed a limpid
stream far into the deep forest Suddenly
in the dim distance, we heard nur dogs
barking—treed! “Let’s go!" shouted the
bays.

Just as we started running up the
valley toward the barking of our dogs.
suddenly there came down from the
wooded mountain above us the most
uncarthly scream I'd ever heard! We
boys stood petrified with fear

“You get a line and 'l get a
pole, We'll go down o the
crawdad hole

A lot of Kentucky fishermen
are going down to the crawdad
hole these days, although not
for the purposes implied in this
old favorite folk song Instead,
they are after soft craws, an
effective bait for a variety of
fish

Soft craws, in case you don't
know, are crawfish which have
just molted. Afler they shed
their hard  exoskeleton,
crawfish are particularly
palatable, sincé their new skin
has not had a chance to
toughen up. Also, they are not
very active during this stage,
making them easy for fish tor
fishermen) to catch

The easiest way to collect a
bunch of craws for bait is to
take a lantern down lo a uew by
creek at night, which is when
the crawfish are must active
After you grab a few, youw'll
soon be able to tell the dif-
ference between the light-
colored soft craws and the
darker hard ones

The best way to keep
crawfish is in a styrofoam
cooler or bait bucket. Put a
batch of craws in the bottor of
the cooler and cover them with
damp cloths or paper towels
Then put on another layer of
crawfish and more damp
towels, repeating this process
until you have enough bait for
your fishing trip

Don't put the crawfish in
wateg—they'll either drown or
hard®n. Tn ‘bither case they
won’t make very good bait. But
if kept dampened and in a cool
place, the craws will remain in
the soft stage for several days

To use the crawfish, hook
them with & No. 2-0 aberdeen
hook and use either no weight
at all or a small slip sinker
Fish them on the bottom
around rocky banks, poiats or
other areas of the lake where
there are both native crawfish
populations and good structure
for game fish,

Although most soft craw
fishermen are after black bass,
they also will fish for white
perch and catfish. When a fish
picks up the craw, let him run
with {t. Sometimes a basa will
Tun a short distance with the
bait, then stop. When he starts
again, set the hook hard

Soft craws are also effective
bait in streams. Let them drift
through riffles or fish them
along rock ledges to catch both
bass and channel catfish.
Another good place to fish soft
craws is just below the locks on
rivers such us the Kentucky

Right now we're at the peak
time for collecting soft craws
By the middle of July, most
crawfish will have shed their
old skins and the newones will
have hardened.

that a company is engaging in false,
misleading or deceptive practices.

If those indications do exist, we initiate
an investigation. If the investigation
reveals that a company is engaging in
false, misleading or deceptive practices,
and f itis in the public interest, the office
will bring legal action against that

complaints received by the
Division of Consumer Protection do not
indicate false, misleading or deceptive
acts or practices. Many seem to be
simple misunderstandings between
consumers and businesses. In these
cases, we notify the business of the
consumer complaint and request an
explanation from the business of its
position on the matter. The Division of
Consumer Protection then attempts to
mediate and, where possible, bring both
consumer and business to a mutual
agreement. Most of (he consumer
complaints we receive are settled at this
stage.

It's important for consumers to un-
derstand the limitations placed upon the
Attorney General’s Division of Consumer
Protection. We can do only what the law
gives us power to do. If a complaint does
not involve false, misleading or decep-
tive practices, and if a dispute cannot be
resolved by mediation, the division may
have to refer a consumer to another
agency or to a private attorney. The
Division of Consumer Protection cannot
act as an individual's private attorney.

LABOR SECRETARY RAPS NEA

As reported in “"The Negotiator” (Ohio
School Boards Assocation) of May 20, U.

Dunlop said the right
of teachers to organize is ‘“'an un-
contested fact,” but also said that
teacher strikes are ‘‘mot tactically ap-
propriate in your business.” Duniop
reportedly told NEA representatives that
teachers will have to decide whether they
want their labor problems decided at the
bargaining table or in the legislature,
saying that teachers have a tendency to
use the “‘double whammy,” by trying to
get by legislation what they have not
obtained in negotiations.

Comments

If you order record albums of today’s
top tunes, don't order until you know
which tunes you are getting and which
tists recorded them

One consumer wrote that he ordered an
album, bul when he received it, he found
that instead of the original recording by
the original artist, it was recorded by
someone he'd never heard of. lle con-
sidered it a poor imitation and luckily
was able to sell it to someone ‘‘less
discriminating.”

One way of dealing with this problem is
for the consumer to be aware of the
existence of soundalikes. Soundalikes are
recordings by artists other than the well-
known or original artist. Some ‘‘soun-
dalike,” some don't. If you order albums,
be sure vou know exactly what you're
gelling

This problem is one of many which
involve misunderstandings of what the
actual product or service will be. It's an
old problem that has an even older
solution: stop, loak, listen. Stop and think
before sending off an order. Look at the
advertisement and contract carefully.
Read every line. Listen to the media ads
and the salesperson carefully

“Let-the buyer beware” is still a
necessary warning for the marketplace
When you cross the consumer street,
stop, look and listen

Ford Suggests
ARCRelocation

A recommendation to relocate the
Appalachian Regional Commission was
advanced June 24 by Sen. Wendell Ford
It was among four suggestions trans-
mitted by letter to Sen. Jennings Ran-
dolph, chairman of the Committee on
Public Works.

Ford questioned whether or not the
present headquarters in Washington is
“‘the best vantage point for un-
ing the needs of the
people and region."”

The Kentucky Senator did not name a
specific location, but noted that it should
be in Central Appalachia, and have
access o a major airport and to in-
stitutions of higher learning

In his letter, Ford wrote: ‘‘Such a
location would involve the Commission in
the day-to-day experience of -Ap-
palachian life; it would provide an in-
timate perception of regional
problems,and would allow the Com-
mission to draw upon the talent bank of
educated and skilled Appalachians for its
slaff needs.”

The purpose of his letter, Ford said, is
to share ideas with the committee during
mark-up sessions on the proposed ex-
tension of the Appalachian Regional
Development Act

The three other suggestions Ford made
related to the emphasis ARC should have
on economic development, and the
desirability to have a thorough
evaluation of ARC activities to date

He said efforts to attract private en-
terprise to the region should turn to the
logical choice—"energy related in-
dustries.”

“‘The natural resource combination of
coal and waler seems especially
favorable for metal processing, such as
steel, copper and aluminum. Electric
power generation is another industry for
which Appalachia is well-suited,” Ford
advised. He also reminded the Com-
mittee of potentials in coal gasification
and liquefaction.

Ford recalled that in 1965, the
President’s ARC, the present agency’s
planning body, advised that a favored
method for regional economic
development would emphasize con-
version and proecessing of raw
materials.

In a related matter, the Owenshoro
Democrat called for area development
districts, ARC's instrumentalities at the
local level, to pursue the acquisition of
indigenous new businesses and in-
dustries .

He called for technical assistance to
prospective businessmen, by helping
them obtain ventue capital, saying this
would have a stabilizing effect an the
economy.

His fourth point, legislative oversight,
would document where the Commission

. Unemployment Rate
In Kentucky Drops
For Month of May

Frankfort, Ky.—With more Ken-
tuckians ‘being called back to work in
May, the stale unemployment rate
dropped for the first time in seven
months. The non-adjusted figure for May
was 7.2 per cent of the labor force,
totaling 1,462,900, a drop of 4 per cent
from April -3

According to Bob MacDonald, chief
statistician for the Bureau for Manpower
Services, Department for Human
Resources, the drop in the state figure
almost parallels the drop in the national
rate. The national non-adjusted unem-
ployment rate for May was 8 3 per cent, a
drop of 3 per cent from April

However, a national seasonally ad-
justed rate of 9.2 per cent was released
earlier this month. Kentucky has no
figure comparable Lo this.

“Histarically we have generally
foliowed the national trend and it looks
like we will continue to do that,” Mac-
Donald said.

Besides industrial recalls, MacDonald
attributes the lower unemployment rate
to a drop in unemployment insurance
claims. An estimated 3,200 claims were
dropped in May.

Employment increased in manufac-
turing,  non-manufacturing  and
agriculture in May. Compared to a

- month ago, there were 2,100 more em-
ployed in manuacturing, “‘mostly people
being called back to work.” MacDonald
said.

Non-manufacturing industries ac-
counted for an employment increase of
2,700,

A seasonal increase of 22,700 was seen
in agricultural employment, but Mac-

Donald said, “this increase doesn't have -

wmueh bearing on the wnemployed in
Kentucky because people laid off by
industry are not likely to take an
agricultural job.”"

Advise New Taxes
To Aid Wildlife

who enjoy wildlife might share more
equitably in paying for the protection of
badly-needed wildlife habitat ™

The report points out that there has
been a marked trend in recent years
toward greater use of stale and federal
recreational lands by birdwatchers,
photographers. skilers, campers. and
other ‘“nonconsumptive users.’ More
than 12 million participate in just wildlife
observation and photography. according
to the Interior Department

A key recommendation of the WMI
report calls for the funding of nor-game
fish and wildlife habital programs with
federal manufacturer’s excise taxes an
recreational vehicles. lents, sleeping
bags. lanterns, snaw skis, wild bird seed,
scuba diving equipment, bineculars
cameras. film, and other photographic
equipment

Excise taxas of from one to ten per cent
on these goods could yield as much as
$149.6 million annually and easily fund a
recommended $40 millien federal
malching grant-n-aid non-gate wildlife
habitat program with the states. ac-
cording to the report

Other suggested excise tax sources
include: strip mining royalty fees; zoo
admissions; non-returnable bottles;
building permits; recreational stamps in
the absence of hunting or fishing licen-
ses; a surcharge on timber sales on
public lands; and a one-dollar check-off
on federal and state income taxes

In explaining this new funding ap-
proach, the WMI report notes *state fish
and wildlife agencies are conducting
non-game programs almast entirely with
funds obtained from hunters and
fishermen While the Institute believes
that 1l is appropriate to use some funds
from thse sources for nongame work, the
states' ever-present need for greater
funding for traditional programs must be
acknowledgedandrespected Further,
all members of society, not solely hun-
ters and anglers, are the beneficiaries of
nongame programs. Hence, a broader
cross-section of saciety must share in the
costs.”

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Crackdown Planned
On Gorge ‘Vandals’

Each year hundreds of pieces of the
puzzle drift away to amateur collections,
junk boxes and dazens of other private
places. Already several ‘‘pictures of the
past”’ have been lost through unknowing
or deliberate vandalism by the thousands
of visitors to the Daniel Boone National
Forest, including the Red River Gorge.

Forest Service officials who manage
the 25,600-acre geological area intend to
crack down this vacation season on
visitors who damage or remove articles
from the historic sites and cliffs.
Arrowhead gatherers, by digging for
artifacts from the past Indian cultures,
are liable for a $500 fine or im-
prisonment. The muscle behind the
Forest Service program Is the American
Antiquities Act. For more than 70 years it
has been illegal to excavate or destroy
any historic ruin or Federally controlled
land.

Several sites in the Gorge, homes to
past Indian tribes, are already disturbed.
Vandals have removed or defaced
several clues to the cultures.

The Forest Service officials at the
Daniel Boone National Forest ask
visitors' cooperation in preventing
further damage to the natural and
human history represented in the Red
River Gorge.

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Breathing Clinic
Program Slated
To Begin July 21

Firsl year of the operation of the
outpatient respiratory therapy clinic
funded by the National Institue of Oc-
cupalional Safety and Health and the
Appalachian Regional Commission, with
the support of the United Mine Workers'
Department of Occupational Health, will
begin shortly at three Floyd county
centers

The diagnostic center will be located at
the Highlands Medical Center here and
will be under the direction of Dr. Chris
Rivera and Douglas Fleming, certified
respiratory therapist.

Two treatment centers will serve the
program—one at the McDowell Medical
Clinic, under the direction of Jan Lenker,
clinic director; the other, at the Mud
Creek Health Project, with Dr. James
Squire as director

Although the services of the breathing
clinic will naturally center on respiratory
diseases associated with coal mining
because of the large number (a reported
3,000) of black lung cases in the county,
the diagnostic and treatment centers will
be open to anybody, of any age or oc-
cupation, suffering from a lung disease of
any kind.

The Prestonsburg and McDowell
centers, which will be known as the Big
Sandy Breathing Clinic, will open July 21
Date of the Mud Creek Breathing Clinic
opening was not announced last week
Suffers from Pike county will be ac-
cepted at these clinics, and the founding
of clinics in that county is planned for
next fall

The program in this county will share
in the $513,000 allotted Kentucky in the
initial funding for one year. Its leaders
hope to make it self-supporting, even-
tually

“We can't cure men who have black
Jung, we can’t put them back to work,"
Miss Lenker sald here Saturday in
discussion of the program. “We will wurk
to make life more enjoyable, and no
patient’s benefils for black lung or other
disability will be jeopardized by taking
advantage of our services.

Tt was explained that for each patient
the program will involve eight days,
aboul two hours a day. Each day, doctors
and therapists will discuss with the in-
dividual his case iri detail. The patient
will he given instruction in the way to
better breathing; how to stop smoking;
the medicines they will be taking and
their effects, including side-effects, if
any; how other members of the patient’s
family may help, and the like

Family members will be asked to ac-
company patients to the centers, sa that
they may benefit from the instruction Lo
be offered.

After the patient leaves the program,
the clinic will follow up with home visits
from the McDowell Regional Hospital’s
Home Health Department

In another phase of service Kentucky
Miners Health Care will provide coun-
selling for any individual having dif-
ficulty in getting any type of benefits due
them and will also provide transportation
for patients to the clinics.

The three centers in this county will
employ about 12 persons, all of whom, it
was said, will be members of the families
of disabled miners.

Query about Office Tenure
Creates Appointment Interest

When a successor is hamed for County
Attorney James R. Allen as Allen leaves
the office to become commonwealth’s
attorney next Jan 1, the appointment
will be for only one year and an election
for the office will be held next year

This, in effect, was the reply given by
the office of Attorney General Ed Han-
cock last week in response to a query
from Commonwealth's Attorney Harold
J. Stumbo.

Stumho’s query gave rise to
questioning by asscciates of his plans
after his lerm as prosecutor ends this
year. Did he ask the attorney general the
question about the appointment because
he himself hopes to be appointed an
successor to Allen?

Asked that question this week, Mr.
Stumbo said he wrote the attorney
general after he and others had discussed
the situation and some difference of
opinion had resulted. Yet, he added, “I'm
keeping my options open as ta the future,

Right now, I'm interested in trying to do
a good job in the office 1 already hold,”

County Judge Henry Stumbo will name
a county attorney to fill the vacancy
created in the office next Jan. 1 when
Allen, the present holder of the office,
becomes commonwealth’s attorney. But
the appointment is only till a successor is
elected. The Democratic party will name
a nominee for the office, next May. The
Republican party may do likewise, in
which case a county attorney would be
elected in November for another year till
the regular 1977 county election when the
county attorney would be elected for the
full four-year term.

All that appears ta be a lot of running
for whoever is appointed, but it isn't as
much as it appears. Historically, heavily
Democratic Floyd county elects the
Democratic nominee to the office. So the
appointee would be concerned mainly
with two primary campaigns.

Allergies on the Attack

Allergies in children can be caused by
many different culprits. Including,
perhaps. hospitalization before the age of
two

Inastudy of allergic children wha were
all 13 years of age. Dr. Douglas E
Johnstone, of the University of Rochester
School of Medicine and Dentistry, found
that five times as many alergic children
badhad early hospitalization compared to
a group of nonallergic children. Dr
Johnstone believe that hospitalization,
and especially anesthesia, at very young
ages may play a part in the laler
development of allergies

There is not enough evidence on the
subject. But many different situations
and substances can trigger allergic at-
tacks. In a booklel, “What You Should
Know About Allergy,” published by the
American Lung Association. a wide
range of offenders are listed. Farly
hospitalization, however, is not yet
among them.

Substances we breathe can cause
allergic reactions. Certain foods can
cause allergic responses in some people

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Red Cross Gives Safety Hints

That time 1s here again, so the Ken-
tucky Division American Red Cross is
offering suggestions to keep fishermen
from hooking themselves and athers, or
suffering more tragic accidents as they
wade into the fishing season

To help prevent drownings and other
accidentis among the nation's fishermen,
Mr. Robert Spangler. manager of the
Kentucky Division. lists (he following
Red Cross recommendations for safety:

1 Ali fishermen should know how ta
swim. know how to give first aid. and
remember to carry a first aid kit with
them on fishing trips

2. Fishing enlhusiasts should listen to
weather forccasts and not go on the
water when threatening weather is
forecast

3 Fishhooks can catch anglers as well
as fish, so fishermen should carry
needlenose pliers, wire cutters, and a
pocketknife in tackle boxes. Always keep
houks in covered containers

4. When casting, anglers should make
cerlain there is room to do so without
hooking someone else. Always look
before casting and use an overhead cast
while in a boat with others

5.1f you go on a fishing trip alone, leave
word where you will be and when you
plan to return. However, it is much safer
to fish with a companion

6. Stay away from water where there
are swimmers, water skiers, and skin
and scuba divers

7. Along the shore. wade cautiously to
avoid slipping on hidden rocks or step-
ping unexpectedly into deep water

8. Learn how to hold a fish properly
while extracting a hook. Many species of
fish have sharp teeth or fins that can
cause painful hand wounds

9. If you snag yourself deeply with a
hook. cut off the line, bandage the wound,
and go immediately to the nearest doctor
or hospital. Don't risk further injury
Irying to remove a deeply imbedded
hook

10. When fishing in channels or rivers,
never tie your boat to channel buoys,
which are Lraffic markers and must be
kept clear

11. Never stand up in a boat while
fishing, and always have a properly
approved personal flotation device for
every person

12. While fishing from the bank in
snake-infested country, watch where you
step and sit and what you touch. Wear
high boots, because most snake bites are
helow the midealf

summer in first aid and water safety
The Louisville Area Chapter will also be
offering small craft classes to those
interested. Information about classes
may be obtained by contacting local Red
Cross Chapters.
