The Kentucky West Virginia Gas

Company last Friday asked of the Triple
Elkhorn Mining Company and its head.

Harry Hale Ranier, $27,201.85 damages
to its gas lines during  stripmining
operations and $25,000 punitive damages,

plus a permanent injunction against
further destruction of its lines

Two days earlier, the Black Hawk

Mining Co., a Prestanshurg-based
partnership comprised of Max E. Kof-

ford and Wesley Blackburn, claimed

$50,000 damages of Winston G Taylor
and William E Damron. Plaintiffs

The LBPH provided 101,455 free books

and magazines on a regular basis to

more than 2,000 Kentuckians last year,

acearding to LBPH director Dena

Wilson

LBPH readers include not only blind

Kentuckians, but also people with other

handicapping conditions (such as

cerebral palsy and stroke) that prevent
them from reading or holding con

ventionally irinted material

Figures for the 1975 fiscal year show

that the most frequently used LBPH

materials were Jong-playing records on

which books and magazines are read by
persons certified by the Library of

Congress. The LBPH circulated 73,760

talking books and 16,567 magazines on

record last year.

What a relief and blessing it would be to parent and children alike, if the past
could be Lifted from the present and the old-fashioned one-room schools brought
back again to leach the lessons of morality for which they were note

A flick of the mind. and the massive monuments to knowledge become silent

Their frightening corridors are emptied of turbulence and crime. and the

arrogant wave of delinquency loses its sting
The mob of youngsters has broken up to assemble in small neighborhood

groups, each sharing in the common cause of learning. Bedlam has been trans-

formed into a murmur. Discipline has ceased ta be a problem: everybody knows

everybody else. and this in itself is a policing force The ane-room schools are

back in business, teaching basic truths and instilling respect for the virtues so

essential to individual meral develapment
The thought is but a wish, the vision but a dream, and reality gives a denial to

oth. Time and circumstance build new paths over the old, and there is no way of

separating the one from the uther to walk the road back to the haleyon days
revered in memory Th past has been used to weave the present, just as the sum

total of all our expemences makes us what we are.
-

Yet, there is strength to be drawn from the past. Memory is not a stand-in for

reality: It is reality. and w live th fuller life today by making yesterday a part
of it. If we are disenchanted b the tumult in modern education, we can insulate

ourselves through reverie, finding in ita sanctuary of tranquility
As long as there is rememibering, there is hope for a return to the simple life

with its firm emphasis on morality and spiritual and social values which give us

strength and serenity
We are not so naive as to expect a sudden miracle, though we are encouraged

by signs of a reviving interest in fundamentals once considered so basic in

teaching children We refer to the McGuffey Readers which are bac in business

after being in limbo for « half-century or so.

McGuffey ha been dead for more than a hundred years, but from 1836 until] the

early 1920s his books were used as the definitive texts in elementary schools

throughout America

Children fortunate enough to study the McGuffey books not only became well

grounded in the three R&# they learned to practice the virtues of a moralistic

society which derpanded honesty and individual effort and consideration for

others. As a result of this learning crime and delinquency and other disruptions
so common today were unfamiliar in the nations public school systems

McGuffey, born in 1000 was himself a college professor at Cincinnati College
and later at Ohie University at Athens. He was a stern disciplinarian at the

college level. practicing what he preached throughout the moral context of his

books.

At Athens, he expelled so many students that in the class of 1841 only one senior

remained lo receive a diploma
Today s revival of the McGuffey tradition 1s understandably fimited in scope

However, the Readers are in use as textbooks in private and parochial schools in

certain states, notably Ohio, Pennsylvania and California

As in their earlier days, the books are a wonderful source for teaching reading
and spelling, to say nothing of their value for establishing moral habits. The

emphasis is on phonetics as oppose to the modern “word recognition.&q and

teachers brag of how first-graders can spell works which surely would stump
even many of the college graduates who are being assembly-line produced today.

All this business of retarth is geod Our link to the past still holds. and should

modern public school educators finally admit their failures, the old one-room

school awaits and the McGuffey Readers are ready

Civil Prepared Educati
To Help Students in Emergency

Frankfort, Ky.—-How Kentucky
students and their teachers react in case

of tornado, flood, fire or other emergency

may well depend on a program being
carried out by the state Department of

Education.

Allocating responsibility in case of an

emergency and presenting school

districts with a model emergency plan
are two parts of the program, directed by
June Preston, a former education

specialist. with the Department of

Military Affairs’ division of disaster and

emergency services

An important part of Miss Preston&#3

job 1s helping Kentucky scho districts

work out definite plans to follow during
specific emergency situations. She has

already helped develop plans in use in

eight school districts in Kentucky
When Miss Preston works with a school

district, she often gives them a model

emergency plan that they can adap lo fil

their particular needs.

This pl specifies whe is responsible
for cerlain emergency tasks such as

notifying the police or fire department
‘the principal&# duty) and checking to see

if any children are missing the

teachers’s responsibility).
It also includes sample letters to be

sent to parents Lo determine if they want

their children to remain at school or to be

sent home or to a neighbor&# house in

case warning of an emergency is

received in time to permit students to

reach home before being exposed to

danger
“In the past there have been some

effective, but scattered, programs for

emergency planning in Kentucky,” said

Conley Manning, head of the Bureau of

Instruction’s division of program

development. “Through June Preston,

we hope to help local superintendents
throughout the state prepare their

districts for emergencies.
Another aspect of Miss Preston&#3 job is

assisling in the development of a disaster

preparedness curriculum designed to

help students understand the con-

sequences of different types of civil

emergencies and how to avoid these

consequences, Miss Preston said

To accomplish this goal, Miss Preston

is introducing school systems to a student

book and teacher&#39; guide called ‘Your

Chance To Live,’’ which was produce by
the national Defense Civil Preparedness
Agency.

“Your Chance To Live’ deals with

emergencies ranging from forest fires

and severe weather to atomic disasters

and power failures. The material is

available to schools free by contacting
Miss Preston. Teachers may alsu borruw

1 m films, filmstrips and cassettes to

accompany the text

‘After studying ‘Your Chance To Live,

we students probably know more about

what to do in an emergency than most

adults do,& wrote a Bourbon County

student whose class was asked to

evaluate the program
“The only problem with ‘Your Chance

To Live’ is that it is aimed primarily for

junior highschool students,&qu Miss Preston

said. To remedy this situation the Bureau

of Instruction is now developing a special
disaster education curriculum for the

elementary grades

Frankfort, Ky.—Despite the fact that

there are more schoo! buses on Kentucky
roads each year, the number of school

bus accidents continues to decrease,

according to Paul Jones, director of pupil
transportation for the state Department
of Education.

Kentucky transports 450,000 pupils
each school day—67 per cent of th total

enrollment.

Appearing on the Department of

Education radio program “Education

Speaks,” Jones credited Kentucky&# good
safety record to four factors: “better

(rained drivers, better school bus

equipment, improved roadways and

greater awareness of school buses by
other motorists.&quot

Each summer the Department of

Education holds training sessions for

school bus drivers around the state

‘These sessions train new drivers and help
experienced drivers keep up with new

laws, regulations and school bus safety
features

‘Kentucky buys the best in school bus

equipment,” Jones said He ranked

Kentucky among the top four states in

the nation in school bus safety

requirements
“Kentucky was the first lo use 12-ply

ures and the first to require air brakes

and padded seat backs. Padded seat

backs have practically eliminated face

and dental injuries on the buses,” Jones

said

An anti-skid, anit-lock device—

operated by computer—protects all

buses purchase this year, The computer
is programmed to keep brakes from

locking during panic stops.
I also allows the bus to come to a stop

without skidding, even if some of the

wheels are on ice and some are ona dry
surface

Most safety features, however, add to

the cost of the school buses, The com-

puterized brakes raise the price of each

bus by $1,000, for example
Jones said Kentucky helps to hold the

line on pupil transportation costs by
standardizing specifications and bidding
for the whole state. ‘Instead of each

school district purchasin different kinds

of schoal buses separately, the state buys

a large number of buses that are exactly
alike,” Jones said

Due to this standardization, Kentucky

pay about $2,250 less per school bus than

a neighboring stat does for buses with

ions.

A large contribution to school bus

safety comes from parents, Jones said

By making sure their children arrive at

th bus sto on lime, parents prevent the

school bus from having to wail in a

dangerous position on the roadway
To protect children who meet the

school bus before daylight or after

sunset, parents should dress them in

light-colored clothing, Jones suggested
He also urged parents to cooperate

with school bus drivers and principals in

maintaining good order and discipline
aboard the buses

Here we note an endless cycle of

nature: The green leaves do their work of

photosynthesis and make the food to

build the trees. Their work is for one brief

summer, then in autumn they change
color, fade and die, to fall to the forest

floor. Their work then is just beginning;
they return to the soil all their elements

to help nourish future trees aid plants
W note the leaf mold is always moist

under the trees; it is truly a sponge that

soaks up moisture and retains it. Thus it

prevents the rapid run-off of rainfall and

keep the soil from washing down. Next

we look at some fallen logs and old

stumps. We lear the rotten ones apart
and find them filled with life forms. such

as bessybugs, wireworms, mice, shrew:

ant nests, termite colonies, which chew

up and digest the cellulose inwood and

pass it out as a residue to mix with the

soil and help to enrich it We also note

that this forest, with its thick bed of leaf

mold has been stable and self-sustaining
for centuries: it changes a little every

day but remains forever the same, We
