Federal flood insurance is important to the people of this

country, and the Congress has attempted to meet the public need

by enacting legislation which provides such protection. But the

law was enacted too hurriedly as an emergency-type measure, to

the point that in combatting the disease the doctor comes pretty
near to killing the patient.

Floyd county will havea difficult time living with this law.

On the one hand, the law makes flood insurance mandatory,
forbidding any lending institution operating under federal

permission or auspices to loan money for building in areas which

do not comply with the Flood Insurance Act in land.usage
planning and other requirements for the insurance.

On the other, it forbids construction of a building in the “flood

plain,” that area which has been reached b the highest flood on

record, unless the site of such building is built up to that flood

level

The Floyd fiscal court and most incorporated communities of

this county hesitated about compliance with the Act. But, their

residents threatened with an absolute cut-off of funds from

lending institutions unless they did, they agreed.
Now comes time for getting into what is called ‘‘the Regular

Phase’ of the insurance program. Flood-prone areas are to be

established. Details of the program as it now stands are to be

discussed at a meet scheduled here at 1:30 p.m., next Tues-

dayMeanw some efforts aré being made in the Congress to

amend the act in calmer fashion, hopefully to eliminate the

harsh demands made on homeowners and governing bodies.

As matters now stand ina section such as this, most level land

will be defined as lying in the flood-prone areas, leaving bullders

of new homes or businesses only the choice of hillside locations

or to build up their lots in the flood plain to the flood level—to the

exclusion of the rights of their next-door neighbors whose lots

may be left deep in a hole, as it were. Flood insurance, as now

provided, will help only the owners of structures already built in

flood-prone areas.

Strikes us that Congress would more nearly serve the public
interest by establishing flood insurance rates on an acturial

basis, similar to the method employed in the life insurance

field—that is, to fix premium payments on rates based on the

frequency of flood experience, wherever they may build.

At any rate, whatever we may think of National Flood In-

surance as now provided, it will be worth their time for citizens

to join officials at next Tuesday’s meeting.

At Carr Fork Lake

Acivil complaint was filed last week in

US. district court against the Large
Coal Company, Inc. for damages in the

amount of $79,737
According to John M Compton,

assistant U. Attorney. wh filed the

complaint, the action arises from an

incident occurring on or about April 28,

1971, when debris slid from a surface

mining operation of the Large Coal

Company onto property acquired by the

United States in connection with the Carr

Fork Lake project in Knott county
The complaint charges that the coal

company “‘oppressively, arbitrarily
maliciously and wantonly dumped waste

from the surface mining activity”

Compton said the coal company has

denied liability for the cost of removing
the slide debris. According to Compton,
the suit is also based on a ‘‘nuisance

Fatality Rates Down
Over Last Three Months

Traffic fatalities declined sharply in

Kentucky during the months of August,
September and October of this year,

according lo figures released by the

Kentucky State Police (KSP), marking a

reversal from lhis year’s first seven

months

During the three month period, 188

fatalities were reported for the state,

compared to 239 for that same span a

year ago—or a 2 per cent decline.

In August, 70 persons lost their lives on

Kentucky roads. That figure for August,
1974 was 86, or a 19 per cent decline.

Fifty-eight fatalities were recorded in

September and 60 in (October. These

months reported 70 and #3 the previous
year for declines of 17 and 28 per cent

respectively
However, the first seven months of this.

year reflected an increase instead of a

decrease. Between January and July, 516

fatalities were recorded, as compared to

429 for that period in 1974 or a 20 percent
increase

Lt. Col. James H Mayes, commander
of administration for the KSP said that

there 1s no definite explanation for the

sudden reversal, but he did mention
several factors that could have con-

tributed

“There has been a 15 per cent increase

in the state police work force,&q he said,
“asa result motorists see more police on

the road and tend to slow down.”

Another possible factor, according to

Mayes, is that more speeding citations

have been issued this year. During the

first 10 months of this year an estimated

113,110 citations were issued as com-

pared to 86,023 for the first 10 months of

1974.

“Tt is reasonable that once the word

gets around that more citations are being
written,’ he continued, ‘&#39;t motorists

become more cautious.””

H also said that goo weather may
have contributed, and now that people
are getting used to the 55 mile per hour

speed limit, traffic is moving more

uniformly. He estimated that 70 per cent

of the automobiles on the stale’s ‘high-
ways are now traveling within 10 mp of

each other.

2. Inspectors’ non-compliance notices

indicating major mine violations and

requiring prompt correction have not

been upheld by Wells and engineers
3. Several inspectors who said they

feared losing their jobs if their names

were revealed said the feel they do not

have the support of their superiors in the

division.

4 The newspaper& investigation of the

response to mining violations was

hampered in some cases by missing
reports and records in the Frankfort and

Prestonsburg offices.
Wells&# immediate supervisor, William

Hayes, said he has heard of problems in

the district, but he refrained from

criticizing Wells. He said he plans to

conduct his own investigation of

reclamation in the Prestonsburg district.
Natural Resources Secretary John S.

Hoffman and Hayes both said effective

enforcement of reclamation laws is

unatlainable if inspectors do not feel they
have the backing of their superiors

Hoffman said he intends to set up a

separate enforcement section solely to

deal with offending coal companies.
“We&#39;v got an administrative problem

in handling non-compliances, no question
about it, There’s got to be a better way,”
said Hoffman, who said he was unaware

of dissatisfaction within the Prestons-

burg district.
Wells said he sends copies of all non-

compliance reports to Frankfort. Charles
F. Peters, chief of the permitting section

in Frankfort, searched for many of the

missing documents, but said the papers
had probably been taken by various

division officers for study and action.

“T haven&#3 bee able to find them. I do
know they haven&#3 bee torn up or thrown

away or anything like that,&qu Peters said.

“They may still be under investigation,
although some of these are pretty old.

Something should have been done.”

In addition to the Magoffin operation of

the Holbrook Coal Co., the Louisville

newspaper story cited the Sterling
Hamilton Coal Company on Mud Creek

and four others on which non-compliance
orders have been issued. These include

Princess Cindy Mining, Inc., in

Lawrence county; the Appalachian
Landy & Fuel Co., Johnson county;
Crown Enterprises at Flat Gap, Johnson

county, and Addington Brothers in

Lawrence county.

Frankfort—For the time being,
Robinson forest in Breathitt county is

‘once again safe from strip-mining
American Electric Power Corp., which

had been core drilling in preparation of

possible strip-mining just above the

boundary to the state-owned forest, has
informed the University of Kentucky that

it is endin that operation. According to
th letter. the company will not exercise

its option to purchase the coal mining
rights on property adjoining Robinson
Forest.

Both the Kentucky Department for
Natural Resources and Environmental
Protection (NREP) and UK had sought

to prevent stripping the area. For

months, suits and counter suits have
been filed by both sides in the con-

troversy
NREP first sued American Power and

Electric when the company began core

drilling this sum mer near th forest in an

effort to determine the amount of coal
there. In a suit filed in Franklin Circuit
Court, the department charged that core

drilling is, in fact, a form of strip-mining
and that, therefore, the company was

strip-mining without a permit.
As a result of that suit, a restraining

order was issued against American
Power and Electric

The company then requested a

hearing, in which Franklin Circuit Court

Judge Squire Williams upheld the

restraining order.

Next, American Power and Electric

appealed that decision to the state Court
af Appeals, which sent the case back to

circuit court for a determination on the
merits of the case—whether or not core

drilling is a form of stripmining
The Court of Appeal also dissolved the

restraining order and declared that until
the circuit court decided if core drilling is
a form of stripmining, the company
should not be enjoined from drilling on

the property.
Although the Court of Appeals in-

dicated that it would rule that core

drilling is not a form of strip-mining, the

matter has still not been determined
However. continued litigation has

ended since the company ha decided not
to continue its operation in the Robinson
Forest area

The survey. which utilizes sightings of

quail and rabbits made - cooperating
rural mail carriers during June. July and

August shows that statewide.

popwation is up, both when compared to

last year and to the average of the 15

years this survey has been conducted

Only in the Pennyroyal and western

coal regions of the state were rabbit

popwat ions below those of last year. The

hills of Bluegrass region showed the

greatest gain in rabbit numbers, ac-

cording to the survey.
On the statewide level, quail

populations are slightly lower than the

numbers indicated by both last year’s

survey and by the l3-year average. The

best quail populations are in the western

portions of the state, followed by the

central Kentucky regions and then

Eastern Kentucky.
Seasonal variations in small game

populations are to be expected, ac-

cording to Jim Durell, assistant director
of the Department of fish and Wildlife’s

ame management division. Weather is

perhaps the single most important cause

of these fluctuations, Durell says, and the

long dry spells last summer are probably
responsible fo the indicated decrease in

quail populations.
The second part of the squirrel season

also opens Nov. a does the season on

grouse.

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Energy Commission
Gets First Briefing

Frankfort, Ky.—Kentucky’s Energy
Resources Advisory Commission, a 42-

member group formed to advise on all

aspects of the state&# energy policy,
received its initial briefing Friday on the

Commonwealth&#39;s energy outlook, the

new Department of Energy, and a

preview of its own responsibilities.
John Stapleton, deputy commissioner

of the Energy Department, told the

gathering ‘it would b folly for us to

ignore the evidence that we are facing
major energy problems. The volumes of

documents, both government and

private, are pervasive in their

assessment that the problem is real—it is

serious and it will be with us for many
more years. Those who promise quick

and easy solutions don&# know the facts.””

Development Cabinet Secretary
William L. Short tol the group it would

be their responsibility to provide advice
and guidance on energy policy from a

wide variety of viewpoints. Short serves

as ex-officlo chairman of the com-

mission, which includes representatives
of gas, oi] and coal distributors and

producers: the electrical industry;
agriculture and transportation;
manufacturing and retail “commerce;

environmenta Broups, finance;
research; consumer groups and state

officials. The body will be required to

meet at least quarterly.
The commission received an overview

of the state Energy Department from

Energy Commissioner Damon Harrison

who-told the group his agencie main

concern will be solutions to ‘short run’

energy problems, those expected to be

faced between now and 1985. Harrison

said, ‘&#39;T is the period whe the ability
to develop new supplies is limited—when

changes in our life styles are possible but

restricted—when industrial processes
can be changed, but onl moderately. It

ig the period when we must learn to

stretch the impact of existing energy

through conservation.”

Harrison said the ‘‘most pressing
problem at hand’’ is the Columbia Gas

situation, but, ‘we feel that this can

again be handled through the pooling
arrangement of last year with minimum

adverse effect unless the winter is very
severe.”

In the event of a severe winter,
problems could be expected in other

areas as well, Harrison told the group.
He said that although some new state

the department& mandate, ‘‘we intend to

keep this to a minimum for the 1976
session of the General Assembly.
However, intensive evaluation of needed

change will be made prior to the 1978

sessions. Harrison said the advisory
group would be “kept fully informed
about the Energy Department&#
legislative recommendations.

Stapleton told the commission that the

urgency of action on energy problems
has been ‘‘masked” by three key factors.
H said the downturn in the economy and

effective energy conservation have

substantially lessened the demand for

energy since the Arab oil embargo
Secondly, he told the gathering ab-

normally warm winters for the past two

years, “have kep us from going over the
brink.” And, disappearance of critical

shortage and lon lines at ga stations

since the lifting of the embargo are

making the need for action invisible, he

said.

He said, ‘We are heading into this

winter with many uncertainties and

maybe less tools to cope with potential
problems. We were very pleased to get
through this past winter without major
problems. We had the prospects of a

severe winter, strikes within the coal and

oil industries, and the possibility of

another oil embargo. Any one of these

could have brough about another critical

situation. I hope we are as fortunate this

coming winter.”

Stapleton made six points on the un-

certainties of the Kentucky energy
situation“as follows:

The demand for energy forms could

spurt upward rapidly as the economy
recovers more fully. A considerable

increase in natural gas curtailments by
most suppliers is placing greater
demands for alternate fuels which

historically have been petroleum
products. Many industries have no

alternatives or have nat installed stand-

by facilities. Natural gas curtailments

from interstate sources are expected to

increase from 8 to 20 per cent his year,
This situation is expected to worsen over

the next ten years. There is still the

major consideration about the severity of

the winter—the odds for another warm

one may be too much to expect. There

are already indications that the

relatively plentiful fuel supplies of

petroleum products we have had during
the past few months are lessening
Companies are again reporting
allocation fractions (not surpluses) jn-
dicating the present supply-demand
situation is worsening. Shortages of some

fuels are being reported in some sectors

of the nation. There is uncertainty if we

will have a national policy for managing
any shortfall—the Mandatory Petroleum

Allocation Program which has been in

effect since th fall of 1973 is due to expire
on November 15. This has not yet been

extended. On a positive note Kentucky is
fortunate to be in a position of having

electricity generated from coal.

During afternoon sessions the com-

mission was briefed on the activities of

the Advisory Commission on Electric

Utility Rats and Regulation, and again
heard from Development Secretary
Short on facets of its own internal

organization.
The advisory commission will be

divided into four committees dealing wit

energy planning, energy management
and conservation, energy supply and
allocation and energy production.

years of experience behind him The

report states that I7 victims did have less

than five years of training but 12 had

more than 15 years of mining skills

Moreover, three of those 12 miners had 30

years experience.
Kirkpatrick views these facts as

evidence that a worker can become

vareless through “over-experience”’ just

as easily as from inexperience People
firid it hard to believe that disaster can

happen to them, he said.

The report further notes that tails of

roofs. or eins, account for 16

fatalities and continue to be the main

killers in Kentucky mines. The com

missioner explained that while in-

spectors could foresee possible dangerous
areas in the mines, they could not always

b present or force the workers to follow

recommended safety standards. Kirk

patrick added that falls of roofs also

accounted for a large number of deaths

since virtually everyone working in an

underground mine was susceptible to

such accidents

Electrical fatalities and machinery-
related deaths have claimed five victims

each thus far, the report states. Yet of all

the reasons listed for a mune-related

death, surface fatalities have had the

greatest increase with 10 victims That

figure is a 13.5 per cent increase from the

yearly base average ‘a figure ubtained

from calculations based on the number of

fatalities from 1964 thraugh Oct 31,

for Kentucky&#

In addition, the detailed report states

that 13 miners were killed when per-

forming duties other than those usually
assumed. For instance, a mine owner

was killed while temporarily relieving an

employe. The man failed to don a hard-

hat and was struck on the head by a

falling rock

Kentucky&#3 largest county, Pike. lost

the most residents to mine-related ac

cidents. Mining in Pike county cost 10

workers their lives while Hopkins lost

seven men. Other counties in which mine

deaths occurred are as follows: Knott,

five: Muhlenberg. four; Harlan, three;

Ohio and Floyd, two each; and Elliott,

Knox, Letcher. Martin, Bell, Henderson,

Whitley, Morgan and Perry counties all

lost one worker

Weather does not seem to be a factor in

mine fatalities as January with seven

deaths claimed the mast lives of any
month, However, June and September
with six fatalities each followed close

behind.

Kirkpatrick explained that Johnson&#39

report was made to determine if the

deaths were following a certain trend so

department employes could zero in on

that problem. However. he acknow-

ledged that no main reason for the acer

dents could be discerned so depart
ment employes would continue to empha-
size all safety issues.

Kirkpatrick said that federal and state

regulations have greatly renuced coal

mining accidents from the 1920s and the

1930s when a mine disaster occurred

nearly every year and claimed dozens of

lives

“Miners are now more careful and

routine inspections help to upgrad their

working conditions, but a year with just
one death would still be a tragedy. The

department must continue to instil]

workers with the idea that they should be

constantly aware of what is going on

around them so as to avoid these ac-

cidents Hopefully, we will some day
reach the point where no lives will b lost

to mining. Only then will we have a

perfect year,” he added.
