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Four-Lane KY 80
Is Recommended

Firm Estimates
Cost of Highway
At $176 Million

Four lanes, not three, have been
recommended for reconstruction of KY
80 from this county to Perry, and the cost
will be “at least’ $176,100,000, a con-
sulting engineering firm has told the
Department af Highways.

The road under study by Brighton
Engineering Co., Frankfort, and three
other firms under state contract would
stretch 42 miles from the new four-lane
US 23, near Water Gap to junction with
the two-lane Daniel Boone Parkway at
Hazard.It would replace the present
twisting, two-lane KY 80.

Financing of such an undertaking
presents a problem, admittedly, but
Transportation Secretary John C.
Roberts said his agency “hasn't given
up' on it, although the estimated cost is
far beyond his “'guess” of $75 to $150
million. The lower figure, however,
applied to earlier plans for a two-lane
road with a third lane for passing on hills.

Governor Carroll has asked for & study
of possible financing and has been em-
phatic in saying he is determined to see
the road built,

There apparently would not be enough
money from regular federal aid or state
road funds to build the road, unless it
were done in short stretches over a
number of years. KY 80 is not part of the
Appalachian road program

Issuance of toll-road bonds seems
unlikely because the amount of traffic
would not make a toll road self-sufficient
The road fund is heavily committed to
debt payments for toll roads that do not’
pay their way.

Flood Insurance Deadline
Said Already Past for Some

Only the cities of Pr urg and
Wheelwright are in compliance with the
National Flood Insurance Act at this
time, and the deadline for compliance for
Allen, Martin and Wayland, the county's
other incorporated communities, has
already passed

So said a flood insurance specialist at &
meeting held at City Hall here Tuesday
afterncon

Floyd county, he added, has till
December 13 to make formal com-
pliance.

Mr. Howard said that on financing and
completion of the work trebling capacity
of the plant depends service to other
water districts and communities in the
area. Three water districts—Bull Creek,
Abbott Creek and Little Paint Creek—are
in the process of formation, and all will
depend upon the Prestonsburg system as
their source of water. Extension of
service into the Left Fork of Middle
Creek section also may depend upon a
heavier volume of water from the
Prestonsburg system.

A ‘letter of conditions" was received
by the system last week from FHA,
which indicates that FHA will make
available $150,000, if the system meets
required conditions, this amount to be
used to increase capacity of the water
plant to 132 million gallons a day.

Sewage treatment plant work costing
$1,100,000 and providing secondary
sewage treatment as well as doubling the
capacity of the plant is 98 per cent
complete, it was said. All structural work
has been completed by the contractor,
the W. Rogers Co., of Lexington, with
only painting and ‘“finishing touches™
remaining to be done. The work was
designed to make capacity of the plant
such that it will handle sewage from the
same area later to be served with water.

The city last week received from the
Environmental Protection Agency
(EDA) a grant of 530,000 to finance a
study of existing storm and sanitary

Lexington Firm
Gets Contract
For Work Here

The Floyd fiscal court last Thursday
accepted the low bid of $873,850 sub-
mitted by the Barco Construction
Company, Lexington, for construclion of
the courthouse annex which has been
planned more than a year

Barco's bid was approximately
$100,000 above the architect’s estimate of
the cost, but that estimate was made a
year ago and the higher cost was
ascribed to inflation.

Two other bids were received, and the
lowest of the two was approximately
$40,000 higher than that of Barco. Hacker
Bros. Construction Cv., Corbin, asked
$914.399 Lo do the construction jab, and
the James N. Gray Construction Co.,
Glasgow, submitted a bid of $1,063.41

The contract with Barco, which was
expected 10 be executed officially, Tues-
day, provides for completion of the annex
in 360 working days. The structure will be
bullt on a 100 x 200-foot lot purchased last
year for $30,000 from Mr. and Mrs, Cecil
Kendrick. It is located to the rear of the
courthouse itgelf.

The annex will be of two main floors
and a third-story penthouse for
mechanicals end  will have ap-
proximately 11,000 square feet of floor
space On the first floor will be the office
of the juvenile judge and areas which
may be used for records storage. The
second floor will house the juvenile
detention center and a recreation area.

The annex will serve to comply with
the Court of Appeals injunction’ that all
juvenile prisoners must be kept isolated
from sight and sound of adult prisoners

The annex cost will be paid out of
revenue sharing and coal severance tax
funds.

The court also bought approximately
$140.000 worth of equipment at last
week's meeling after receiving sealed
offers from dealers.

Noncompliance Regulation
Draws Fire at Hearing

By MARVA GAY

Frankfort, Ky. The eight persons who
testified at a public hearing in Frankfort
last week objected to provisions of a
propased repeated noncompliance
regulation for the Division of
Reclamation in the Kentucky Depart-
ment for Natural Resources and En-
vironmental Protection

Several of the speakers called the
proposed reguiation ambiguous, unen-
forceable and contrary to statutory in-
tent

Spoken testimony came from officials
of coal assaciations. a citizens’ group and
the attorney general's dffice. Written
comments on the proposed regulation are
being accepted until Nov. 28 The com-
ments will be evaluated and revisions to
the proposed regulation will be made.
based on these comments, before the
final version is adopted

The 1974 state legislature passed a bill
requring the envirenmental protection
agency to adopl regulations governing
repeated  noncompliance  with
Teclamation rules.

The proposed regulation says an
operalor shall be deemed to have
repeatedly been in noncompliance when
three noncompliances have occurred
without certain results for violation on
the same permitted area within any 18-
month period -

Permils may be divided into 25-acre
units, bul adjacent permilted areas of

smaller sizes, up to 25 acres, will be

considered as one permit

The law passed the 1974 General
Assembly specifies that the department
shall not issue permits to any operator
who has been found repeatedly in non-
compliance. Also, the department shall
not reinstate any suspended permits until
the operator complies with all the
department’s requirements.

The regulation lists six occurances that
will be considered repeated non-
compliagces, for the purposes of this
particular regulation. They are

—Fallure of the operator to obey an
order of suspension:

—Failure to obey a revocation of a
permit or certificate;

—Mining without a permit, certificate or
permission to mine;

—Failure to obey an order of the
department within the time prescribed
when the order follows a departmental
hearing

—Failure to maintain standards that
are current with the approved
reclamation plan, and

—Any noncompliance whereby the
operalor agrees to pay or is fined $5,000
or more

Fund. objected ta most provisians of the
regulations, especially the definilions of
noncompliance which he said left the
determination of who was guilty and wha
wasn'tup to the discretion of department
officials. Begley said the definilion of
who was an operator was also not clear

He called for a redrafting of the
regulation using an accumulating point
system similar lo one used by federal
mine safety officials. He also recom-
mended that a hearing be held after three
noncompliances were issued

David Short, representing the attorney
general's office. said the regulation does
not properly implement the stalute under
which it is written, is incunsislent, would
be unenforceable, does not fulfill the
legislative mandate and is contrary to
statute. More specifically, he objected to
limitations on the size of a permitted
area and the time during which the three

e a d
He also objected to the definitions of
noncompliance.

Earl Combs, of the Kentucky
Reclamation Association, objected to
defining noncompliance as any time the
operator didn’t keep current with the
approved reclamalion plan. He pointed
out that often the operator might fall
behind because of weather conditions
over which he had no control

Tom Duncan, president of the Ken-
tucky Coal Association, urged re-
evaluation of the psoposed regulations so
that operators would not be barred from
mining for life because of minor
violations. IHe also suggested the time
limits be reduced to 12 months to coincide
with the life of a strip mine permit
Permits are issued for one year

Also advocating a 12-month time limit,
Bob Harris, reclamation supervisor for
Peabody Coal Co.. recommended that a
hearing be held after a noncompliance
notice is issued so that an operator could
present evidence in his behalf. He also
called the definition of noncompliance
that is based on the $5,000 penalty a case
of double jeopardy. He said if an operator
agrees to pay $5.000 in penalties, he's
putting himself in jeopardy of getting a
noncompliance and increasing his
chances of having his permit revoked

Also taking issue with the definitions.
Earl Williams, director of Williams and
Associates, said the repeated non-
compliance sanctions should be used only
for grave or willful violations

Cloyd McDowell, president of the
Hardin County Coal Operators
Associatin. and David O. Smith.
executive vice-president of the Ken-
tucky Tennessee Chapter of Coal
Operators and Associations. called for
hearings on noncompliance notices
Using the stronger language. Smith
called the entire regulation un
constitutional—a violation of due
process—and said it would put many coal
miners oul of business

It Can Happen Here

Elsewhere in this edition of The Times is reprinted the
statement of Mayor Cornett, of Morehead, in which he asks for
financial help for his city with a sewage treatment problem and
at the same time frankly describes what has happened at
Morehead and to the stream which its untreated sewage has

ruined.
We reprint this statement,

not to emphasize -Morehead's

plight, but in an attempt to warn Floyd county communities of
what lies ahead as central water supplies become available fo
them and as the effluence from indoor plumbing is dumped,

untreated, into streams.

The Right and Left Beaver Creek sections of the county now
have a water system. So does Mud Creek. Almost every home
served by these systems has a bathroom, and from many of
these the raw sewage goes directly into the nearest stream. In
some cases septic tanks are used, but in at least one population
center of the county the soil has become so saturated from these
that sewage is only a matter of a few inches beneath the surface.

The smell of outdoor privies will fade by comparison with what
such areas eventually will know. But it is not only the olfactory
sense that will be oftended, or water resources that will be lost.
One day. the day of sad reckoning will come, and then disease
born of raw sewage will begin to take its toll

No water distribution system should be bullt without the ab-
solutely necessary complement of a sewer system and adequate
sewage treatment before it enters either streams or soil.

And all the talk of anti-poliution, of pure water and of sewage
treatment plants will mean nothing whatsoever unless the
government, state or federal, or both, becomes willing to bear
most of the cost of such expensive prolects.

Government must realize that for one communlity to protect its
stream from raw sewage is a failure as long as other com-
munities dump their raw sewage into the same stream. It must
realize, too, that talk is cheap but that it takes money, and lots of

to clean up the mess we’ve all had a hand in creating.

Come to think of it, why hasn’t government, long before this,
insisted on an end to pollution of Triplett Creek by the city of
Morehead, in view of the fact that it has been threatening Big
Sandy towns such as Prestonsburg, Paintsville and Pikevllle
with fines uniess they built not one sewage treatment facility but
unless they added secondary treatment to plants already in

operation?

Mayor Tells It as It Is

IThe following is fram the statement
made by Mayor C. B. Cornett. of
Morehead. at a hearing held in Frankfort
recently by the Water Quality Division,
Department for Natural Rcsources and
Environmental Protection.)

“As we well know. one of the first
things we have ta learn is that the food we
eat and the waler we drink is all
poisoned

““The raw food is poisoned when the
water that feeds the food underground to
maturity is polluted. Then we have a
problem. The vast majority of people
don't know that by the process of
osmosis, water feeds up through the
earth into the plant. and the normal food
can become deadly unless it is properly
cooked This is true in Morehead

*'Our earth is so full of sewage that the
water is all polluted. Young people don't
realize that when they go barefooted in
the summer time that they are subject Lo
alltypes of disease caused by our sewage
problem We actually lost a young man
last summer in Hidden Valley. probably
due to pollution

“The North Fork of Triplett Creek, 10
vears ago. used (o be nationally known as
a musky stream. People traveled from
all aver the United States to fish in this
stream Today this siream is so infected
with raw sewage that the fish are
literally eaten up with hookworms

“This brings us to another problem
How are we going to keep the young
people from swimming in this water? We
have a beautiful municipal pool, but
there is something about going swim
ming in the old swimming hole, and they
will go in spite of polluted water.

“We have paid fines to the fish and
game department, for fish killed due to
pollution and raw sewage, over 10 years
ago. This year our raw sewage running
into Triplett Creek was 30 per cent

greater than it was |;
have to pay for any more fish killed

year We don't  five per cent in Morehead last year. and
it will get worse unless we can clean up

because this Fark of Triplett Creek is
dead Nothing lives i this water except
disease and hookworms

““This problem is a moral one. We have
hundreds of people that live down this
stream and each summer the water line
drops and the accumulation of raw
sewage begins 16 smell and as the water
Kkeeps dropping the odor increases until it
1s almost unbearable. My mother lived in
the coal camps of Eastern Kentucky all
her life She died about two years ago
because of a massive heart attack. But,
after the autopsy had been completed,
the doctor informed us she was in the last
stages of black lung Now she never
worked in the mines but she did brealhe
the coal dust and fumes in the air and had
black lung

“*What is this odor in the air from raw
sewage doing lo these people? Morally,
the City of Morehead is wrong for
allowing this to happen. There was ac-
tually 9,300 allergy cases reported in our
county last vear. This did not include the
people that didn't go (o the doctor. We are
morally wrong when we allow the earth
and waler. thal God gave us to keep
clean, become so contaminated that it
begins 1o kill the peaple. We musl 1espect
the people down stream . after all. God
made them too.

“*When the odor. from raw sewage, on
the sireets begins to embarrass the
visitors 1o our cily because the sewage
runs down the dilches: when the school
children have to wade raw sewage to get
to the school buses. the problem is not
only serious. it 1s a disaster. It is a far
greater disaster than any caused hy a
tornado vr fire. After all. you can build a
town hack or a house back. but you can’t
bring the people back after lhey are
dead The death rate by cancer was up

our sewage problem now

“Raw sewage has ranused us to have
industrial problems. Industry doesn't
want to come to an area that can't fur
nish adequate sewage facilities, and
people can't swim and use the water
unless it is clean

“In spite of our sewage problem,
Morehead has grown every year. In the
past year, we have golten one $5 million
plant A big shopping center is moving
into town: another shopping center 1s
being developed. New homes are
springing up everywhere Our University
had its biggest enrollment in history. The
raw sewage, next summer, will double
and the death rate will go up.

"Gentlemen, we are trying to do
something about our siluation in
Morehead, Kentucky. We have our share
of the money to match the federal grant
we have apphed for. As Mayor of the City
of Morehead, T am not asking you to help
us, I am begging for your help. If we
don't get some help soon. and I'm not
speaking of three years, I'm begging
now We won't be around for the final
round

“We can't continue lo smell the
polluted air walk the palluted carth,
wade the pollulion on the way lo work
and to school, and live "

Community College this fall. Thanks go
to Stephen Knowles for the fine work that
went into the planning and carrying out
of each week’s program

There were several outstanding people
who presented information on this
subject—namely Dr. Robert Straus, head
of the Department of Behaviorial
Sciences al the University of Kentucky
Medical School and an internationally
known authority in the field of
alcoholism: Dr. Cranicker, a fine
psychiatrist al Eastern State Hospital in
Lexinglon; Dr. Mary Fox, head of the
Pike County Health Department; Judge
Wayne Rutherford, of Pike county: our
own Rev. William Jaggers and Mr. Leo
Weddle, whais an instructor at PCC, also

A';ks ’Coon Hunters
For Help in Study

Frankfort. Ky. Nov. 19—The
Department of Fish and Wildlife
Resources is asking the cooperation of
raccoon hunters in several Eastern
Kentucky countics during this year's
bunting season

As parl of a major research project,
more than 1000 raccoons have been
relcased with ear tags. Hunters taking a
tagged raccoon are asked to send the tag,
alorg with data about where and when the
animal was Laken, (o the department of
Fish and Wildlife

Return of the tags will furnish valuable
information about the movements,
dispersal and survival rate of restocked
raccoons. Most of the raccoons used in
the study were imported from other
states by sportsmen's clubs for
restocking. And one purpose of the study
is to assess the effectiveness of these
stocking programs and to develop
recommendations for clubs to use in such
projects

Several raccdons have also been
equipped with radio transmitter collars
to monitor their movements. Should a
hunter take a radio-equipped 'coon, he
should send both the collar and the ear
tag to the Department of Fish and
Wwildlife

Bath tagged and transmitter-equipped
raccoons may be taken by legal methods
during the open season. according to Joe
Bruna. director of Fish and Wildlife's
game management division. The season
on raccoons and other furbearers opens
November 20 and runs through January
31,1976 but is closed December 6-10 for
the gun deer season

Fiddlin’ Dewey Recalls

Summer Brice Shepherd, second from left, (just above the

word Brice) is pictured with some Middle Creek friends in this
photo taken about 65 years ago in Hot Springs, Arkansas.

‘Fiddhin® * Dewey Shepherd. of David,
1s widely known in this area for his old
time fiddle playing, singing and dancing.
and as heing an authentic mounlain
‘character " Shepherd is also familiar to
many folk music enthusiasts all over the
nation from his performance al the
prestigious Newport R 11 Folk Festival
where he appeared on the same stage
with personalities such as Joan Baez,
Theodore Bikel. Johnny Cash, Bob
Dylan. Judy Collins and others

What few remember is that Fiddlin’
Dewey's father. ““Summer’ Brice
Shepherd, may have been ovne of the
finest hiddle players ever to come out of
the southern mountains

He waon all the fiddle contests around
in this country " Dewey recalled of his
father. “Even old Can FEstep. a left
handed fiddler. and Fiddlin® Tom Bur
chett wouldn’t come close lo beatin
Dad

summer Brice Shepherd, who. like his
son. was horn and raised in the David
area. learned to ‘play the fiddle on a
home-made gourd instrument, jusl as his
son would vears later “They've got
daddy's old gourd fiddle behind glass in
the Smithsonian Institute.”” Dewey
remarked. “Guess 1t'll be there as long
as there's a United States.” he added

According to  Fiddlin® Dewey, his
lather's greatesl achievemenl was
winning the Warld Champioon Fiddier's
Cantest in Salt Lake City. Utah in the
early 1900
dy was on the tram going to
Callettsburg one tme to gel him some
whiskey., and this big rich fellow who was
i the same car heard dad playing on an
old. cheap fiddle he had.” Dewey recalls

“That fellow told my dad he'd pay all
expenses. food and drink. if dad would go
with him lo the fiddle contest in Utah "

‘Well, that suited dad just fine,”

Dewey continued, “and he went out there
and won the world champion fiddler title.
He just gol up on stage and starled
warmin’ up and they knew he was the
best and they give it ta him ™

According (o Shepherd, Summer Brice
was awarded a genuine, Stradivarius
viohn with a picture of Lhe exposition hall
where he won the title painted on the
back of the instrument. The violin was
lost tn a fire which destroyed Dewey's
home several years agn

Dewes said his father composed most
of the twies he played and sang, in-
cluding his favorite, “The Elkhorn
Fastline.” a song Dewey describes as
“'kinda like the “Orange Blossom
Sperial " but all about the first train in
this area which didn't go farther than
Elkhorn City

Dewey recalled the marathon picking
sessions and dances which would be held
at the “old homeplace’ when he was a
small boy “‘Back then they drunk
moonshine and apple brandy—and it was
made good, too, to where they wouldn't
get so drunk, and they'd fiddle. pick the
banjo and dance all night,"" Shepherd
said

As a boy Dewey also recalls the time
some fellows came "“from out West’ and
recorded scores of his father's fiddle
tunes on an Edison record player. "I
guess there's probably people right today
playing dad's tunes and they don't even
know where they really come from,”
Dewey remarked

Like his father, Fiddlin' Dewey writes

Fatl;er as “The Best”

many of the songs he performs at
numerous folk and bluegrass festivals
“The Snow White Shirt.”" a “*ballit" about
aboy killing his brother “after they'd fell
out over a hazlenut tree’ was one of the
tunes Shepherd performed at the
Newpart festival and which is included in
a giant songbook which also features the
songs of the other artists who performed
at the festival Other songs include *-Jack
Monroe,” which Dewey describes as *‘the
truestory of an outlaw [ knew when [ was
serving time in the federal penitentiary
in Atlanta for moonshining,” and
*Moonshiner's Blues,” a story of hard
times in the mountains and of the
problems and perils peculiar to the oc-
cupation. I used to make that liquor,”
shepherd said without hesitation. “‘and
I've made some that's hard lo beat."
Fiddlin' Dewey is today an active
performer in festivals and wins his share
of contests, but he contends his father
was Lhe best. "I just wish | knew half the
old songs he knew, " Shepherd remarked.

In letters to its customers the gas
company cited the purchase of quantities
of gas surplus to the intrastate market in
the Southwest, and the availability of
additional volumes of gas from its
supplier, as the reasons for the reduction
in curtailment levels.

Consumer Comments

The furnace inspector who drops in to
check your Turnace free of charge may
warm your heart, but he may not warm
your house Beware of phony furnace
inspectors who may try to persuade you
to have unnecessary work done an your
furnace

As the wealher turns colder, con-
sumers are reminded to have their
furnace inspected. cleaned and
repaired—if repairs are needed. There
are many reputable firms that will do
just that

There also may be others who want lo
sell you unnecessary parts or a whole
new furnace. if possible

Let's review the guidelines to protect
yoursell againsl the unscrupulous fur-
nace repairmen

—Be cautious when approached by
anyone who offers a free furnace in-
spection

—Don't let anyone take your furnace
apart for inspection nr cleaning unless
you are sure that he is qualified to do so--
and will both inspect and reassemble it
free of charge.

—-Don't take an inspector's word that
he is qualified. Investigate every home
improvement firm vou deal with. Call the
Consumer Protection Division, the Better
Business Bureau, the National Home
Improvement Council, the National
Remodelers Association or a local home
builders group. Ask around.

—Investigale inspectors and dealers in

advance, if possible. If there is ever a
real danger of an explosion or of
poisonous fumes, you will want to act
quickly to have your furnace repaired.
Advance checking can do away with the
possibility that an inspector might use
scare taclics to get you to panic and sign
a contract lov quickly —without checking
past service or shopping for the best
price

During an inspection, watch
carefully. A fraudulent inspector may
bring his own broken parts with him and
pretend that they are yours.

—After an inspection, gel a second
opinian. If you've been told your furnace
is beyond repair, have it confirmed by a
heating engineer. If an inspector
recommends a particular heating
engineer, it could mean that the in-
spector and the engineer are working
together. Find your own

—0Obtain written estimates or com-
petilive bids on replacements or major
overhauls. Beware of unusually low bids

warranly in writing

Between Sexes in Schools

By JOD NEACE

Frankfort, Ky —School superin-
Lendents from across the state gathered
recently in Frankfort to hear and discuss
sexual equality in education Title IX of
the Education Amendments of 1972

Marge Justice, equal opportunity
specialist for the Office of Civil Rights in
the U S Office of Health, Education and
Welfare (HEW) in Atlanta. explained
that elementary schools have one year to
implement Title 1X, while secondary
schouls have three years to implement it
buring hese adjustment periods the
schouls must develop some plan of action

receiving federal financial assistance.
They cover the treatment of ail employes
mvolved in educatianal programs and
aclivilies, rather than only professional
and paraprofessional emplayes directly
responsible for the education of students.

Title IX does not apply (o military
schools. however, it does apply to
educational institutions controlled by a
religious orgamzation to the extent that
compliance would be consistent with
religious tenets.

Right now, said Miss Juslice, schools
should be in the process of satisfying the
immediate requirements of Title 1X.
such as hling assurance with HEW that
they are inlending to abide by Title 1X

or professional agreements with em-
ployes that they do not discriminate on
the basis of sex in educational programs

Fairchilé in Hall of Fame

A former Cincinnatian, the late Frank
Mayo Fairchild, recently was named as &
member of the OX-5 Aviation Pioneers
Hall of Fame

The honor was hestowed upon Fair-
child at the organization's national
convention at San Antonio, Tex., in
recognition of his contributions to the
establishment of the aviation industry.
Alsa honored by induction into the 0X-5
Aviation Pioneers Hall of Fame were
Charles A. Lindbergh and Orville and
Wilbur Wright

Fairchild was known to members of
the aviation community in the Greater
Cincinnati area as Mr. Aviation. He was
prominent in many matlers pertaining to
aviation, including the direction and co-
ordinating of courses of study in the
schools, assisting the city and the
Chamber of Commerce in airport site
selection and planning, flight and ground
school training of pilols and active
leadership of the Civil Air Patrol
squadron at Lunken Airport

Fairchild was born in Floyd County,
Ky.,in 1900. At the age of 18, he left home
to enroll at East Texas Normal College.
He also attended Berea College, Berea,
Ky., for four years, and McSweeny Auto
and Electrical School, Cincinnati, where
he graduated with honors

He began flight training at the site of
the present Chicago Midway Airport, and
became a pilot in 1924, The following
year, Fairchild returned to Cincinnati
and opened his own flying school at what
is now Lunken Alrport.

In 1929, the Cincinnati Board of
Education added an aviation department
to its vocational education department,
and asked Fairchild to head the depart-
ment He remained with the board in this
capacity for 35 years, retiring in 1864.

During the period 193739, Fairchild
trained as a tower operator at the

How To Take
Care of a Dam

Frankfort, Ky.—A book, being written
by the state water resources division,
will show Kentucky's 800 dam owners
how to properly care for their dams.

According to Harry Keith Honaker, a
civil engineer in the division of water
resources of the Kentucky Department
for Natural Resources and En-
vironmental Protection, the purpose of
the book is to help owners of dams
establish a program of maintenance and
visual safety inspection, And, the prin-
cipal objective of the program is to detect
and avert any potential failure

“We're writing the book as a sup-
plementary manual to our state dam
inspection program,” said Honaker,
who's compiling the book, which may be
completed by the end of December. *‘It's
a set of guidelines that owners can use on
their own to majntain and care for their
dams "'

Honaker explained that fallure of a
dam can cause not only considerable loss
of capital investment and possible in-
come, but alsc possible property damage
and loss of life. Because of this, regular
inspection of a dam is vitalto its care and
maintenance, Problems can usually be
detected at early stages if a dam is in-
spected regularly

Through content and schematic
diagrams, the hoak explains the main
elements of a dam. It also goes into the
prominent types of dam failures, proper
maintenance of dams, owner inspection
and reporting emergencies.

*“We want owners of dams to grasp the
techniques necessary for a proper
program of maintenance,”” said
Honaker. “If an owner is able to
thoroughly check the dam on his own and
is capable of recognizing any potentially
dangerous conditions, he may possibly
avert a disastrous dam failure.”

Honaker added that because early
detection and remedy are essential in
preserving the structure, the dam owner
should be aware of various signs of
danger during an inspection. “‘We point
out these danger signals in the book,'” he
said, ‘‘and tell the owner what
procedures to follow in the dam's upkeep
and inspection. For an owner to properly
maintain a dam after it’s constructed is a
good business pracliceas well as a moral
responsibility.

“This handbook on dams,” Honaker
continued, “‘will aid owners in taking
care of their dams through frequent
owner-inspections and therefore will help
to prevent dam failures."

prepared by Fairchild was used in the
Civilian Pilot Training (CPT) program
at various colleges and schools in the
area during the war

Fairchild's flight school was chosen as
& center to train students sent from other
states by the military as part of the
Aviation Cadet training program

Fairchild was the first to join the Civil
Air Patrol Squadron at Lunken, and
became its commanding officer, ad-
vancing through the ranks to Colonel

Fairchild presided at the first meeting
of what is now the Greater Cincinnati
Airmen, Inc., founded to promote
aviation in the Cincinnati area.

‘The first pilot in Floyd County, Ky.,
Fairchild built a landing strip on his farm
there. and often flew between Cincinnati
and his boyhood home, where he took
aloft residents of the area who otherwise
might never have had an opportunity to

Fairchild died at his retiremenl home,
overlooking his flying field in Eastern
Kentucky, on December 21, 1972.

His widow, Margaret Gaines Fairchild,
herself a tower operator at Greater
Cincinnati Airport for many years prior
to her retirement, accepted the hanor for
her late husband at San Antonio

Communities Testify on List
For Treatment Plant Grants

Frankfort, Ky —The state en
vironmental protection department held
a hearing today to receive public com-
ment on a priority list of communities
applying for part of the $114 million in
federal grants to be used toward ultimate
construclion of waste treatment plants

The grants list, which includes a
priority ranking for applicants for
construction grants for some public
treatment works, will determine the
Kentucky communities to receive money
from the federal government for building
waste lreatment plants and how much
they will receive

At the hearing held by the division of
water quality in the Kentucky Deparl
ment for Natural Resources and En-
vironmental Protection to solicit
remarks on the Kenlucky construction
grants project list, several communities
across the state gave oral testimony
Those communities were Williamstown,
Morehead, Louisville, Lexington, Jef-
ferstown, shelbyville and Crofton

One speaker, Herbert Caldwell, mayor
of Williamstown, said although his city's
sewer system had been completed for
several years, another area of the city
has greatly developed since that time.
“Late in 1974," said Caldwell, “a
representative from the water quality
division viewed the newly-developed part
of the community and said it should be a
priority in belng serviced with sewage
treatment."

W. B. Brown, representing Will Brown
and Associates of Shelbyville, said, '‘Like
everybody else, we'd like to be number
one on the priority list."

Several persons showed up from

Lexington to represent its need for
calleclor sewer projects

Gordon Garner, a commissioner of the
Lexingtan-Fayette County Urban
Government, said. "'In Lexington the
health threat due to septic lanks is great
and pollution done by septic waste to
ground water is a certainty.”

Dr. Phillip Wyler, of the Lexington-
Fayette County Health Department, said
the health department receives over 500
complaints each year about raw sewage
on the ground and street.

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Control Keeping
Forests Safer

By MARVA GAY

Kentucky is suffering fewer forest fires
now than ever before.

During the five-year period between
1965 and 1969, there were an average of
2,733 forest fires each year Between 1970
and 1974, the number dropped lo 1.752
During the spring uf 1975 there were 860
forest fires the hest record for any
spring forest fire season 11 Kentucky

The improvement, according to Harry
Nadler. director of the division of
forestry in the Kentucky Department for

Starting at the top of a hill is another
recommendation. That way the fire will
burn down the hill slowly. If the fire is
begun at the bottomn of a hill, drafts
probably would carry sparks on up

Suggeslions for burning trash include
plowing or raking the areas clear before
beginning the fire.Burn only when the
wind is down. Keep hand taols and water
nearby o put out spot fires. And, most
importantly, don’t leave a fire until 1t is
out

There are laws mandating some of

Natural Resources and Envir tal
Protection. is due to an improved fire
control and prevention program

particularly a personal contact program

Finding debris burning to be the
number one cause of forest fires in
Kentucky, forestry officials have been
going door-to-door and field-to-field
visiting residents of areas that have had
trouble with forest fires to explain fire
season in Kentucky

For instance, to a farmer who needs lo
burn a field to clear il, the forestry offi-
cials would recommend that the burning
be done gither early in the morning or late
in the afternoon before winds pick up
They would advise thal the farmer plow
around the field first and that only small
sections of the field be burned at a time
Otherwise. so much heat might be
generated that flames could flare up,
carrying over (o nearby areas

Last year, as a result of court action
initiated by the division of forestry, 328
persons had 1o pay for the cost of sup-
pressing Lhe fires they began Many also
were forced to pay fines

Carelessness, said Nadler. is the main
cause of the fires. However, arson is a
leading cause,with 408 such fires burning
10.771 acres last year, Arson is a felony
that carries a prison sentence of one year
or more. Nadler said that each year the
state sends people to prison for this of-
fense.

Behind debris burning, the number twa
cause of forest fires in 1974 was smoking,
which caused 452 fires and burned 14,251
acres During 1974, a total of 2,073 forest
fires burned 49,775 acres in Kentucky.

on its southward journey. and again
starts its oh-so-slow return, bringing
spring back ta the Northern Hemisphere

Although December is frequently
spoken of as the “frosty month," it is not
usually the coldest month of the winter
season. By Lhe same token, it is not the
most cheerless month Crackhng fires
and the good will inspired by the spirit of
approaching Christmas  spreads
wonderful, warm, and happy glow across
the land, mitigating the chill of boreal
winds sweeping down from (he North

December is one of the months in
which all nature seems to come to a halt
Of the manifold activities of summer and
autumn, there now remains scarcely a
trace. There is no growing, no fruiting, no
ripening, no harvesting, but no matter
to function successfully, cverything must
have time for resting and recuperation,
and this applies to the inanimate as well
as lo the animate things thal exist on this
good earth.

The ancient Romans made Vesla,
goddess of the hearth, the special deity of
December. For several reasons, this
seems most appropriate, but mainly
because it is the most glorious month for -
little children—a month in which
chimneys and mantlepieces over the

hearth play such an important role
Without chinmeys, hearths, and
December. there coud be no Santa
Claus

Notwithstanding Christmas, the spirit
of Christmas, red holly herries, some
snow on the ground, Santa Claus, and
some other atlributes, December 1s not
exactly the most pleasant month of the
vear As the popular naturalist and
vutdoorsman, Hal Borland, once wrate, it
is the price “'we pay for June "'

As Borland indicated, December may
not be the best month of the year for
some things but often because of weather
conditions. neither is January, February,
nor wayward March. But as another
distinguished ouldoor writer once said,
‘not from the perfect circle of the year
cun he spared these crystal gems of
winter

Not too much can be done outdoors in
December in the way of farming or
gardening. but specialists in the various
fields of rural living say this way of life
can be enhanced if some things are done
this month

December, they say, 1s the month in
which to paint the basement stairs
make sure animals in the barn have
plenty of warm bedding and birds in the
fields and woods have plenty of suet,
cracked corn and sunflower seed read
Isaiah 40:11 and starl planning for next
year and make every effort to catch a
favored person of the opposite sex under
the mistletoe.

have stored their boats, motors and other
fishing equipment and their only plans
are to wail out the winter and then get
ready for a burst of activity in spring

It doesn’t have to be that way, though.
Each season of the year has its special
fishing events and the fisherman who
isn't also a hunter doesn’t have to spead
the late fall and winter waiting and
wishing.

Most anglers who are active at this
time are in quest of that favorite of
Kentucky fishermen—the black bass—
and casting is an ideal method now for
harvesting limit strings An ideal
location is 2 major lake where the
fisherman will find quiet waters and, on a
weekday, maybe will fish from daylight
until dark and never see another boat

-Generally by now, bass have moved
into the more shallow waters, often
feeding throughout the entire day, af-
fording the fisherman a good opportunity
to get that artificial lure within range as
the bass patrol the shoreline

Expert musky fishermen know this is
the season for their kind of fishing and
many float the musky streams, casting
their favorite lures in much the same
manner as do the bass fi

Lively minnows fished around such
areas will account for many fine strings
of this excellent fish and they can be
caught at night, loo, by fishing under
artificial lights in much the same
manner as early spring while bass are
laken

Yet another game fish that abounds in
muny Kentucky walers, thanks lo
stocking efforts of the fisheries division
of the department, is the rainbow trout

Hot spots for big rainbow are the
stocked tailwater areas and possibly the
area below Cumberland would be the
most ideal. (Kentucky trout fishermen
are required to have a trout stamp, as
well as valid Kentucky fishing license.)

Another cool andor cold weather
favorite for many fishermen is the
sauger and fishing for them i good below
the dams on both Kentucky and Barkley
lakes. In these (ailwaters, fishermen
either troll deep runners along the riprap
shoreline or fish with shad or herring
minnows. Generally, sauger are found
feeding close to the boltom and, as is the
case with many kinds of fish. if you take
onein an area, you're likely to take more

The important thing to remember is
that you don't have to put your fishing
gear away for the winter if you don't
want to—the fish are still there and now’s
the time to catch’ ‘em

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Carroll Asks Federal Funds
To Develop Synthetic Fuels

A statement from Gov. Julian M
Carroll received in Washington recently
told a congressional subcommittee that a
federal program to provide capital for

ial synthetic fuel devel,
from coal "is an essental step toward a
national energy policy ™

In written testimony filed with the
House Subcommittee on Energy.
Research, Development and Demon
stration (Fossil Fuels . Carroll said such
a step would be a recogmition of the
importance of synthetic fuels in reaching
the nation's goal of energy independence

Carroll expressed Kentucky's support
for a loan guarantee for the development
of synthetic fuels, saying it would be
necessary in order to provide fnancial
incentives to commercial fuel
developers

Carroll emphasized tha! *policies must
not restrict guarantees 1o projects based
on perfected technology, but should take
inlo accounl emerging technology
nearing feasibility

"Several processes thal have ap-
plication to Kentucy coals should meet
the goals of this legislation within a very
short ime, " Carroll told the group *"The
legislation must recognize the possibility
of new advances so that they are nol
excluded in favor of technology which
has an advantage at this point in time **

As an example, he told the committee,
‘We are encouraged with some of our
progress. particularly with the advances
being made in solving the caking
problems  associated with bituminous

coals."”

Carroll also told the committee that the
success of the syntheuc fuels program
will depend 1o a large degree on Lhe
support and involvement of state and
local governments in coping with the
impact of specific project locations. For
this reason, he said, the impact costs of
such facilities must be provided for in the
legislation and policies assaciated with
1t Impact costs are related expenses for
sewers. utilities. community cests for
schools. etc

“It1s imperative.” he said, “that the
impact costs of public services
associated with a project be identified
and the availabilty of funds assured
This is vital

Congress has already provided funds
for coal conversion demonstration
projects. including one near Catletts
burg. Gov Carroll's testmony con
cerned legislalive measures intended to
aid 1n the development of larger plants
designed 1o actually produce synthetic
fuel in commercial quantities

Carroll said he welcomed the op
portunity 1o speak to the subcormmltee.
which reports to the House Commitee on
Science and Technology. because
Kentucky has “made a substantial
commitmeni toward the develupment of
synthetic fuels and 1s rich 1n bituminous
coal

“Kentucky has mounted an intense
effort to expand coal conversion research
and support coal conversion demon-
strabon plants.” Carroll told the sub-
committee, “and our annual coal
research expenditure will exceed $2
million this vear

‘In addition to basic coal conversion
process development. we are carrying
out research on runing techniques, as
well as reclamation and environmental
effects nn (he economics of coal ™

Carroll said Kentucky's demonstration
program is authorized up to $30 million 1n
the form of a special trust fund and that
the state is currently pursuing the
potential of gasification of coal for

specific  industrial  application
throughout the state. Major pipeline
quality  commercial gasification and

higuefaction plants are included in the
state’s efforts. he said

He informed them that site work will
begin shortly on a liquefaction plant
jointly funded by the Energy Research
and Development Administration. in
dustry participants and the state He said
other major coal conversion facihties are
in the planning, design and preliminary
engineering stages

Amendment Aids Child Support Program

A new amendment to the Social
Security law has resulted in an expanded
effort by the Department for Human
Resources (DHR) to locate and
prosecute parents who are not supporting
their children

DHR will be negotiating contracts with
Kentucky's courts and prosecutars to
obtain their assistance in locating absent
parents and bringing parents before the
courts to obtain child support orders. The
courts will be reimbursed as a result of
funds being made available at the federal
level for this program

“It is hoped that the courts and
prosecutors will carry out lhe major
responsibility for _this program,” said
Commissioner Gail 5. Huecker of DHR's
Bureau for Social Insurance. The Bureau
for Social Insurance has been designated
as the unit of DHR to implement the
program in Kentucky.

The newly passed legislation, Part D of
Title IV of the Social Security Act,
requires every stale to cooperale with
the courts and law enforcement officials
to conduct a child support enforcement
program

Each state is also required to set up a
parent locator service. This unit will
attempl to find absent parenls through
the use of state and federal sources of
information -

The program is not limited to welfare
families, but applies to anyone who
cannot locate a parent for child support.
According to the new law. DHR must
pursue all these who have not been
providing far their children

Garnishment of income of federal
employes and the military for child
support and alimony is permitted by the
new Social Security amendment.

As a condition for eligibility for Aid to
Families with Dependent Children
(AFDC), the law now requires a mother

or father to cooperate in locating the
absent parent of a child.

ORDINANCE NO. 9-75
AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY
COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY
COUNCIL QOF THE CITY OF
PRESTONSBURG, KENTUCKY, AS
FOLLOWS:

SECTION 1. That whereas, on August
20, 1970, the City Council of the City of
Prestonsburg, Kentucky, enacted an
ordinance which was in the words and
figures as follows:

ORDINANCE NO. 4-70

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY
COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
PRESTONSBURG, KENTUCKY,
AUTHORIZING AND INSTRUCTING
THE CITY ATTORNEY TO TAKE
STEPS TO ANNEX AS A PART OF THE
CITY OF PRESTONSBURG A TRACT
OF LAND IMMEDIATELY ADJACENT
TO THE MOST SOUTHERN LIMITS OF
THE CITY LIMITS OF PRESTONS-
RURG, KENTUCKY.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY
COUNCIL OQF THE CITY OF
PRESTONSBURG, KENTUCKY, AS
FOLLOWS:

SECTION 1. That the City Attorney
institute an action and file a petition in
the Floyd Circuit Court, within thirty (30)
days after the adoption and required
publication and advertisement of this
Ordinance, according to law, to annex as
a part of the City of Prestonsburg a tract
of land immediately adjacent to the most
southern limits of the city limits of
Prestonsburg, Kentucky, described as
follows:

Beginning at a point in the existing city
limits line, said point being described as
the point where the south corner of lot 1-
A, Block D, Goble-Roberts i

law set out in City of Hickman, Inc., v
Choate, Ky., 579 SW 2d 238 (1964) the
issues are the same regardless of the
percentage of remonstrants. The only
distinction is that if the remonstrants
exceed lifty percent, the burden is on the
City to show a prima facia case of benefit
to itself and to the property proposed to
be annexed When the City has done this,
the burden shifts to the property owners
to prove material injury.

‘The Court finds and concludes that the
residents of the proposed annexation
would receive the standard benefits of
Municipal Incorporation. City of
Greenville v. Gossett, Ky., 355 SW 2d 311
(1962). The City established a benefit to
the property proposed to be annexed in
that the City proved that it can give the
residents of the proposed addilion sub-
stantially the same services as the
residents of the City are now receiving
including paved streets, city water, fire
protection, street lights, police protec-
tion, city sewers, street sweeping.
garbage disposal, and trash pick-up
Further, the city has established that it
will be benefited by this annexation, not
only through the additional tax revenue,
whatever it may be, but also thraugh the

Sandy River: thence leaving the existing
city limits line and with the center of the
Big Sandy River, in a northwest direc
tion, approximately 3550 feet to a point in
the existing city limits line; thence along
the existing city limits line 740 feet to the
southern corner of Block P Goble
Roberts subdivision; thence in a nor
theaslern direction along the west right
of-way of a 40 feet street, 130 feet; thence
southeast along the right-of-way of a 30
feet street. 700 feet to the most western
corner of Block C. Goble-Roberts sub-
division; thence northeast. 107 feet 1o the
most northern corner of Block C: thence
southeast with Block C. 325 feet; thence
southwest. 19 feet to the point of
beginning

For more particular reference to the
tract of land described, a map of said
territory is filed with Richard Earl
Martin, Civil Engineer. Prestonsburg
Kentucky,

SECTION 6. All ordinances, or parts of
ordinances, in conflict herewith, are
hereby expressly repealed to the extent
of such conflict

SECTION 7. The City Clerk will have
this ordinance duly published in the

intangible but nevertheless
advantages that will accrue to both the
City and the owners of property within
the affected area by the unifying force of
one government for what is in fact one
community. Annexation, in short, holds
the promise of a better and more ef-
fective government for all concerned
than they now enjoy separately. City of
Hickman, Inc., v. Choate, Ky., 378 SW 2d
238,

The City having met its burden of
proving benefit to the City and to the
owners of the property to be annexed, the
burden then shifted to the property
owners to prove material injury. The
Court finds and concludes that the
property owners did not meet their
burden in that they did not prove any
material injury to the entire area, but

joins the north right-of-way line of the C
& O Railroad; thence along the north
right-of-way of the C & O Rallroad ap-
proximately 1200 feet to a point in the
existing city limits line, sald point being
located on the northwest corner of
Prestonsburg Municipal Housing Project
Ky. 35-3; thence with the existing city
limits line, N. 73-28 E. 181.%9 feet; thence
S. 82-03 E. 86.00 feet; thence N 52-38-30 E
38-41 feet; thence N. 4548 E. 78.59 feet;
thence N. 73-04 E. 125.00 feet to & point in
the center of the Big Sandy River, thence
leaving the existing city limits line and
with the center of the Big Sandy River, in
a northwest direction, approximately
3550 feet o a point in the existing city
limits line; thence along the existing city
limits line 740 feet to the southern corner
of Block P, Goble-Roberts subdivision;
thence in a northeastern direction along
the west right-of-way of a 40 feet street,
130 feet; thence southeast along the right-
of-way of a 30 feet street, 700 feet to the
most western corner of Block C, Goble-
Roberts subdivision; thence northeast,
107 feet to the most northern corner of
Block C; thence southeast with Block C,
325 feet; thence southwest, 196 feet to the
point of beginning.

For more particular reference to the
tract of land described, a map of said
territory is filed with Richard Earl
Martin, Civil Engineer, Prestonsburg,
Kentucky.

SECTION 2. All ordinances, or parts of
ordinances, in conflict herewith, are
hereby expressly repealed to the extent
of such conflict.

The City of Prestonsburg filed this ac-
tion under KRS 81.210 to annex an area
adjoining its south city limits. As
presently constituted the City contains
approximately eleven hundred dwelling

with a population of thirty-three
hundred peaple. The pi addition
contains approximately forty-two
dwellings with a .population of ap-
proximately two hundred people. There
are no industrial plants located within
the proposed addition, and much of it has
been laid out for residential subdivision.
Ithas been stipulated by and between the
parties that at least ninety-five per cent
of the property owners remonstrated
against ‘the annexation. However, the
Court concludes that under the rule of

only to prove injury to the
separate parcels of real estate isolation,
Isolated instances of detriment do not
amount to material injury to the property
of the whole area. Mitchell v. Central
City, Ky., 354 SW 2d 281 (1962).

The Court further finds that most of the
residents of the proposed territory have
water and sewer services they would not
have except for the instrumentality of the
City. Their lot was made better by the
City, and having accepted its benefits
they cannot defeat an annexation unless
it ig'so unfair to them as to border upon
arbitrariness. City of Hickman, Inc. v
Choate, Ky., 379 SW 2d 238 (1964).

JUDGMENT

The Court concludes that the evidence
under KRS 81.210 was sufficient to allow
annexation. Accordingly, it is OR-
DERED and ADJUDGED that the
territory described in the Petition, which
description, is fncorporated herein by
reference as if it were set out at length,
be and the same hereby is ORDERED'
annexed into the City of Prestonsburg,
Kentucky. It is further ORDERED that
said territory shall hereafter be treated
and considered for all purposes as 2 legal
part of said incorporated City.

(). ""Loading and Unloading facilities™
means and includes, but is not
necessarily limited to, coal ramps,
tipples, loading docks, and other devices
for the loading of coalinto railroad cars,
trucks. or other apparatus for the trans-
portation of coal, hoppers for the loading
of sand and gravel, and other apparatus
for the loading of sand and gravel

(). ““Ton" means a short ton of 2.000
pounds

SECTION II. EFFECTIVE DATES
AND DURATION This Ordinance shall
apply and be effective from and after 1
January, 1976, and shall remain in full
force and effect until repealed or
modified in a lawful manner.

SECTION Ill. MODIFICATION OF
EXISTING MINIMUM LICENSE
FEES: The existing Business License
Ordinance as defined above is hereby
amended to the extent that the provisions
thereof are inconsistent herewith. In
addition to all taxes, fees, licenses, and
payments imposed by law, aperators of
facilities for the loading and unloading of
coal, sand, gravel, or a combination
thereof, which facilities have a situs
within the corporate limits of Wayland,
Kentucky, shall be required, beginning 1
January, 1876, to pay a minimum license
fee to the City of Wayland, Kentucky of
ten cents (10¢) per ton for each and every
ton of such substances as may be
processed by, or transported on, over,
through, or by virtue of, such facility.

SECTION IV: STATEMENT OF
LEGISLATIVE PURPOSE: The Board
of Trustees of Wayland, Kentucky,
having duly considered the effect of the
operation of such facilities upon the
citizens of Wayland, Kentucky, having
duly considered the economic benefit to
be derived thereby, and having con-
sidered all relevant factors, finds that the
operation of facilities for the loading and
unloading of coal, sand gravel, or a
combination thereof, tends to cause
environmental and atmospheric
pollution, tends to promote the
destruction of puble roads, bridges, and

other public ways tends to create ex-
cessive noise, tends to create traffic
congestion, and tends to adversely affect
Lhe aesthetic appearance of the City of
Wayland, Kentucky.

Supreme Court Upholds

Corporal Punishment

The U. S. Supreme Court has upheld
the use of corporal punishment in schools
provided that school personnel follow
minimum due process procedures. In a
summary judgement upholding a lower
court ruling without a hearing, the high
court ruled in Baker vs. Owen that states
may permit school teachers to spank
mishehaving students even over the
objections of parents, as long as the
teacher uses a lesser punishment when
appropriate and warns the pupil ahead of
time what kinds of behavior warrant
corporal punishment

The lower court ruling which was
upheld set forth three criteria that must
be met:

1. Spanking should not bethe ““first line
of punishment’’; 2. A second teacher
must observe the punishment ; 3. Parents
are entitled to a written explanation of
the punishment if they so wish

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Joe Creason

LOUISVILLE, Ky .—Countless
thousands of Kentuckians are still fin-
ding it hard to break an early morning
habit they developed through Lhe years—
that of waking up to the wit and humor of
Joe Creason

In his column for the Louisville
Courier-Journal, Joe Cross Creason gave
daily insight into Kentuckians' human

nature, their understated crossroads
humor, politics, speech, folklore and
slow way of lifle—the charac-

teristies that distinguish being a Ken-
tuckian from being a native of any other
state. He often wrole abaut the story-
tellers, but he himself was perhaps
Kentueky's most memorable and
characteristic storyteller

When he died of a heart attack more
than a year ago at the age of 56, Courier-
Journal cartoonist Hugh Haynie fittingly
eulogized him with & cartoon depicting
two angels floating around Heaven
saying, “Hurry up. Creason's telling
another whopper.”

The petite, outgoing wife of the story-
teller, 55-year-old Shella, remembered
that, “Joe loved people. That was the
incentive for his column. He wanted to
give Kentucky people space that they
ordinarily wouldn't be allowed in a news-
paper. But the people became very
demanding of his time. Quite often he
would come home at noan and say that he
hadn't had a chance to write a line at
work because he couldn't get off the
phone. He'd lock himself upstairs here
many afternoons to write his columns."

But his canstantly ringing office and
home telephones brought the inspiration
and humorous anecdotes for his short
vignettes on Kentucky life. The contacts
he made in each of Kentucky's 120
counties while (raveling as a feature
writer for the Courier-Journal Sunday
Magazine remembered him through the
years and called him when they thought
of a funny story for his column

“People would call Joe at any hour of
the day or night,” Shella Creason recalls
"'OneTtme a lady called for him and I told
her Joe was outside standing on a ladder
cleaning out our rain gutters. She said,
“Well, can you call him in” I just thought
of a funny story."”

Her husband being a former sports-
writer, Mrs. Creason had to screen his
telephone calls when he was engrossed in
a televised basketball or football game.
she remembered that on the day of an
important UCLA-Notre Dame basketball

me, a woman called and asked if she
could drop by the Creasons house for Joe
to autograph a book for her

Never one to willingly disappoint
anyone, Creason agreed, but asked her to
arrive before game-time. At the opening
tip-off, the woman still had not arrived.
At half time, the Creasons anxiously
peered out the window hoping she would
arrive during the break in the game. She
didn't. With the final minutes clicking off
theclock and the two teams battling out a
close finale, the visitor arrived, ex-
pecting sparkling conversation and at-
tention. Mrs. Creason said that was the
only time she can remember her
husband being rude with anyone.

Even now, his frlends are still
remembering. Mrs. Creason says that
her husband's friends have been overly
kind to her since his death. So many
people are repaying his kindnesses that
Mrs. Creason says she is becoming '‘an
expert on all the best places to eat in
Louisville.”' She is atill writing
acknowledgements for kindnesses paid
her and laments that she has not had a
chance to go through her husband’s

.. expansive filing system of notes, letters,
\. manuscripts, stories and columns.
} She did, however, help her husband
- with the screening of material to be in-
cluded in his first book, “Joe Creason’s
Kentucky," which was the original title
of his column. But she does not like the
picture used on the back cover of the
book. She feels the picture makes her
husband look “rumpled,” and explained,
‘Joe was a meticulous dresser. You
never saw him without a crease in his
pants and his shirt tucked in. The picture
just doesn’t look like him.”

The screening, editing and in-
troductions for the recently released
“Crossroads and Coffee Trees,” the
second book of Creason’s writing, was
done by the Creasons’ youngest son Bill,
26, who is presently participating in a
management training program at the
Courier-Journal. The new book contains
much of the material Creason produced
as a feature writer for the Sunday
magazine, which Mrs. Creason belleves
was his best writing

Creason wrote for the magazine for 17
vears following stints as a sportswriter
for the Courier-Journal and editor of the
daily newspaper, the Murray Ledger &

Times. Then the newspaper turned him
loose with his daily column,

“Jue had a great many job offers
throughout the years; most of them for
public relations-type jobs,” Shella
Creason remembered. *‘But in the end,
he'd always say that he had the ideal job
al the newspaper. No one told him what
to write, or what not to write."

In tribute to the 10 to 12 years he spent
on the Kentucky lecture circuit, a Joe
Creason lecture series has been
established at the University of Ken-
tucky, financed with matching funds
from the Courier-Journal.

When the youngest of their two sons left
home for college, Mrs. Creason began
accompanying her husband on many of
his lectures. At one of these lectures, at
Eastern Kentucky University, the
humorous storyteller held the entire
audience, except for one, in uproarious
laughter. The lone exception was Mrs
Creason.

She explained that the first few times
she heard her husband's stories, she
laughed as hard as his many captive
sudiences. But after hearing the stories

countless times, Lhey became old to her,
“But 1 always tried to be palite and at
least smile.” she remembered.

Out of Joe Creason’s memory-bank of
thousands of true ‘“down-home™ Ken-
tucky stories, Mrs, Creason said that her
husband's favorites were the ones he got
the best response from. Bul. she
remembered, the one he probably told
most often, and which was probably his
favorite, wasa story about a dinner party
thrown by the wife of a former University
of Kentucky president. The story sup.
ported Creason’s observation thal
Kentuckians, as a rule, are understated
and what is said is often not as important
as what is not said.

As Creason told it to hundreds of
receptive audiences across Kentucky
the university’s first lady was expecting
several honored guests for a dinner
party. Planning the affair on a set
budget, she spent all of her alloted money
on filet mignon. Seeking suggestions for
rounding out the meal, she went to the
university's dean of women and asked for
help

The dean of women claimed lo be a
connoisseur of mushrooms and volun
teered to furnish mushrooms for Lhe
dinner. Nol sure of how to prepare mush-
rooms, the former president’s wife tried
the results oul on the family dog. The dog
showed no adverse reactions, so the
mushrooms were served with dinner.

The guests all raved about the
mushrooms. But just at.the conclusion of
dinner, the butler whispered to the
hostess that their dog had been found
dead. Alarmed, she immediately phoned
their family doctor. He said the only
thing to do was to pump their stomachs

A team of doctors arrived at the house
and proceeded to pump the stomachs of
everyone at the dinner party. After the
ordeal was completed and all the guests
had wearily departed, the former
university president’s wife asked the
butler if the dog had a painful death. The
butler replied that death was in-
stantaneous. “‘And the s.0.b. that hit him
never even stopped,” he volunteered.

Outside of storytelling, Creason found
time to play tennis as often as he could.
But another of his fascinations was the
game of Scrabble. His wife said that he
had to turn to Serabble ‘‘because he was
Lerrible at bridge."”

Mrs Creason said that her husband

ecame a Scrabble player when he
)ourneyed to Hyden to do a magazine
story on the Frontier Nursing Center. He
ended up stranded at the center for
several days because of a flooding river
and ‘‘spent the whole time he was there
learning Scrabble,” his wife remem-
bered.

Born in 1918 in Benton, (*‘the only town
in Kentucky where [ was born™) the son
of former professional baseball player
Herman Creason began life as a
Republican. But displaying the give-and-
take axiom of marriage, Mrs. Creason
said, *I changed religions for him, and he
changed politics for me”'—an ironic turn
of events, since he once wrote a column
about the peculiarly strong partisanship
of Kentuckians' political leanings. He
wrote that by the age of 12, because of
yearly elections and the resulting con-
stant attention focused on politics, most
Kentuckians have chosen the political
party they will stay with for the rest of
their lives.

Highly civicminded, the Joe Creason
list of civic activities and organizations
included membership on Kentucky's
Histaric Preservation Review Board and
the executive committee of the Kentucky
Historical Society. In his memory, the
Historical Society has erected markers
for him in Benton and in the Bath county
town of Bethel, where his wife is from
and where he is buried.

And, in memory of their native son, the
Benton Chamber of Commerce last year
awarded him their outstanding citizen
award and dedicated this year's com
munity project, the construction of a
heliport, to him.

The Benton outstanding citizen award
joined the many other awards in the
Creason home. For now, Shella Creason
is still writing notes of acknowledgement
to their many friends, dining with them
occasionally, rummaging through the
piles of honorary citizen awards,
mountains of trays, bowls, mint julep
cups, pictures, prints and scrapbooks
and memorabilia people from all across
the Commonwealth sent her hushand
throughout the years; and she has
definite plans of tackling her husband's
files of notes, letters, manuscripts.
stories and columns some :

And Kentuckians are still chuckling
over the tales he spun about their friends
and neighbors

There’s a new topic of conversation
around the docks at Herrington Lake. a
new kind of excitement among fishermen
and a “‘new’’ species of fish in the waters
that is responsible for both the talk and
the excitement

Therockfishisn'tactually a “'new’ fish
to Herrington or several other Kentucky
lakes, but it might as well be. The first of
these salt-water cousins of the white bass
were stocked in 1958, but in small
numbers on an experimental basis
Herringtlon received a few rockfish 1n
subsequent years, but not in really
significant numbers

When it became apparent that these
fish were surviving and doing well in

Herrington (a 44 pound. four ounce rock
fish, the state record, was caught there in
1970) the numbers were increased
significantly In 1973, the Department of
Fish and Wwildlife put 39,800 rockfish in
Herrington, then increased the 1974 and
1975 stockings to approximately 50,000
per year

Those 1973 fish are now averaging
between three and five pounds each, and
they are the ones that are being caught in
increasing numbers at Herrington
According to one dock owner, fishermen
started taking these fish in early July and
have been catching them ever since This
15 the first vear that Herrington's anglers
have been fishing specificaily for rock-
fish and they are siowly developing
techniques for locating and catching
them

The most productive lures seem to be
either deep runners or large dollflies
fished fairly deep, but recently some
rocks have been caught in the jumps on
surface lures Those who have seen rock-
fish slashing through surface schools of
shad say that il's really a fantastic sight.
If you've ever fished for white bass in the
jumps, you can imagine what a com-
motion these much larger rockfish make

Add to this the possibility of hooking
into a 30- Lo 40-pound (or perhaps larger)
fish when you cast into these jumps, and
you'll see what all the excitement is
about. A 16-pounder was broughi in
recently and apparently some much
larger fish were hooked but not landed.
Several docks reported selling out of 20-
pound test line a couple of week-ends ago
as anglers who had tangled with a rock-
fish came back for some heavier
equipment

1 talked to a couple of fishermen at
Herrington who have caught rocks and
they agree that these fish seem to put up
more of a fight than a black bass of
comparable weight. Even when hooked
in deep water, these fishermen said, the
rockfish will come to the surface and do
most of its fighting there

They also recommended the rockfish
highly as table fare, saying the meat is
firm yet flakes easily. One fisherman
compared the taste of rockfish to that of

Aside from its qualities as a game fish,
fisheries biologists expect that the rock-
fish will have beneficial effects on the
lakes where it is stocked by helping to
utilize populations of gizzard shad. These
shad grow too large for most predator
fish to tackle. but they're just a com
fortable mouthful for a big rockfish
Stomach content analyses have shown
that well aver 30 percent of the rockfish's
diet consists of shad

With the completion of the Department
of Fish and Wildlife's Clark Halchery,
the number of rockfish available has
increased greatly Previous relatively
small stockings have produced some
goud catilies [rom Lake Cumberland and
rockfish, probably stocked by other
states, are showing up in the tailwaters of
both Kentucky and Barkley lakes. These
areas also have a growing number of
rockfish anglers

However. 1974 was he big year for
rockfish stocking, with 121,000 going in
Kentucky Lake, 100,000 in Barkley and
50,000 in Barren. Tennessee is alsa
stocking their portions of Kentucky and
Barkley lakes. 50 in the very near future
these waters should join Herrington as
top rockfish producers as more and more

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Sw1tch to Wood-Burning Stov

By JAY HENSLEY

(UK Extension Informatlon Specialist)

Buying a wood-burning stove can
change your lifestyle It can also cut your
fuel bill by as much as $400a year.

We switched to a wood-burning stove
as our primary source of heat for three
reasons
(1) there was a fuel shortage that
promised to grow worse, (2) our gas
furnace wasn't doing a good enough job
of heating our old farmhouse; and (3) our
fuel bills were as high as $80 a month in
the coldest weather

We bought the first stove new for about
$110 two years ago when (hey were
getting scarce We installed it in the
kitchen, and life on our farm began to
change.

Last year, we bought a second-hand
stove just like it, only bigger. for $15 at &
flea market. We went over it with a stiff
wire brush, polished it with stove
blacking, and set it up in our little three-
room house out hack. We sold the small
gas furnace it replaced.

Except on week-ends. we just keep the
kitchen warm. We wear sweaters in the
rest of the house and use an electric
spaceheater several times a day to take
the chill off the bathroom. My 16-year -old
builds a fire in his stove out back when he
wants privacy or has friends over.

It takes getting used to

Now, the children all know how to use
an axe, split kindling, build a good fire
and keep it regulated. Sometimes they
squabble over who's turn it is to carry out
the ashed or bring in a load of wood. They
have finally mustered the courage to get
out of bed when the alarm rings and
sprint through an ice-cold house to the
warm kitchen. We have all learned to be
careful about keeping things a good 24
inches from the stove and never letting
the fire get too hot

On wintry mornings, we stuff the stove
full of wood and damp it way down before
we all leave the house. First one home in
the afternoon puts more wood on and
opens the dam per and air vents for more
heat output

In not-so-cold weather, we let the fire
go out during the day. On week-ends, we
keep a second wood fire going in the
living room’s efficient old coal grate. We
hang blankets to block off the stairway Lo
the second floor, open the door to the
bathroom, and the whole downstairs
keeps warm

You can dry a wooden rack full of
laundry overnight by the stove, and you
can cook a pot of soup on it or warm up a
casserole. We keep a kettle of water
simmering there to put moisture in the
house. It means we always have hot
water on hand for making coffee, tea, or
instant cocoa. An iron keitle is best,
because sometimes it boils dry.

We still have our big gas furnace.If the
house gets colder than 50 degrees, the
thermostat kicks on and the little bit of
heat that results is enough to safeguard
our not-so-modern plumbing

Our stoves are cast-iron and are fire-
brick lined to burn coal. Coal gives a
hotter, quicker fire than wood and it will
burn much longer. But we don't like it,
and it's expensive. Our wood is free,
burns cleaner, and smells good

Even so, we always have some coal on
hand and use it once in a while to keep a
fire burning all night when everyone goes
to bed early, or for a long cold day when
none of us gets home until late.

You can buy a wood-burning stove that
takes much bigger chuiks of wood than
ours and burns much longer from one
stoking. But we like being able to burn

Delinquency Prevention
Grants Are Awarded

Twelve Kentucky school districts have
been awarded grants from the Kentucky
Crime Commission to fund the operation
of juvenile delinquency prevention
programs. David Jackson, director of the
Department of Education's Division of
Juvenile Justice and Delinquency
Prevention, states that any school
district making an application and
proving the existence of a delinquency
problem may qualify for grants. Each of
the programs operating in local school
districts is unique. geared to local con-
ditions. A major objective of the
prog is to work with i
students before they become more
deeply involved in delinguency

The $1.1 million in grants went to
Ashland, Bowling Green, Covington.
Franklin county. Hardin county, Jef-
ferson county, MeCracken county,
McCreary county, Montgomery county,
Newport, Owensboro, and Paducah
school districts

both wood and coal, and we like the small
amount of floor space our stoves take up

You can burn woed in a coal stave, but
it’s just not safe to burn coal in a wood
stove. It makes too hot a fire and could
burn up your house along with the coal

We cut, haul and split all our own wood.
We do it with the help of a 15-inch chain
saw kept in top working condition, a bow
saw, two sharp single-bladed axes, two
hatchets for splitting kindling, and a
beat-up station wagon with heavy-duty
springs. It takes many hours, and it's
something we all like 1o do

There's plenty of free wood available,
especially after a storm takes down some
trees and branches. Clearing out cull and
fallen trees on our own 22 acres gives us a
good supply,

We split lots of kindling and it calls for
a certain amount of skill-watch
somebody who's really good at it. You
should let go of the piece of wood just
before the hatchet hits, in case you miss_
I have many scars on my left hand from
the painful days of my apprenti

i
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and my 6-year-old sank the hatchet deep
into his thumb the very first time he
tried, in secret, to learn how

These cold fall days, we linger long
over meals in the warm kitchen, often
spend whole evenings there—reading,
talking, doing homework, writing letters,
playing music, working on handicraft
projects, dozing in the rocking chair

Even without a fuel crisis, a winter
storm sometimes cuts off our electricity
for hours or even days. When this hap-
pens, we just light a kerosene lamp or
two, bring in another armload of wood,
and keep warm around our stove.

(There’s free firewood available for
Kentuckians in the Daniel Boone
National Forest - provided you get an
official permit from your district forest
ranger, and provided you intend the wood
for your own use. No fair selling it. So if
you want woed to burn, and you don’t
mind working for it, here's what to do,
according to UK Extension forester
Ralph Lewis. It's all part of USDA’s Free
Use Timber Program. District forest
ranger offices are open B to 4:30 on week
days. They're located in Morehead,
Stanton, Berea, London, Somerset,
Whitley City and Peabody. Just go in and
apply for a “free-use permit.” The
ranger will supply you with a map,
marking on it where you can cut timber
and giving you directions on how to get
there. Within the area marked off. any
tree is fair game

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1.—THE WHIPPOORWILL It is said
the night song of the whippoorwill 1s the
most widely known of any other bird’s
song_ But the sight and knowledge of this
bird is something else. Very few persons
have had the chance to see a whip-
poorwill at close range, mainly for two
reasons: 1t is a bird of thedarkness. and
in daytime, when it squats down on old.
brown leaves, its brown and mottled
coloration blend so perfectly with the
brown-leaf forest floor, it is almost im-
possible to spot the bird

There have been many fine poems
written about the whippoorwill. and.
strangely, all of them have a touch of
melanchaly, or nostalgic yearning. It has

been said that if one istens closely to the
song of the whippoorwill and lets it sink
deep intn the heart, it is a never-to-be
forgotten expericnce  Why  does this
bird’s song affect people with a touch of
melancholy, or often a feeling of sad-
ness” The answer is, this bird lives on the
lonely heights of the mountains, or hides
in deep, dark ravines. in the lonliest part
of the forest Tt is a bird that dotes on the
darkness of the woods and reflecls the
loneliness 1n its song. Yet it often ven-
tures 1nto the backyard of some farm
house to do 1ts nightly stint of song 1f it
gets all wound up and of  to a good start,
il may sing its song over and over a
thousand times or more. John

iferous, means “loud-mouth.”” The
whippoorwill wears chin whiskers and
has a white mark across the throat: its
red eyes shine in the dark like a cat’s
eyes. The wings and tall have irregular
black spots. The bird never builds a nest,
but simply lays two eggs on old brown
leaves

Whippoorwills migrate in late summer
and go to Mexico or Ceniral America to
spend the winter. They are among the
earliest birds to return in spring. and
their first song is usually heard about the
tenth of April.

One of the most beautiful poems
written about the whippoorwill was by
van Dyke. And 1'm sure you will feel in
reading it the note of nostalgia and
vearning for his lost boyhood. I quote the
first stanza

“Do you remember, father

It seems sa long ago.

The night we fished fogether

Along the Pacono?

You seemed so long in coming,

And 1 felt so much alone,

The wide, dark world was round me,

And life was all unknown;

The hand or sorrow touched me

And made my senses thrill

With all the pain that haunts the strain

0f mournful whippoorwill . .

1 was but an idle lad,

1 had not learned the lessons

That make men wise and sad."

Proposed Education Bills

Dr. Donald VanFleet, of the

Legislative Research Con ion
appeared before lhe Kentucky
Educational Development Region XI
board of directors here November 17 ta
discuss pre-filed legislation affecting
education.

Among bills discussed by Dr. VanFleet
were the educational accountability bill
(attempts to establish outpul measures
for the achievement of the goals of
education in Kentucky), the power
equalization bill (guarantees that school
districts with poorer economies will have
per-pupil expenditures equal to the
wealthier schoo] districts), the consumer
education bill (requires a course on
consumer education in order to be
eligible for high school graduation), and
the career education bill (attempts to
legislate the incorporation of career
education in all state-supported
educational programs).

Following Dr. vanFleet’s presentation
and discussion, the board voted
unanimously to oppose the educational
accountability bill because of the lack of
appropriate instruments to measure
many objectives, state funding for
elementary and secondary education
could be based on data from inap-
propriate instruments and diagnostic
systems, and the legislature may not
provide adequate funds to implement an
accountability plan

The board also voted to oppose, pen-
ding acceptable modification, the policy
adopted by the State Board of Education
for improving the professional per-

Also appearing before the Board with
program and project reports were KEDR
XI staff members Audrey Pratt, con-
sultant for the Education of Exceptional
Children; Shirley Beard, administrative
assistant; Larry Jervis, curriculum
consultant, and Don Burchett, area
guidance supervisor for the Department
of Education

Mr. Johns gave an overview of KEDR
X1 activities and discussed the
evaluation of inservice meetings held at
Johns Creek High School and Prestons-
burg High School in September. Johns

told the board that the meetings were '

well accepted by participants and that
the most favorable comments concerned
the smal) group meetings

Other board action included:

—Approval of a regional meeting for
supervisors to be held December 5.

—Approval of a regional project ap-
plication for Title IV-C funds to continue
services offered by ESEA Title III,
Region VIL for FY 1976,

—Authorization of the regional staff to
pursue a multi-region guidance project.

—approval of the KEDR X1 financial
report

—Approval of KEDR XI project ex-
penditures

—Endorsement of a project application
filed by the Department for Natural
Resources and  Environmental
Protection asking funds for the removal
of vehicles in eastern Ken-

formance of school arles F.
Clark, superintendent of Floyd county
scheols and chairman of the KEDR X!
board of directors, said school
superintendents of the region are par-
ticularly opposed to the legislature’s
mandating the content for any particular
course.

‘Also appearing before the Board were
June Preston, training specialist for Civil
Preparedness Education, and Jim
Hampton, Division of Disaster and
Fmergency Services. They pointed out
that the Kentucky Department of
Education is charged with assisting all
school districts in the development of
emergency and disaster plans. This
assistance will include workshops in all
educational development regions. Lhe
provisions of materials usefu in for-
mulating disaster plans, and some free
curriculum materials

Eugene Robinson, director of the
Division of Instructional Media,
discussed textbook adoption policies and
procedures. Robinson stressed the im-
portance of having written board palicy
pertaining (o the adoplion uf lextbuoks
Robinson also told the board that there
will be a high school textbook program of
some sort next fall if funds are ap-
propriated. He suggested that principals
be advised not to order textbooks until
after the General Assembly meeting.

Following Mr. Robinson’s presen-
tation. Reo Johns, executive director of
KEDR XI, discussed with the board the
possibility of a regional hearing for
textbook adoption. Johns told the board
that he would arrange the meeting if the
superintendents preferred a regional
meeting, but suggested that the meeting
might be more convenient in terms of
time needed if each district had its own
