Racing group
placing bets

Although parimutuel wagering has
temporarily shut down at Eastern
Kentucky Racing pending the offi-
cial opening of the Kentucky Downs
harness track, officials are betting the
windows will re-open much sooner.

Wagering at the site ceased as of
Dccember 31, 1992, per a directive
from the Kenwcky Racing Commis-
sion, which decreed that Eastern Ken-
tucky Racing's license would not
become valid again until the track
opens on or before July 2.

Eastern Kentucky Racing Direc-
tor Ched Jennings said ‘Thursday that
the Kentucky Racing Commission
had displayed a great willingness to
cooperate, and at the urging of Gov-
emor Brereton Jones, had sought an
official opinion from Lhe state attor-
ney general’s otfice on whether or
notintertr; wagering should con-
tinue at the facility before the rack
officiully opens.

Jennings said that he and former

o members of the comnussion and
asked that intertrack wagering re-
sume at Center Stage on the grounds
that Kentucky state law dictates that
interrack wagering licenses be is-
sued for one full e, not for six
months i

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Bracelet of punishment

Life in the fast lane in Floyd
County could lead to life in the
slow lane — at home.

An in-house arrest program
utilized by the Floyd County Dis-
trict Court System allows viola-
tors of the law o serve their sen-
tence at home instead of jail. Stay-
ing at home for a week may sound
like a wonderful vacation, but
those who have been homebound
said it was torture.

“I’ve become the
neighborhood’s best babysitter,”
moaned one’Floyd County DUI
offender. The young man com-
mented that it was his first offense
and it would definitely be his last
because he didn’t “'want to go
through that again.”

Another man in Harrodsburg
lost his family because he stayed
home too long, said John Greer,
who owns and operates Eastern
Kentucky Corrections Services,
[nc. The man received a 30-day
sentence for a misdemeanor of-
fense. He and his wife weren't
used to spending so much time
together, Greer explained, and
trouble erupted between the two
The man moved out of the house
and into an apartunent.

On the other hand, said Greer,
spouses and parents of those serv-
ing the sentence usually Wink it's
Lhe best thing that's ever happened
10 their family.

“When she re
turned her equipment to have the
monitoring device removed, her
husband came with her.

The home incarceration pro-
gram has been available in Floyd
County for the past three years,
and was setinmotion in the county
at the request of Floyd County
Attorney Jim Hammond, said
Greer, “primarily because of over-
crowding in the jail and the De-
partment of Corrections was
threatening to close it."”

“Home incarceration helps us
maintain the conditidnal use of
our jail by allowing us to keep
(jailed) inmates at 25 or less,”” said
Hammond, who explained that
current regulations will not allow
the jail to house more than 25
inmates in bolb the male and fe-
male dorms.

It also saves the county ap-
proximately $22,000 per year,
Hammond said. “It saves the
county about $15 a day for every
day these people aren’t in jail,”
said Greer, “and that doesn’t in-
clude the liability or medical ex-
penses saved.”

The program is only used in
misdcamnor cases, Hammond
said, including first and second
offense DUIs (driving under the
intluence). Third offe viola-
torsnormally wouldn® t be eligible,
Hammond said, and by that time,
most of them say they'd rather
spend their time in jail than be
hooked up in an ankle brace
Fourth of [ense (within a five-year
period) DULs become a telony
offense

If violators choose the home
incarceration program, their sen-
tence is doubled. For mstance, if
the violator has been sentenced o
seven diys wjail, he can choose ©

At the state school board meeting
Tuesday, Boysen accused Campbell
of signing architect and construction
manager contracts for a Betsy Layne
school construction project in Octo-
ber 1991 without the board attormey's
review of those contracts or full board
approval.

“I'm getting ready to answer it,”
Campbell said. “I'm getting an attor-
ney. I've got no mind to resign as of
right now, There wasn’t anything I
see where I done wrong.”

Campbell, whose son Barry
Campbell works for Martin Engi-
neering, said that the board voted 10
approve the contracts with Hoffman
and Martin.

The charges against Campbell
¢laim that the chairman signed archi-
tect Paul Hoffman’s and construc-
tion Sam Martin’,
atthe October 8, 1991 board meeting
without board negotiation of the con-
ditions of those contracts.

‘Whether or not Floyd County
School Board members should pay
the legal fees of its chairman, who is
charged with misconduct, is a ques-
tion that is sure to draw a lot of fire
from both sides.

School board members have been
polled and asked if they will agree 1o
pay the legal costs for chairman Ray
“Shag” Campbell who is facing mis-
conduct charges brought by Educa-
tion Commissioner Thomas Boysen.

Floyd County superintendent
Steve Towler said Thursday that he
polied local board members Wednes-
day and asked if they favored paying
Campbell's legal expenses.

Towler asked State Department
of Education legal counsel Kevin
Nolan on Thursday to issue an opin-

ion on the matter.

Towler's request brought sharp
criticism from Boysen's auorney,
Steve Wolnitzek.

“Why is Dr. Towler worried about
it?” Wolnitzek asked Thursday. “"He
is hired to run a school system and
what has this got 10 do with running
a school system? Why didn’t he seek
an opinion from the board attorney?”

Taxpayers shouldn’t foot the le-
gal expense for a board member
charged with wrongdoing, Wolnitzek
strongly emphasized, and if board
membhers elect to do so, they could
also face the wrath of the state board.

“Why does everybody want the
taxpayers to pay for everything they
do wrong?” Wolnitzek quipped “1fa
board member is charged withacrimi-
nal offense, should the taxpayers pay

State school board members re-
ccived a status report on the Floyd
County School System Tuesday from
superintendent Steve Towler who was
in Frankfort to discuss the system’s
long-term plan for improvement.

Board members seemed 1o be sat-
isfied with Towler’s report, but the
superiniendent’s classification that a
running track is “an outside class-
room” prompted chairman Joe Kelly
to issue a reminder of more pressing
needs in the county.

Towler'scomment about the track
came when he characterized every
issue concerning the Floyd County
system as “major.”

“There is nothing minor in Floyd
County,” Towler told the board. “Ev-
erything is major in our county.

their legal fees? In my opinion, no.

“If we believe that school funds
have been spent improperly, you can
bet we will look at the school board
and anyone else who

know, somebody just sent them to
us,” Kelly said.

‘Towler said he was encouraging
building a track as a means of “get-
ting parental involvement” in the
school system.

Outspoken board member Tom
Gish questioned Towler in areas of
teacher’s civil rights and school con-
struction projects.

“Floyd County has frequently
abused teacher’s civil rights by arbi-

“There’s no greater indict-
ment of aschool system than a teacher
getting a judgment in federal court.
‘What are you going to do to protect
teachers?” Gish asked.

“How are you going to stop the
ridiculous waste of public money on
school construction activity?” Gish
continued. “I'd like to hear what steps
you think need o be taken to halt
construction abuses.”

“I don't always agree with you,
Mr. Gish, but I agree that teachers”
rights have been violated agreatdeal,”

it,” he added.

Towler said the situation raised
valid quesucns conccmmg whal le-
gal
bersam:nuﬂedlmfmcy mcharged
by the state board.

“This is, in my opinion, an un-
usual set of circumstances,” Towler
said. “Under no circumstance do [
want to advise the board in a manner
that could cause more problems than
we have.

“The question will be that if an
atlorney is employed by Mr.
Campbell, is it an appropriale expen-
diture of board funds if they vote to
cover the legal fees,” Towler ex-
plamod “Again, that’s a pmcoduml

ion, the law or (i lati
doesn't say that point blank, some-
one has to interpret what's right and
what’s wrong.”

It is an important question that
needs an answer, Towler said. The
question lies with Campbell being
charged in his role as a member of a
public body, he said.

“In the future it looks like there's
going to be anumber of these kinds of
things that come up,” Towler said.
“We're plowing new ground with the
commissioner bringing these kinds
of charges to the state board and they
in tum, act on them. I think it’s im-
portant for local boards and local
school systems'to be sure they are
approaching these matters appropri-
ately. I've never dealt with some-
thing like this. I don’t know where
(Campbell) stands. If charges were
brought against me, I'd like 10 know
where [ stand.”

“What if he’s proven totally inno-
cent?” Towler asked. “Should he pay
for large attomey fees outof his pocket
because he was charged with some-
thing. If he is proven guilty it might
be a dufferent story. He hasn’t been
convicted of anything. I think it's
clearly a gray issue.”

Towler said some board members
indicated their decision was *‘contin-
gent on the legality” of the issue
before they would decide whether or
not to pay Campbell’s legal fees.
Towler did not indicate how indi-
vidual members responded to the poll.

Department of Education attor-
ney Kevin Nolan could not be reached
Thursday to comment on the issue

Towler “I'm working with
teacher organizations and I have full
intentions of being legal and fair.

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Mine deaths reach new low

The United States Department of
Labor's Mine Safety and Health Ad-
ministration (MSHA) announced
Thursday that fewer American work-
ers died in mining accidents during
1992 than in any previous year.

According to a press release is-
sued Thursday by MSHA director
Bill Tattersall, there were 98 acci-
dental deaths in all types of mining
operations during 1992, the lowest
mine fatality figure in history. The
previous low, T 1l said.
in 1988, with 102 fatalities. The next
fewest number of mining deaths per
calendar year occurred in 1991, with
114 fatalities, Tattersall said.

Coalmine deaths nationwide were
second-lowest in 1992 than in any
previous year other than 1988. In
1992, 55 coal miners were killed,

to 53 coal mine ities in

1988.

Tattersall said that the sharp de-
cline in coal mining deaths was re-
lated primarily to the reduction of
single-victim accidents, which ac-
count for the majority of annual coal
fatalities.

The most common cause of coal
mine deaths in 1992, Tattersall said,
were roof falls and powered haulage
and machinery accidents.

A spokesperson for the central
office of the Kentucky Department
of Mines and Minerals in Lexington
said Thursday that there were nine

coal mine fatalities statewide in 1992,
and only one mine-related death in
Floyd County for the calendar year.
Those figures compare favorably
statistics for 1991, when 17 miners
were killed statewide.

The drastic reduction in mine fa-
talities is attributed to increased ef-
forts by both the Mine Safety and
Health Administration and the Ken-
tucky Department of Mines and Min-
crals to educate mine operators and
workers and to greater enforcement
of mine safety regulations by those
agencies.

Tattersall said that during 1991
and 1992, the annual dollar amounts
of civil fines assessed against mine
operators for violations of health and

Offenders are electronically
monitored 24 hours. The monitor-
ing is done over the telephone
lines with an 800 toll-free num-
ber. The offender wears a trans-
mitter on his leg and a monitor is
placed in line with his telephone,
said Greer.

When the offender gets over
100 feet from the monitor, the
transmitier sends a signal o the
monitor which in tum notifies a
computer in the regional office of
the correction service. The com-
puler is programmed with the time
the offender may or may not leave
home. The correction service im-
mediately receives a printout cov-
ering any activity by the offender.
They know when he left home, or
when he returns

The offender is only permitted
to go to and from work, to a doc-
tor, or to church. “You'd be sur-
prised at the people who go to
church while on these,” Greer
chuckled. When an offender is
scheduled to leave home, though,
his absence from home must be
documented by an employer, a
doctor, or the preacher, said Greer.

‘There are also several failsafc
features buill into the system in
case of power failure. Each moni-
tor has a battery back up. The moni-
tors also have a built-in memory
in the cvent of loss of telephone
service. When phone service is
reslored, information is transmil-
ted o the computer, which will
show the activity of the offender
for up W a period of seven days. If
an offender tampers with the trans-
mitter, the computer prints out a
‘warning that someone is tamper-
ing with the unit

Fischer's wife was awarded $35,000
for loss of services.

--In 1989, a Union Bridge, Md.,
high school permitted a female stu-
dent, Tawana Hammond, 17, to try
out for its football team under the
pressure of a federal statute that bars
school discrimination on the basis of
gender. On her first scrimmage,
Tawana, a running back, was tackled
and suffered massive internal inju-
ries. In October 1992, she fileda$1.5
million lawsuit against the county
board of education for its alleged
failure to inform her of how danger-
ous football is.

--Escondido, Calif., attomey Ben
Echeverria filed a $2 million lawsuit
in August against Texaco Inc. and a
local gas station manager because
station attendants were pumping gas
for women at self-service prices, but
not for men. The station almost im-
mediately stopped its practice and
forced women to start pumping for
themselves.

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Blanton moves behind mike as color man for Eagles ' basketball

Everyone is looking for a break

An aspiring young muscian looks
for that big break that may send him
or her to the top of the charts in the
music business

Businessmen are looking for
breaks in their chosen field of busi-
ness. Jason Blanton is looking for
and, hopefully, has found the break
that he has been searching for and
that is a sportscaster job with a Divi-
sion 1 college basketball team.

Blanton was named color man for
the Morehead Statc University bas-
ketball network which covers six to
cight stations in Kentucky.

“Chuck called me one day and
told me about the opening and asked
me if I would be interested in doing
it," said Blanton about his break. "He
told me to think about itand I did, for
about 15 seconds. They still had to go
through a search, though.

"It came down to two and they

he Michi-
gansmfame 1 was on my way o
East Lansing.”

Blanton said that such a short no-
tce did not afford him the chance 0
get nervous.

His dutics include doing the pre-
game shows such as interviews with
the opposing coaches who he said are
generally very cooperative. "Except
for Rick Pitino," said Blanton. "Rick
wouldn't do an interview with us. I
don't know why unless he feels that
we are too small of a network.”

In addition to doing each More-
head State game, Blanton will carry
on his duties as sports and program
director for WSIP radio in Paints-
ville. He also has 25 high school
games that he will call during the
high school scason.

Travel and time on the road away
from home does become grueling at
times.

“Since the first of December I
have spent three nights at my own
place,” he said. "The schedule may
be a grueling one but it also has been
a lecarning experience, also.

“I have learned t0 have more re-
spect for the athletes — the way they
have to travel and then play basket-
ball,” he said. "I've learned to appre-
ciate akid that will go outand give an
effort.”

Blanton's work is not limited to
being behind a microphone.

"I have to have my study game
nights,"” he said. "I go over the media
guide they send me on each team. |
study the stats. Go to practices and
watch Coach (Dick) Fick. Then gather
all Lhe information on the other
teams."

Blanton sald that he has been sur-
prised at having the opportunity todo
play-by-play so early in the job.

"It's a great break for me," be said.
"I have already met a lot of good
people.”

Blanton is looking to improve his
delivery over the airwaves and cred-
its Mraz for his professional help.

"Chuck expects you to be profes-
sional,” be said, "They wantme to get
rid of my twang in my speech.

After doing a Morehead game,
Blanton traveled to Sheldon Clark to
cover a Cardinal high school game
only to find the phone line was down.

"There I was sitting in the stands
holding: Coach Roger Harless' tele-
phone in my hand during the whole
game."

Blanton likes the new computer-
ized screens that most arenas furnish
for the media.

"Itiseasy tokeep track of a game,"
he said. "I don'teven have to keep the
stats. They have them for you on the
screen.

‘While all good opportunities have
their drawbacks, Blanton said the job
could be draining at times, but he
appreciates the break be has goten.
His ultimate goal is to get a Division
I job behind the mike as a play-by-
play sportscaster.

Blanton said that the one bad as-
pect of the job is not being able to
settle down somewhere. "And 1'm
getting older and older,” (26, wow!),
said Blanton.

Blanton has been in the
sportscasting business for a total of
ten years. He 100k a two-year break
and taught school before returning to
WSIP to help rebuild the sports de-
partment.

"The traveling is nice,” he said
"bul it does get bothersome at times.
Yet, at the same time is allows me to
go some places that T bave never
been."

Blanton, like most Kentuckians,
grew up listening to the Voice of the
Wildcats, Cawood Ledford. He wants
to adopt the same philsophy that
Cawood had and "that is to tell it like

itis."
